I wi l l not argue 

the p o i n t ; but if the failures in y o u r and other c i t ies 

have been of the s a m e c lass a s those here, th is " panic" 

ia a matter of congratu lat ion rather than o therwise . 

T h e s torm has o n l y shaken off the rotten fruit, and the 

sound wi l l r ipen the better. 

T h e failure of a broker m a d e s o m e noise out of B< g_ 
ton, b u t it occas ioned no surpr ise here. He w a s a 
bo ld speculator, wi thout b o t t o m — o n e of th.it c lass 
w h o m the w h e e l o f fortune occas ional ly , o f course, 
t h r o w s up , but if b e h a p p e n s t o b e d o w n w h e n a p inch 
cornea, h e g o e s to the wai l . A h e a v y shoe house is 
another of the cases w h o s e failure ia ent ire ly o w i n g to 
the export o f spec ie and the tariff o f l * t d . On Satur­
day las* they proposed to their cred i tors to pay t h e m 
t w e l v e and a hair cent s on the dol lar ! The ir liabili­
t ies are $<>00,iX>o. T h e y have d o n e a large business , 
and h a v e been deeply inso lvent for years . Tho i have 
been the lanmael i tee o f the trade, forc ing off their 
g o o d s to raise the wind , a n d thus u n d e r s e l l i n g their 
neighbor*. T h e y carry d o w n w i t h t h e m a large num­
ber of small manufacturers in the eastern p a i l of 'In­
state and in N e w H a m p s h i r e ; and all these wil l U 
told, and many wil l bel ieve , that the failure of Mont­
g o m e r y A Co. is all o w i n g to ihe tariff T h e whig 
papers , y o u may be sure, wi l l never publ i sh the facts. 

T h e n , aga in , take the case o f the S a l e m capitalist. 
Here ia the failure o f a mi l l ionaire , and he could not 
b a r e failed u n l e s s there had been s o m e t h i n g very rol­
led in the state o f bus iness . W e l l , there w a s rotten­
ness e n o u g h , but it w a s ent ire lv in his o w n manage­
m e n t o( h i s o w n affairs. H e has speculated largely 
in eas tern l a n d s , and h o w e v e r des i rab le that k i n d t»l 
property may be for a mi l l ionaire to hand d o w n to his 
grand-chi ldren, it is not legal tender in Sta te street. 
He h a s endorsed paper to the a m o u n t of #'.<"< v w , 
without a n y ava i lab le—I m i g h t a lmos t sav, without 
the s l i gh te s t security . / / , does not charge b i s fai luie 
to " h a r d t i m e s . " H e says , " I w o u l d w i l l i n g l y g i . e 
up every do l lar I have in the world , if I could keep

I refer to theae c a s e s — a n d I m i g h t g ive a s imilar 
history of every conce ivable failure in Boston —not fur 
the purpose of a d d i n g a feather's we ight to the troubles 
of the i n s o l v e n t s ; but because 1 d e e m it important 
that the facts s h o u l d be k n o w n , that the sufferings of 
the mercant i le c o m m u n i t y may be attributed to their 
real causes . I am not wr i t ing an essay on habitual 
e c o n o m y , but it is s imply absurd to look to any finan­
cial po l i cy of the g o v e r n m e n t a s the :<i<u*i o f such fail­
ures. If m e n w i l l make or buy more g o o d s than they 
can sell at a profit, or if they sell more than they can 
g e t their pay for, they must , sooner or later, fail'; and 
it matters not s straw, so tar a s the difficulty o f pay ing 
their n o t e s i s concerned , whether they buy on this s ide 
of the At lant ic or the other. 

Mora than usual interest has been felt lately in New 
York upon the matter o f a ci ty redempt ion of the 
notes o f yoor country banks .

