Institn-
tion of two legislative chumbers; 3. Restora-
tion ol the conatituent powor to the nution.

A probably Lair ostimsle 13 that which Ji-
videa tho cight willjvns of voters futo 6,600,
Chi ayus and 1,000,000 nooes. fo Paris tho
vole will unduvubtedly Le noarly two to one lu
tho wegntive. Bverybody, ot ¢onrso, nndet-
gbnnds bow prodigiously thy emperor had his
sabjocts ot o diradvanisgy iu the Jormule with
which be has venturod to gubetore them, To
volo “ No " was fo rejeol mo3t valuable cou-
cessivna—to veto measures which go far to-
ward making the imperial govermmunt o con-
utitutioonl ons. Bul an afllrmative vote was
to opdurse tho empire sod the dyunssty for-
ever,  So that, in his piebiseils, Napoloon dofl-
}¥ baited = book with tho food for lack of
which the tish s etarving. The hait ia unex-
ceptionuide, bt the fact of the hook is inde-
bitable, and upon itz cusning Larb the expert
angier of tho Tuileries new bdecurcly holds
France.

To the fecurity of the emporor's hold, how-
ever, there oro stili limils, and, ofter all,
theso aro not greaily exlonded by the fact
that ithe French people have beon cheatod luto
votiag four to ono for Lthe succession of the
Prioce Imperial. 1In a0 far e the governmont
is really libsralized and the opposition pla-
eated, will the solidity of the dynestic stric-
{ure be increased, but oo further. Thae groat
majority of the Frenoh uoderstnad quite well
tha fraud that bas been perpetrated upon
themn, The * postoration of the oonstitueni
powor Lo the nation” evokes from them
gratlitude, lnasmuch as thoy reasvnably ask
why such power was ever laked away. They
know that * the waloh™ was atolon lfom thoms
aod that the bighwayman's solicilude aa lo
wheilher the ex-owaer wishon it to run fust or
alow, le, to any tho Jeast, impertinent. They
siipport the empire aod make promises to the
dynasly, in & wotd, only because Napoleop's
goverunmoent is botior, with all its restrlctions
and costlivess, thau revelution, TWhen the
time comes lor the chango to be made by which
Fraoco shall dispenso with her imperial pro-
ptietor, the successive plebiscites by which ehe
has given huresif anay will count tor little.

Tbhe people ol New
York city are appatently nuanimous in their
demand for sech reliaf a8 the messure prom-
fson, nod It I» only o question whethor the In-
tereats of a part of the Droadway proporiy-
boldars sball bo deemed paremount ip tho
necessilien of the public. It hes hoen urged
thut the conslruction of the woark would in-
volve an absolute obatruction of atreet travel,
nnid would for & time cut off successive blacks
froin communication with the rest of tho clty.
The Woerld asmeris that this iy o mistako, agd
explaine tho plan to be adopied ad follows:

The work will be cominebeed b'; laciug
aloug the line of tho roadway iwo hridges of
iren of about thioe hundred fect in length,
anil each eightoen feot wide in the ciorr, apd
along the live of sidewalka corresponding
bridges, enol twalve frot wide. The Hoor of
theso bridges will bo elovated four feot above
the grade of the streetl, and tho difforency jo
elovotion ovorcome by # gentle ascent ud onch
end, Those trusses are skelolon tramen, and
will form but slight obeiruction (g the view,
and will permit pedesttiena lo crose the elroots
at a!) places. Thelr panvls are made praparato
and bolwd fogether, nnd may be taken down
from ono ond and added to iho other with
gronl facllity. Althuui;h lhis hridgo bas been
atated an 300 feet In langlh, it will bo mup-
otied #t poinie genorully 100 feul apart.

snvenient nccess will be given fram the
footlally to each building during tho progicss
of construction. All of the operalions will
be performed henevath those hridges. The
street will aot be used elthur i thu removal
of the excavations, or in bripging maturials
required o cooatructing therond.

Thie occutred in Juce,
1865, aud was soon afier the subject of an ar-
ticle 1n the Quarlerly Review. Whnt booka of
Huwmboldt's bad escaped the disanter by being
preriouely purchased and removed from Lhe
pretaises has never beell ascertained.

SAN FRANCINGD BAY.

¥rom the Kan Franclaco Commatcial Balletjn.

Wa are at last eaablad to stale that Lhe ox
plosion of Blossom Rook was an udqualified
success, Conlonel Von Schmidt, with tha, as
sstance of some governmeut engineers, has
mede » survey of the former poeition of the
rock, for the purpose of definitely wacertain-
ing the exiont of the destructivn caused by
the blast on Saturday iast. yod from him we
have obtained imporiant facts. As regerds
the height of the water, it is stated tomt the
apex of the cent.al columo, as found by ac.
tual iripngulation, made in & Whitshiall boat,
about twelve bundred or thirteen pusdred
fect irom the rock, was found o be twe hun
dred and tweniy-five feet, a1 neariy sa could
be ¢celculatsd, The column rose in the air, in
the shape of & round or ohtuse-pointed, ttan-
eated cone, somewhat resembling an inveried
thimbie. ‘1'his columno wae nesrly Lbhras bun-
dred fect in diameter ut & point some eighty
feet above the surface of too bay. [is base
was shrouded by anoiher ouibnral of waler,
which rosu to tho h-ight of eighty feat sli
around the central abal , and roiled ita flood
vutward. Thii base was over HUU feel io dia-
meler ot tho eurfece of the bay. High mbove
tie upbheaved mass, rocks of large eize, debris
of the jnterior works, and s great guantity of
earthby malter, wore throwo and scattered far
and wide. The aurvey made by Colopel Ven
Behmids shows that the rock iself was utteriy
demolished and tbrown io ali direotions, end
the soundings gave thirly-olght feet of waler
over ils site et low tide. En excavating the
rock, 2,500 cubic yurde ol rock wore boisted
tbrough the shait apd dumped into the bay,
aid the pile of locas rock thus crested reached
neatly to the surfacs of the walter,
