We
are loclived to believe, that neither do thinolives
aod chiracter of the Foo. gentleman justice.

The motives, which have been amigned for his
apparent in conmisteney, are wholly isadequate:
It is 1dle ta talle of Gerrit Smith's being influenc-
od by good dinoers and files, or brooght over 1o
the interesta of the South,—hy the flatteries and
invitations of Southern gentlemeo (o visit them a
their plantativns. A man of prineely fortune, and
generoua naltre, it is impossible that ho could be
ofluenced by cousiderations socontemptibloas the
first ; aod biastenrly ooflinching cuume for years
2 the lesder of & swall, despived aud proscribed
faction, shows how insensibla he is to motives ol
porsooal ambition and popularty, when thex
would cooflict with his convictions of right and
duty.

No, in our opinion, the causes of this chaoge in
the views of Mr. Smith, are to besooght elsewbers
—ip the philosophy 6f human nature itself. An
honest ana eothudisstic philaathropist, having
brooded vver the enormity of one political evil.
till ita magnified proportions hid from his view,
all other interesta and conslilerations, and pos-
sessod with the idea that the abstract right and
wrong of actions wax alwaya nnaffeetald by cir-
cumstances, the ane alwayn practicable, and the
otber ever sinful, he entered public life in the
determination, as far ax in his power, to make the
legislnlion of the coanntry eonform to bis precon-
caived ideas of nght and duoty: but he found.
when elavaled to & position of respoosibility,
what others have before him,—that government i
a practical thing, that it cannot be conducted in-
varisbly upon abatract theotiea: that the in-
terests of a great people are ivfinite, diverse, and
often conflicting: snd: that the rule of human
doty and responsibiliry, ia materially affected, by
the expediency and cogsequences of actions—
And with that honesty of motive, and opinion,
which has marked his whole life, after having had
the opportunity of demonsirating the fallaoy of
bis provioos theories of politieal maorality, and
the daties of government, heseems to have frank-
1y abandoned them. In all this, there is simply
the inconsisteney nf an bonest nnd jost miod, fol-
lowing the law of its own pature. It is another
sxhibition of the same phase of political opinion
that has chamcterized tho finest minds, pasing
from radienlism to conservatism, from abstract
and imp-ssihle theories of society, to practical
philosophy and) statesmanship,’

It is the constant leeson of history, that re-
volotidnints themmelves, when riised to responsible
positions, and bordened with the cares of Gor-
ernmoent, bave undergone a radical change in pol-
itieal opininos, and become the ohjects of the
flarcent hatred and oppoaitian, from their former
gondjntors and followere. Noris this reanlt ac-
cldental, it in founded io the necassities of thinga
The man. who is elevated to bigh position, bas an
gxtended proapect of his doty, and if his niotives
are jost, he will feal and recognize in his actions,
the great difference between the position of tha
roler of a pation, aod tha: of a noisy and ir-
responsible leader of a political faction. The
mulives which have indaced Mr. Smith to resign
bis seat io tho House are probally various bot
prominent among them, we think, are these—
Himeall 2 man of refined feelings, of penarous im.
palses, and hooest motives, and a lover of troth
for the make of it, it is gore than probable, thal
the petty jealousies, the disgraceful personnlities.
sod mercenary schemes for publie plunder which
oteupy 3o much of the attention of the Honee,
have inapired him with uncongnerable disgust—
Another, and perhaps roore iroportant reason fir
his resignation is this: elected as an abolhtinnist,
and fiading that he cannot conscientiopsly act o~
one ; and moreover recognizing the duoty of the
representative, under our inatitutions, to reflee!
the prevail og sentiment which clected him, like
a man of hooor, he finds himeelf compelled to
resign a seat, which he can not Sll consistentiy
with fidelity to his constituents, and duty to bim-
self. The election of Mr. Smith, which with
maoy othems, we ourselves deplored, bas bhad a
most desirabls result. It bas brought a valoable
accession 1o the ranka of the cosservative public
men of the State ;amd detached from the leader-
ship of the abolition fastion, a man whose fioe
abilities, great wealth, and blameless character,
bave given it & rexpectability and power, which it
coald not, otherwise, have pos sessed.

