Soc ie ty , too, is 
as good in San Francisco as in any city of the east, 
except ing of coursero / scarci ty o f f that best gift to 
man , w o m a u . W e ' not ice, however , with plea­
sure, a. daily increase in number of the fair s e x — 
ladies w h o have braved the dangers and trials of 
a sea or land passage in company with their hus­
bands in search of the r iches of Cal i fornia. 

T H E P L A C B R S . — T h e Peruvians and Chi l ians 
have been pretty .thoroughly routed in every ,sec ­
tion of the Middle and North Forks, and the dis­
position to expel them s e e m s to be ex tend ing 
throughout the whole m in ing communi ty . Our 
advices from the Middle and North Forks are very 
favorable. O n e parly o f t w e n t y on the North 
Fork, wi th in some twenty mi les from the .snow, 
were averaging $ 4 5 per day each. A gent leman 
d i ree l f rom the Middle Fork informs us that ma­
ny of the old miners are do ing better this .year 
than last. Vet many are re luming , w h o either 
have no luck or no ene rgy ; we think i i a want o f 
the latter commodity. 

W e learn that a party are operat ing on the, 
Middle Fork with a submar ine armor, by wh ich 
arrangement they take out many thousands daily 
of the dost. T h e y think, when they get their bp-
paratus fairly nt work, they wi l l average $ 1 0 , 0 0 0 
per day. 

Van Dyke 
n member of the North Fork D a m and Min ing 
Associat ion, which company has recently com­
pleted a lateral canal at Baal 's Bar, a little above 
tho juncture of the North Fork with the R io 
Amer icano , has just returned from their scene o f 
operntions.

whom was relcrred the uccoutit of the Sixty-fifth Regi-
uient, nnd which should have appeared.yesterday. 
To lite Honorable, the Board of Supervisors of Uu County 

ofJErie : 
The report of the undesigned, a upccial committee, to 

vvhom was referred the jiccount of the Sherjf of the comity 
of Brie, forthcscrviceBioftne 05th Regiment of New York 
Suite Militia, in enforcing the service of civil process in 
tho city of iiinTalOt in the month of January last, r«»pect-
fully shewetli— 

Thut iliry have taken proof of the facts and circu'ustati-
COH under which the claim has arisen, and find such fact* 
to l)e substantially as follows: That for two or three 
months previous to January, 1819, a large humberof la-
hororn, varying from 1000 to 1,500 men, were employed 
on Urn enlargement of the Erie canal, between HulTalo 
atxl Illack Rock, under a contract for ouch enlargement 
from the State of New York ; that a ureat number of said 
workmen—estimated at (UK) men—were from Canada, not 
citizens of this State, but had removed into tb in Slate 
temporarily for the purpose of laboring u|ton the canal; 
that on or about January 1st, 1840, a portion of said labor­
er!?, composed wholly, or principally, of Maid Canadians, 
struck for higher wages and shorter day's work, and their 
demand not Being complied wiUi by the contractors, they 
refused to work, forcibly prevented all willing so to do 
from working anil became exceedingly riotous and disor­
derly ; that thereupon, on the application of said contrac­
tor!!, warrants were issued for the arrest of such of the ri­
oters as could be identified; that the police force of the 
city of Buffalo attempted the making of such at rests', but 
that the service ofsaid process was resisted, and the ri«t-
ers protected the persons against whom the same was ig-
suud from arrest. 

ThattheSherifof the cou-ity, in conseqnencc of such 
resistance, apprehending farther resistance, and upon the 
advice of the Mayor of the city of Buffalo, and many oth­
er priiieiul citizens, nnd under and by virtue of the power 
in him vested by section 18 of the act of the Legislature 
ofth« f tateof New York, entitled "An Act to enforce 
the lows.and preserve order, passed in the year 1845,made 
a requisition for seven 'companies of said regiment, to aid. 
him, the wiid Sherif, in the service of such process, and 
•o overcome such resistance ; that in purtmauce ofsaid 
requisition, about 200 men of said regiment paraded on 
the morning of the 8th o f January,' ld49, and under the 
orders of the said Sherif, marched to the scene of riot,and 
then and there'aided the- said Sherif in m?]cing sucb ar­
rests, and iu overcoming such resistance. 1 

The said 200 men remained on duty for 24 hours, at the

The Prison city is, perhaps, as pleasant a place to spend 
a Sunday quietly in, ns can be found within twelve hours 
of our noisy city, and if one appreciates the comforts: of a 
good Hotel and a moatlattentivc•> and gentlemanly host, he 
need look no further than the American and its proprie­
tor, Mr. WntTs. i f any of your readers ore skeptical, let 
them fry it on. 

The whole population of Auburn * go .to church, at the 
invitation of an immense clangor of bells, and in all the 
town no»n shop remains open on Sunday. The place 
boasts many fine houses of worship, belonging to various 
denominations, to say nothing of the service in the prison 
under the auspices of the State. St. Peter's, the elegant 
stone edifice of the Episcopal.church, is now being enlar­
ged and improved by adding to it length.. 

After passing Hie «Hv like n good christian, ns night 
came.on the rail-road injunction to rest being complied 
with, westartedin. better night-ears-than those wb'ich 
brought us from Rochester, and ran through to Albany 
without change by three/o'clock in the morning, Unit 
dreariest of nil the four-and-twenty-hours; so late that 
the most obstinate of watchers is asleep, and just too 
early fijr even the most ultra of ««ur!y birds or woims to 
be astir, preying or being preyed upon. Add to the drear­
iness of the hour that 'twas raining a sort o f heavy w e t -
not pouring heartily, nor merely sprinkling, but; dropping' 
noiselessly, fust enough to wet one's jacket thorougly 
through before he suspects it. 

But the unpleasant character of the morning only made 
welcome the bright coal-fires which .blazed in the grates 
at Uie Delevan, and the excellent early breakfast with 
which tbey coax apat i tes .made,already.aharp enough by 
a long ride; After the ceremony of eating is concluded 
we have an hour to look upon the sleeping city—not exact­
ly the kind of beauty one most fancies, though that same 
city of Albany hath,many beauties to see, sleeping or 
awake—and tlien, crossing the Hudson to_ Grecnbush, 
ride in ears comfortably'nnd slowly tiirough the drizzle 
to this city.

Finally we are under motion at full steam, nnd right 
jauntily we roll along,, the rain, falling, fast mean­
while, through the "drenched watering places Of Balston 
and Saratoga, which at this season and in such a dny 
present very few attractions to tempt one from a dry and 
easy seat' in the car's whence /hie can look wiUi pitying 
sympathy upon the soaked out-aiders. Viewing alternate­
ly ttie scenery of this rich country arid marking its suc­
