Tbese.Ogures show very clearly that a rapid, 
diversion .haajbeen going bn.< The trade of" 
the vast region, lying west of the Kocky Moun­
tains is increasing annually, .and not only that 
increase, bat the large diversion shown by the 
foregoing figures* must have been absorbed by 
the Pacific railroad. With almost any freight 
which will profitably sU&di&o cost of such 
long transportation time must be an essential 
object. Considering the present relative cost 
of water and rail carriage, and the risk and 
time involved, the advantage is already largely 
with the latter. It Only needs the competition 
of several roads, speedily to be constructed, to. 
reduce the cost to a point wbieh will settle the 
question forever in far or of the railroads. 

With the completion of. the Northern and 
Southern Pacific roads the commerce of the 
1'aciSc ocean will be practically localized, at 
least until the problem of a ship canal aeros. 
the Isthmus of Darjen is successfully solved* 
Undoubtedly a vast traffic will grow up be­
tween the various points on both sides of the 
Pacific and with the South Sea Islands; bat 
it seems assured that the bulk of the future 
commerce of easttfnr Asia, California and 
Oregon, with the interior of the UnitedStales, 
and with western Europe, must speedily find, 
its way across the continent by rail. Already 
the predictions which were made in behalf of 
the Central Pacific road have been realized, 
and yet the grand experiment has scarcely 
begun. Once the tide is fairly set in this di-

: refction, it wilt be impossible* to create facili­
ties as rapidly as they will: bo demanded by 

'-•' the growth of business- * The natural de­
velopment of the country to. be traversed by 
tho projected roads will, in time, absorb much 
of their capacity,- leaving a comparatively 
small margin for the through business.

The moment the several roads 
now projected shall be completed, the business

The Central, traversing as it does immense

the others, for the reason that i t will have less 
local traffic. The Northern will be a more at­
tractive and popular travel route, besides be­
ing more largely monopolized by the local 
traffic which it will create. The Southern 

' road will necessarily be instrumental in devel-
• oping the vast mineral resources of the south-
.; west, supplying the minerswitb the necessaries 
! of life and bringing away the product of their 
, labor. It is easy to predict the rcsulat itpon 
• our material future of the construction* of the 
taree great lines of railroad to the (Pacific. 
The Northern will develop a great agricultur­
al region, the Central a great grazing \ region, 
while the Southern will' open a land of joining. 
The civilization* of each will be characteristic, 
but at the same time each will be desirable, if 

;not essential, elements of a.perfect national 
development. A 

By means of all these routes the commerce 
of Asia, as well as that of our own j people 
upon the long line of Pacific coast, will find 
.its way across the continent. The vision of 
the future which these facts summon tip is a 
grand one, and there is, ' moreover! every" 
reason to believe that it will speeily be realized. 
The city of Buffalo is deeply interested in the 
development which is so near at hand. We 
occupy one of the most important points with re­
spect to tho future commerce of the Occident; 
both as regards rail and water communication. 
With proper effort upon our part, Buffalo will 

, become a great railroad centre. We already 
, have the New York Central and Erie termini, 

and by the completion of the Buffalo, New 
York and Philadelphia route we shall become 
practically a, terminus of the Pennsylvania 
Central. The legitimate business of these 
competing lines will be of great benefit to our 
city, but their influence, reaching out for the 
traffic of thei Pacifle roads, will be incalculably 
more Important to us. Combinations and 
alliances are being projected: by them on 
every side,'all bearing upon the problem or 
securing that trade. We are favorably located 
for all, and we have the additional advantage 
of being at tho end of a thousand miles of un­
interrupted I water navigation, which, for six 
months in the year, will be a' controlling 
advantage.' Our citizens do not seem t« be, 
as yet, fully alive to the importance, to them, 
of the adjustments which are being made all 
about them with reference to the trans-con ti. 
aental trade of the future. The critical 
necessity of the present teems to be to secure 
an alliance with the Pennsylvania Central 
railroad. This can best be done by the speedy 
completion of the road now building to 
Emporium; and in aid of that enterprise the 
best energies ol our citizens should now be 
turned, as tho most effective way of securing a 
liberal share of the future traffic of the
