'A gteat many insurance tonipanles were 
utterly ruined by theChtcagojjflre, and a great 
many more were seriously crlpplfed. Many of 
both classes'have since been struggling along, 
hoping to mend their lortunee or compromise 
with jtheir credltoc*. Among these were 
flfteed companies located in the city of New 
York, wbictr have been professing, since the 
great Are, that in due time they would be able 
to pay a portion of tho claims against them, ii 
not al l The entire liabilities* of these com­
panies'amounted to eleven millions, this most 
ofwbich was due to Chicago sufferers. Soon 
after the Hire they sent on ageiata to Chicago to 
buy up or settle the -claims of creditors,, and 
settlements were made at the rate of- from 
twenty to forty per .cent. It was represented 
by ihdagente that the oreditors wo'uld realize 
more promptly and largely by permitting the 
companies to voluntarily wind up their affairs 
than by iorcing them into bankruptcy. But, 
although a period of four months has elapsed 
slufce tho fl»e, and three months since the set­
tlement o f these claims, yet the Chicago-
creditors have-not received the money which 
they were led tcjexpect would be paid to them 
promptly. 

It seems thai these Chicago creditors have 
at last lost, patience, and i w e resolved to 
take steps te force the companies to do as they 
agreed. A meeting was recently heldat which 
a committee was appointed to commence legal 
proceedings. At tha£ meeting it whs stated 
that the companies were using the funds which 
should be handed over to the Chicago sufferers 
tor purposes of re-organization under new 
name«; and that, a,though they were doing 
very little business, f their expenses were 
on the same large scale as heretofore, and they 
were still under heavy rents anjtl paying ex­
cessive salaries to officials. As^ a means for 
preventing the waste of the remaining assets, 
estimated at $6,000,000, measures have been 
taken to force the companies into bankruptcy.
