>erestea in the church property, and endeavor to ap­
peal to the Supreme Court. Yesterday the opposing 
portion of the congregation were assembled about 
the ruins of the church, and considerable excitement 
prevailed among them. The priest's party contented 
that the building was fired by those favorable to the 
bishop, when they saw the determined stand taken 
In them on Wednesday ; while the others maintain 
that the fire was placed under the altar of the church 
at the time of the meeting. There were also some 
who loudly asserted that the grocer, who was of the' 
priest*s party, and the priest himself having recently 
nvKured the property, indicated something sus­
picious. Wc Himply give the rumors and mutual 
erimmaLon current on the ground this morning. 
Bach party contended that their opponents should 
not be paia the amount of their insurance, and it ap­
pears that the priest's intended to contract the 
bishop's right to the $7,000 for which the church 
property was insured. Recorder Seuzeneau is ac­
tively enjpgcd in investigating the cause of the fire.

TY .—A brutal murder was committed a day or two 
since near Jobstown, Burlington County, by a man 
aaaoed Biocy Stockton, upon an elderly man named 
RJdgway, who happened to be passing while Stock­
ton was beating his house-keeper in a violent man­
ner, and who quietly desired him to desist. Upon 
thi*, according to an account in the Philadelphia sun, 
the enraged man immediately assaulted Mr. Rtdg-
way, knocked him down with bis fist, jumped upon 
aim with his feet and beat hjoa in a most shocking 
manner. He then commenced beating the woman 
again, and in the meantime Mr. Ridgway had crawled 
into the road, where he supposed himself secure from 
further harm. But, no sooner had Stockton satisfied 
kis anger upon upon the woman, than he returned to 
Ibe assault upon Ridgway with increased vengeance, 
and seizing a stone or brickbat, he pounded his vic­
tim's head until his eyeballs literally protruded from 
their sockets'. The • wounded man, unable to help 
aimself, lay weltering in his own blood, until a friend 
happened to come along and conveyed him home, 
where he was properly cared for, but he was beyond 
all human aid, and on Wednesday morning ho died 
from his injuries. 

A warrant was issued .and Stockton was arrested 
and committed to the Mount Holly Jail, the prosecut­
ing Attorney, G. 8. Cannon, refusing bail: but yester­
day, as we learn from the Trenton papers, he w:is 
brought before Chief Justice Grcon who ordered him 
to be hberatcd on giving bail in $20,000 for him.seif, 
and two sureties each" in $10,000, and he was re­
manded until the bail is procured. It may be inferred 

.from this that the statements as to the unprovoked 
'nature of the outrage may be exaggerated.

The passage was now considered un­
safe, and had not been used for several days, when 
one evening, near twilight, a poor fugitive hard 
pressed by her pursuers, rushed down the bank of 
the Kentucky side, and plunged fearlessly into the 
tfark mass of ice and turbid water.

neck, leaving both her hands free to aid in the fear-
In) struggle. 

For a moment she paused, before her rolled the an­