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It thus appears that the Suffolk Bank r e d e e m s the 
notes of three h u n d r e d a n d t w e n t y b a n k s w i t h aggre­
gate capi ta l s of s eventy mi l l ions , wlule a s imi lar in­
st i tut ion in N e w York would oave 'o redeem its notes 
o f a h u n d r e d and thirty-seven banks with aggregate 
capi ta l s of forty-eight mi l l ions . Or, to leave out 01 
the account the city banks, which redeem then- notes 
at the r e d e e m i n g bank every day, therefore form an 
unimportant e l e m e n t of the risk, the Suffolk Bank rc-
dassns the notes of two hundred and n inety country 
banks wi th a g g r e g a t e capi ta ls of forty-seven m i l l i o n s . 
whi le a N e w Y v k r e d e e m i n g bank would have to re­
d e e m the notelr*of a h u n d r e d a n d e i g h t country banks 
w i t h a g g r e g a t e capi ta l s of twenty -one mi l l i ons . 

T h e serv ice per formed by the Suffolk Bank is th is— 
it r e d e e m s the n o t e s of al l the N e w E n g l a n d banks, 
w h i c h enter in to the arrangement , at par; that is, it 
rece ive* from each o f the N e w Eng land hanks.al l the 
notes o f o ther N e w E n g l a n d banks, and rece ives from 
i t s o w n depos i tors all such notes at par. For illustra­
t i o n — t h e Br ighton Bank, once, twice a week, or e v e n 
day, a s moat convenient , s ends to the Suffolk Bank all 
the N e w E n g l a n d notes in its possess ion , the amount 
o f w h i c h ia p laced to its credit , and takes from the 
bank i t s o w n notes , w h i c h have been redeemed, and 
watch were c h a r g e d to it a s they were received. T h e 
luffs!> B a n k a l so r e d e e m s all N e w Eng land notes, not 

s e n t t o it b y c o r r e s p o n d i n g b a n k s or by i ts o w n depo­
sitors, but presented by part ies w h o w a n t city notes , 
at a d i scount o f one-tenth o f one per cent . 

T o rTptoin 1 T h e Bos ton banks require that all pay­
m e n t s of n o t e s shal l be m a d e in city b a n k notes . If a 
iBSjHBjilnr in a city bank wants to convert h is country 
notes in to c i ty funds, he depos i t s t h e m at his bank, 
and fAs »tjt 'iiiy, d r a w s city notes for them. T h e 
b a n k ' require one day to send them to the Suffolk 
Bank. W h e u money Is "easy,"' th i s rule is not n g i d l v 
en forced; and, indeed, at such t i m e s country notes 
are usual ly taken in p a y m e n t s at the Boston b a n k s ; 
but w h e n m o n e y is " t ight " ib i s rule is enforced. S o 
that w i t h c i ty depos i tors country notes are at oar for 
all purposes of trade, but for the payment ol notes 
they lose one day , or, if hard pushed, thev e x c h a n g e 
a t t h e Suffolk Bank for ci ty notes by p a y i n g oue-tenth

Abyss inia , a n d £ 1 5 for two K o r i n e gaxel les . Lord 
B i l l bought e i g h t Indian ante lopes for £ s o . T h e pro­
prietors o f W u m b w e l l ' s m e n a g e r i e paid 270 g u i n e a s 
for a m a l e a n d female g n u from South Africa. T h e 
a n i m a l s brought m u c h h igher prices than Lord Derby 
or speculators supposed they would before the sale. 