Railrond, was one of the most terrible ealamitien
of the kind we have recorded for many months
past, resulting in the desth of some 28 persons
nnd the personal injory of as many more ; the suf-
ferers being mostly Baltimoreans The Coraner’s
jury rendered a verdict chargiog the canse of the
aceident to carelessness on the part of Lbe con-
duetor, William Seott, and to gross negligence on
the part of the officers of the Company in failing
togive their roles in more explicit language, The
Directors immediately held o meeting, and insti-
tuted a foll investigation into the cauvses of the ae-

citdent,

The Baltimore Palrict contains the following
additional items :
“ Ahont half a dozen cars were crushed and
ahivered to atoms, and a ]ﬂl'gﬂ number of their
uwnhappy iumates either killed upon the spot or
dreadfully injured, The scene in described as
harrowing to the lnst degree, Several of these
killed and wounded were se caught in the wreck
of the broken ears, that they could not be released

for a considerable time,

Axes -nd erow-bars were hrought into requisi-
tion, and those alive and unhort made superhn-
man efforts for their relief. The cry for water
from the sufferers was continual, and several per-
anng waro engaged constantly in aupplying them,
Tt was pot, howevar, until the locomotive attashed
to the erippled mass. that the dead and wonuded
were got out. A large nomber of those who
ercaped, wnlkeed totnwn, while others came in
whatever vebicles could be nbtaived.

The centre of the fore most ear wae filled with
the dead, dying and wounded, all wedged to-
gether in one mass with the {rapments of the car
and the seats, ko compact that it reguired a half
hour’a time and the use of axes to rescue the
wonnded. A nomber of females and children
were taken out from-amone the dend scarcely in-
jored, whalst throngh the floor of the car could be
sgen the protruding limbs of some who had been
instantly struck dead.

On all the platforms of the wrecked ears the
destruction of life and limbs was jmmense, and
the cars being =0 closely wedged together it was
utterly impossible for more than an hoor to re-
lieve any of them, although the soreams of (he
sufferers cansed the most saperhuman exertions
for their succour. .

On the platform at the head of the excursion
train four men were caught by the fore part of
the engine, twoof them were instantly killed, and
the other two were fast by their limbs, suifering
the most excruciating agony, and almost roasted
hy the emoke pipe of the locomotive. - They both
fainted from exhaustion before they eould be res-
ened, siring more than an hour of incessant
labor, ond one of them subsequently died.

. The bodies of the dead were sll placed in one
carand piled uF oue upon another, presenting n
ghasty spectacle. Most of them bad been in-
stantly killed by the crash. The wounded were
made as eosy 88 possible, and, in mrst of the
cases, there friends were at Lhe depot, and bad
them immediately removed.

Folsonous Effects of HModa Woter from Copper
Fountalos ond Lend Plpes. -
BY T, OGDEN DOREMUS, M. D,

Having, within a few deys, had several friende
relate their salden illness after taking a single
gle zlags of soda water, and suspecting some poi-
sonous impregnation to be the cause, T was in-
duced to oktain several gallons of this favorite
hevernge from different parts of this city, and to
submit them {o a chemical examination.

The substaneo which first attraeted attention
wae copper. This was very abondant in sodn wa-
ter obtuined from severnl obseure shops, where, ¥t
was presumed, the traffic was limited, and eonse-
quently the seid water remained longer io the
rapper condepsers. It was so evident, that, on
bailing off the excess of carbunic acid gas, a green
scum made s .appearance, which, oo furthe:
evaporation, gettled, This was carbonate of eop-
per, previously held in solution by the carbonic
acid. The amount of metallic eopper iv a quar
was one graio and 8 half ! Soda water obtained
from the same establishment on different davye,
was foumi to contain varying amounts of the poi-
sonous earbonate.