London h a s been t h r o n g e d by s t rangers t h i s week, 
w h o have c o m e to town to take a last g l a n c e at the 
content s o f the Crystal Palace . T h e s c e n e s in the 
principal thoroughfares are remarkable—streams of 
l i v i n g mul t i tudes are seen e v e r y m o r n i n g m o v i n g to­
wards o n e central point , H y d e Park ; and again in the 
afternoon t h e s e scores of t h o u s a n d s m a k e their ex i t 
from different doors—they appear m u c h fatigued, and 
ihey a n x i o u s l y look for cabs or 'buses. A l t h o u g h the 
conveyances e x t e n d nearly a mile , three s n d four deep, 
ret they d o not a c c o m m o d a t e the crowds . F r o m 
H y d e Park to Char ing Cross , and indeed to the Bank, 
the dai ly s c e n e is extraordinary. T h e l o n g l ines ot 
veh ic l e s fill the streets , and s t o p p a g e s frequently hap­
pen, w h e n the l ines are all confus ion. Pedes tr ians 
can with difficulty proceed, and such p u s h i n g and 
squeez ing were never seen before. 

T h e exhibi t ion wi l l pos i t ive ly be c losed to the pub­
lic after to-morrow. It has been open one hundred 
and forty d a y s ; s ix m i l l i o n s of persons have vis i ted 
it, and about half a mi l l ion s ter l ing i s the g r o s s total 
sum received by the Royal C o m m i s s i o n e r s from all 
sources . These are the r o u g h stat is t ics o f the great 
show. U p w a r d s of three hundred thousand h u m a n 
b e i n g s visited the exh ib i t i on d u r i n g the first three 
day* of the present week. T h i s is a mos t remarkable 
fact c o n n e c t e d wi th the W o r l d ' s F a i r ! 

T h e influx of people to see the great exhib i t ion , has 
proved beneficial to a l l the p laces of publ ic amuse­
ment , w h i c h have been dense ly crowded, and in many 
instances , m o n e y has been refused short ly after the 
houses have been opened, so rapidly have s ight-seers 
rushed in.

It has served to whet the appetite of all lovers o f ster­
l ing act ing , for a further display o f Mr. Bate man's 
histrionic powers , for he is a g e n u i n e artist, and one 
who is capable of taking a h i g h pos i t ion in the dra­
mat ic world.

C U B A P OCEAN P O S T A G E . — 1 have recently received a 

letter from El ihu Burritt, .usua l ly t ermed the I^arnei l 
B lacksmith , > in which he states that he is now actively 
e n g a g e d in ag i ta t ing in E n g l a n d , the subject of " Ocean 
I'tnny Pottayt." " F o r the last four years ," he says , 
" the idea has been kept before the public m i n d iu this 
country, through the ins trumenta l i ty of smal l and 
noise less agenc ies , such, tor instance, as i l lustrated en­
ve lopes , Ac. A b o v e a million of these have been put 
in circulation. 1 have sent out l itt le paragraphs, or 
short art ic les , on the subject, to the press , in the shape 
of o l ive leaves . S i l en t ly the proposit ion has m a d e 
great headway in publ i c opinion, r inding advocates 
a m o n g all c las ses ot the c o m m u n i t y , even a m o n g the 
conservat ives and t o n e s . 

" A large international c o m m i t t e e has been organized 
to work the m o v e m e n t , cons i s t ing of m e m b e r s of Par­
l iament and representat ives of foreign g o v e r n m e n t s . 
Lord Ashburton , 1 be l ieve , is chairman. Rt. Hon. F. 
M. U i b s o n w a s to br ing a mot ion before the H o u s e of 
C o m m o n s last sess ion , in favor of the measure , but 
he accepted the under tak ing a l itt le too late in the ses­
s ion. N e x t sess ion , however , w e hope rt wil l be taken 
up in right g o o d earnest . W e bave already a good 
force of pet i t ions on hand, and hope to get a thousand 
before the first of February. I am now about to take 
the held to address publ ic m e e t i n g s on the subject, 
and hope to g i v e m y s e l f to the work for a few m o u t h s 
with a lmost und iv ided attent ion.

Do y o u not th ink s o m e enterpr i s ing house in New 
York m i g h t be induced to reproduce them, or to bring 
out s o m e t h i n g i l lus trat ing the idea s tr ik ingly r Our 
American brown paper e n v e l o p e s are rather behind 
the t imes , an J perhaps a few pat terns l ike the e n c l o s e d 
would sell aud circulate for their more picturesque 
appearance ." 