The sonrce of this copper, and the cause of
there differences, may be nccounted for in several
waya, The copper condensers purport to be tiv-
ned internally ;: but where they have been in use
a long time, the tin, by chemical and mechanieal
petion, hes-heen removed, at least, in part; thus
exposing & surface of copper to the corronive act-
ion of the carbonic acid, nided by sulphurio'acid,
which -ie occasionally found in the soda water—
Althouph the carbonate of copper is insoluble in

¢re water, it is eapabla of being held in solution
in water highly cbarged with carbonic apid gas;
for the soda water which yields this green scum
after discharging tha pas, is ‘clear and colorless
previous to the operation. The soda water drawn
shortly after charging the condensers, would neces-
sarily yield less copper on aoalysis, than that ob-
tained from the same faount aftor having several
daysr fo exert its corrosive influcuce Apgain, the
tinning (for all ara professedly thus’ lined) would
be more perfect in gome than in others—depend-
ent not enly-on the length of time the condensers
had beeo used, but also on the completeness of
the original coating, I bave been informed that,
in order to facilitate the:flow of the tin, soft solder
is at times resorted to, or the copper is washeo
with a galt of mercury. Uoder these circumstan-
ces, the chemical and electrical action would be
rather complicated, sud the soda water possessed
of ramarkable medicinal virtues.

The second poisoncus compound which, from
its abundance, doemanded investization, was @
while precipitate, the oarbonate of lead. This
was found, to a greater or less amount, in most of
the waters examined. In the quart whence the
grain and n half of copper was obtained, 0. 55 of
a grain of metallic lend was found., The chief
source of 1his irapregnation ie the lead pipe nsed
in many fountaing to convey the carbonated water
from the condensers to the jet. 1Tt isan establigh-
ed fact, that the free carbonic acid found in spring
waters, is eapable of dissolying or facilitating the
golution of many of the salts of lead, such as are
found encrusting lead pipes which have been ured
for conducting said waters. By the investigations
of Dr. Ellet, "published in this city last vear, it
was clearly shown that even the trivial amonnt of
carbonie acid found in Croton water, ig safficient
to act upon the lead pi This lead may be
for boiling the Croton water passed through a |
lead pipe, by addiog a little acetic acid to it.—
The acetate of lead will respond to sulphuretted
hydrogen, by assiming a black tint, (the sulphar.
et of lead.) or & yellow tint with the iodire of po-
tassium, &e. Since carbonic acid- is porsessed of
such solvent powers, soda water, which issar-
charged with it, most become poisonously con-
taminated by contact with lead, either in the pipes
or the soldering ; and as much of the tin of com-
merce is alloyed with lead, even this metal, to
which wo look for protection may be another
spurce of evil.

Many are impressed with the belief that the
belief that the first fow glasses way be impregoa-
ted with lead to' an injurious extent; and henee
the enstom, in the more ble establishments

of disaarding the soda water which is first drawn |
and has laid inthe tube over night.
. Wherever lead are used to convey the

ipes
water to the jet, ang ially where, in order to
secure a whole drught, from thirty to sixty feet
of lead pipe are coiled in a tank and covered with
ice, the highly acid liquid must pecessarily dis-
solve the wetal, and communicate the poison to
all contained within the condenser, :

These remarks. are not spplicable to pipes of
pure tin, or of lead properly coated with tin.

1 bave examined the soda water obtained from
a manofactory where it is bottled, but could dis-
cover neither copper nor lead.

The effervescent liguid which is at limes
“palmed off”* upon the publie, made by foreing
atmospheric air into  water (most truly, “ serated
water,”) would, from the very want of the ear-
bonic acid, be nearly free from these contamina-’
tions. -

It might be asked, “If thesa poisnnons bodies
exist in roda water, why are not the: effects moro
commonly known ¥’ I would reply they are
more generally known than is supposed.

Since commencing these investigations, I have
learned from ?eve - medieal .flrliendﬂ. that a ¢om-
pery taste, violent vomiting, eolic. pains, purging,’
&e, have not been uncommon r_ar:i‘:a from such
draughts; and most with whom I hdve conversed
have experienced these effects personally.- In Dr.