T h e e n v e l o p e s a l luded to conta in various d e v i c e s ; 
one publ i shed by Myers A Co., Ixindon, has a sailor 
ho ld ing a flag staff' in one hand, and h i s hat in the 
other, at h i s feet are bales of g o o d s from India, China, 
Africa, Amer ica , and Australia. In the d i s t a n c e are 
s t eamers and sn ips p l o u g h i n g the ocean. T h e flag 
c o n t a i n s the fo l l owing m o t t o : " Ooeau P e n n y Pos tage . 
Britain, bestow this boon, and be in b l e s s i n g blest, 
wi l l l ink all l ands w i t h thee in trade and peace." 
Another publ i shed by Char les Gi lp in , has printed 
upon it a large ocean s teamer , wi th " Ocean P e n n y 
Pos tage" on h e r foresail in large capitals , and around 
the enve lope the following: " 1 ne wor ld awai ts 
Great Britain's greatest gift, an ocean p e n n y postage 
to m a k e h o m e e v e r y w h e r e , and all n a t i o n s n e i g h ­
bors." A n o t h e r d e s i g n e d , e n g r a v e d , a n d publ i shed 
by J . Va lent ine , D u n d e e , ia more ornate, conta in ing 
sn ips , s teamers , canal boats, s team cars, Ac., and the 
following inscr ipt ion . " Britain ' F r o m thee the 
w o r l d e x p e c t s a n o c e a n p e n n y pos tage , to m a k e her 
ch i ldren o n e fraternity. 

If a n y engraver or publ i sher des ires to prepare 
i l lustrated e n v e l o p e s s imi lar to those ment ioned , 1 
wil l furnish h i m wi th a c o p y o f one adapted to t h e 
U n i t e d States , T h e t i m e wi l l c o m e w h e n c h e a p 
ocean, a s we l l a s i n l a n d pos tage , w i l l h e adopted in 
our country.

road, about t w o m i l e s north o f W i l l i a m s ' s Br idge , in 

Westches ter county. T h e d o w n passenger train due 

at t h i s city about half-pass s even r . *., h a d nearly o n e 

hundred and fifty p a s s e n g e r s o n board, a n d w a s run­

n i n g a t a rate of thirty m i l e s an hour. I t appears 

that according to the regulat ions , i t waa ent i t led to the 

track. 
T h e freight train, cons i s t ing o f thirteen heav i ly la­

den cars, w a s running at the rate o f thirteen m i l e s an 

hour w h e n the co l l i s ion took place. T h e acc ident i s 

said to have been the result o f s o m e misunderstand­

ing on the part of those in charge o f the latter train, 

a s it should have s topped at W i l l i a m s ' B r i d g e to a l low 

the passenger train to pass . T h e p a s s e n g e r train, it 

appears, was beh ind t ime, and h a d o n l y a few minutes 

to arrive at the s topping place w h e n the col l i s ion took 

place. T h e t w o tra ins m e t on a curve , w h i c h rendered 

it imposs ib le for the eng ineers to see more than a few 

yards in advance . A s soon, however , a s they perce ived 

their danger , they b l e w the whi s t l e s , reversed the en­

g ines , and j u m p e d unhurt on the road. T h e s c e n e 

that fo l lowed the col l i s ion w a s frightful. Both e n g i n e s 

were l i teral ly j a m m e d together, w i t h the tenders on 

top. O n e o f the firemen w a s c a u g h t u n d e r a tender, 

upon an eng ine , and burned to death.

E ight or ten persons w h o 

were in the b a g g a g e car, Were forced comple te ly 

through the top o f it, to an e levat ion o f t w e n t y feet. 

Several of the persons were ser ious ly injured. Al l of 

those in the passenger car escaped without the least 

injury.
