These, however, may bo merely idle rumors ; 
hut they serve to show the agitation of the public 
Hind and tho apprehensions of a hollow and un­
worthy peace as the resul t of all the life and 
treasure squandered on the war.

The other Powers havo also 
be-*n unscrupulous in former t i n e s , and they aro 
not, perhaps, over nice in many things even now; 
but their interests bind them in a sort of mutual 
order a t present , to pro tec t themselves against 
strong, lawless depredators, jus t as quondam pri­
vateers and corsairs, who have amassed a fortune, 
and eett led as quiet ci t izens of a respectable" 
town, pay for a police to protect their proper ty 
lrom thieves and robbers. Al l the world becomes 
respectable when rich, no mat te r by wh.'vt means. 
All things considered, then, the opinion that peaco 
IR likely to be soon again establ ished in Europe 
gaii.s ground daily, to the disappointment of many 
who would prefor tha t wa r should bo continued 
unti l Poland could be • re-established and the 
Sta tes of Eu rope reconstructed on a different basis. 

The only thing tha t reconci les some part ies 
to the present peace negotiation, is a sort 
of fear tha t " Bro ther .Tonathan'v was turn­
ing crusty , and might come to blows about 
some needless trifles, while John Bull was fighting 
for his heme and l iberty wi th the outside bar-
barian.'^ Some apprehension exists here that you 
are losing your good tempor in the new country, 
and magnilying trifles to got up a serious quarre l . 
The Engl ish publ ic aro al together disinclined to 
quarre l wi th their cousins in America, and are 
much inclined to pacify them by all reasonable 
means ; but there is a fear that reckless temper 
and a disposition to bully tho " o l d country" exists 
and is growing fast in. tho States. The English 
publ ic feels, in presence of the rising Arner icaa 
public, much as an old, s turdy gentleman of fifty, 
who has done a good deal in his day, might feel in 
the presence of a young, sturdy gent leman of six­
teen or eighteen, who has also done something, 
and fancies he could do a good deal more if he 
w e r e put to it. The old gentleman admires the 
spirited youngster, and is ra ther proud of him as a 
kinsmtin, bu t he does not relish the symptoms of 
inordinate f elf-confidence and seeming disrespect. 
H e is wil l ing to bo civil aud anxious to please the 
young man, but ho would not liko to havo his own 
nose pulled as an invitation to a tr ial of strongth.

mentioned to you the case of a black man who had 
bevn brought from Nassau, New-I'rovidencQ, to 
Barrtcoa in this Is land, by a Dr . Anderson, who 
hud died, bu t whose w i d o w had sold the black 
n u n , as though he hud been her slave. Mrs : An­
derson has also since died, but the identity of the 
black man, .and the truth of the tnlo ho tells is es-
tabliahed beyond the shadow of a doubt As yet, 
however, all the concession that can be obtained 
fiom Con. Concha is an order to the person to 
whom the blr.ok man was sent from Baracoa to be 
again sold, that he is not to sell him. Oea. Con­
cha, however, refuses te order the man to be set at 
l iberty, because forsooth so many years have 
elapsed since the man w«s first, sold into Slavory 
in this Is land! As though that c i rcumstance could 
justify the longer detention of the man, instead of 
being, as it is, an addit ional reason why he should 
be forthwith discharged. Tho unfortunate man 
has been deposited, by Gen. Concha's orders, with 
the man to whom he was sent to be sold, and meet­
ing the poor fellow yesterday in the streot, he ro-g tne p<>< 

eetfojly spectiui iy addressed me, asking whether I thought 
he could be beaten by the man in whose custody 
he bad been placed. As you may supposo, t told 
him " N o , " he could not be beaten by any man, 
that as a British .subject he was as much entit led to 
his freedom as 1 was, or any other whi te man in 
the wor ld. Thanking me for my comfortable as­
surance, the poor fellow wended his way to the 
office Of.the British Consul, by wbom, from what 
I know of his character , tho man will receive am­
ple care and protect ion. 

I am in receipt of intell igence of the recent disem­
barkat ion of another cargo of Africans ?tt Salinas, 
jus t within the Isle of P ines. I have not, however, 
received any part iculars as to their numbers, or, 
indeed, any other detai l beyond their having been 
landed, and the locality where it took place.

The following Ordinanee, designed to raise th<* 
money neceasiiry to purchase and lay out the great 
I'nrk. has bt^n prepared by the Controller:

' To TUX COMMON COCNCIC: Tim Controller has the 
5 onor to inform the Common Council that the Supreme 
Court ha.-» thui d i v confirmed tho Report of the Com­
missioners of Estimate and Assessment for the takiag 
of the lands known as " the Central Park. ' r 

The amount awarded to the owners of lands and for 
expenses, is a *um of S.>,16 ,̂3t>i> 90, of which the sum 
of $i.o5:,5;<0 itt payable by the owners of adjacent 
land*, who are assessed for benefit. By the act of 
1,-33, chapter 616 (Davie*' Laws, p. 1,153)1 payment of 
the awards must he made Dy the city imraediartely upon 
the confirmation of the report. 

For rhc payment of SO mueh of the awards a.* ex­
ceed the assessments, the corporation is authorized 
and directed to issue a public fund or stock at five per 
eect, payable at the end oi 4." years from the date of 
the aet." The assessmeot, although payable, may no; 
be.immediately received.at the public treasury; and 
for the payment of so much of the awards as are equal 
to the assessment*, the corporation is authorized by 
the r'Oth >vctlou of the act of 1813 (Davie*' Laws, p. 
o-Ki; to issue a public stock, at a rate of .interest not 
exceeding seven percent p^r annum. 

The Controller has the honor to submit an ordinance 
forJhepurpose of ea rn ing into-effect the directions 
of the statute and the" order of the Supreme Court. 
He propose* to js»ue n r> per cent stock for the sua* of 
$"2,*!.7,000, payable in forty-two years, for which the 
lands of the Park are pledged, aud a 6 per cent stock 
for the sum of $1,600,000, pavable in three years, to 
which the assessments, as they aro 'collected will be 
epplicd, and for whieh th«-y are specifically pledged. 
Those stocks, it.is confidently believed, are such aa for 
security have ran-ly been ofiered for the competition 
of capitalists, and should command a high premium in 
the market* 

Tho accompanviug ordinance has been drawn by 
Mr. Dillon, tho late Counsel to the Corporaiioa, aad m 
approved by the Controller, who, u fiow H Uo 

'oil, were read. One from'Bro. Bullock, the Installing 
Deputy, a«ked a direct vote of the brothers for Presi­
dent of the United .States, and that the result be sent 
to him under seal. Bro. Corson moved that the Coun­
cil comply, and at the same time vote for Vice-Presi­
dent.

THK SEARCH FOR THE PACIFIC. 

The United States steambrig Arctic, Commander 
Hartstein, was got ready for sea yesterday, aud sailed 
from the Navy Yard at r> p. lm in search of the United 
States mail steamer Pacific. Her crew consists of 

•twenty', seamen, and she has on board provisions 
enough'to feed one hundred -persons for. at least two 
months. The Secretary of the Navy has given Com­
mander Hartstein discretionary power about the cruise 
for the missing sU-tiinship. He intends to keep the 
track of vessels bound westward, in the hope of ob-
taining some tidings of the Pacific from them. He has 
also provided his steamer with extra rigging, in case he. 
should fall in witir vessels in distress. 

, ACCIDENT TO A STBAMKK. / 

The steamer Westernport, laying ice-bound to the 
westward of Hart Island, was cut through the bows 
by the ice, and partially sunk, on Saturday afternoon. 
All the cargo will be saved," a great , portion having 
been already discharged in go<xi order, and stored in 
City Island. Men ore at work cutting the ice in order 
to haul her into shoal water, when the leak can be 
easily stopped and the vessel pumped out. She lays 
perfectly safe from any further accident. 

CITY ITEMS. 
THK THAW.—Yesterday the progress made, in the 

liquefaction of the mass of snow and ice in which we 
have been six weeks buried was very satisfactory, as 
it was just moderate-'enough to allow parties interested 
in turning numerous little rills into larger channels by 
artificial "side-cuts," to assist nature and save an in­
undation of 'their premises. The Chicago papers are 
chronicling, as worthy of note, that some hundreds of 
passengers were stuck in a snow-drift for thirty-eight 
hours within seven miles of that city. What is that 
to the wny " wc fXicpe.ople*' of New-York have been 
stuck for thirty-eight? days 1 Wc havo been " snowed 
under," "froze up," " out of wood," " stuck fast," 
" buried in a drift," " pumps burstod," and have suf­
fered under every other term usually applied to rail­
road trains until we have got used to it.; but 
as for.being contented, or merry in misfortune, that 
is beyond human probability,. or equine po-wbility. 
We have l ad six weeks of sorrow—hox-'.c sorrow— 
during the snowy term, and now we,expect an indefi­
nite number of weeks that may be properly defined 
as the " mud and water term." The snow has been 
in use- so long that it has ^rown gray with age. In 
tome places it has a sort of moldy appearance—black 
moid—and altogether it is a compound of snow and 

' diit, ice and mud, manure and water, coal ashes and 
kitchen garbage; all of which, yesterday.was uuder-
goit g a slow liquefaction, under the Influence Of a 
south-east wind, and cloudy sky, that promises a 
atatc of things, should we have three or four days of 
Slich weather, that will appal the stoutest—boots. 
Many of the streets that have; been all but impassable, 

i will be all but passable. And withal, it seems that 
we have m> help for this state . of things. I t is not 
perhaps gem rally known out of the city, that we have 
a "St reet Commissioner/' whose duty it is to^keep 
the . highways in repair. But we have such an 
officer, who possesses all the concentrated .power 
of all the "path-masters-'' or " road .supervisors." 
"Then why don't he clear the streets, ?" is the simple 
question, that will be asked by the country reader. 
There are two reasons. This functionary is a hiber­
nating animal; he never works in Winter; and besido 
that, by "str ict construction," it is settled that the 
streets are not out of order—do not need repairs—in 
consequence of a fall of snow. Ho decides that the 
work docs hot belong to bis department; the snow is 
a nuisance;. somebody has obstructed the. streets; the 
duty of abating nuisances and removing obstructions 
belongs to the Mayor and Police. The Police-reply 
that they have notified the ocenponts of all houses te 
r< move the stow, and there their duty ends; they are 
not a pick-nxe and spade^usingdepartment. Tho Mayor 
replies that he cr.nnot expend a dollar of the people's 
money,, and asks the Common Council te 
take the matter in hand. They take time to 
consider, and in the mean time the south wind blows. 

All other, human efforts having failed, all the 
other departments of the "Ci ty Government" having. 
refused to assume the responsibility of employing 

•men to perform a few days of labor indispensable 
to the saU'ation of much property and-to the comfort 
of these who must wade the streets, the Alma House 
Department have come to our, aid. That is, we 
presume that- to. ;be the fact, because we noticed 
yesterday in various parte of the City squads of | 

'superannuated men who wore the indelible mark 
of. being beneficiaries of the "Ten Governors" who 
govt m all prison and pauperdom in and about Gotham. 
These old p< nsioners-were furnished with picks, spades, 
and hoes, upon which they leaned their weary bodies, 
while an occasional working bee among them dug 
canals through the ico at the cross-walks, whi-'h, we 
understand,will be furnished with ferryrboats, as soon as 
the Board of Aldermen make the necessary appropria­
tion. In the mean time, we are told that the Life and 
Marine Insurance Companies are about sending oat an 
expedition furnished with life-boats, submarine armor, 
and steam-pumps. This life and property-saving com­
pany would have started out yesterday, but for "tho 
difficulty of navigating the streets, as no craft known 
to sailors or'landsmen seems exactlj-suited to the oc- j 
ca.-ion. This delay is unfortunate, since we heard of 
several shipwrecks in Broadway during the' day, but j 
cannot learn that any lives were lost. We under­
stand that the passengers were rescued, by throwing j 
lines to them from soeond-story windows. 0 :J« \"X l'f j 
was saved by her hoops, which extended her silk I 
skirt to such an enormous width .that she was ap- ! 
parently buoyed up until she floated aahore aud i 
drifted into the St. Nicholas Hotel, landing half way ' 
up the stairs. I t could not be said to" be " a narrow i 
escape," since the skirt was' four yards wide. If the \ 
thaw continues to-day we snail look for many very 
stirring event3. 

In the Board of Aldermen last evening a remon­
strance was received from several persons against the 
proposition to extend Albany street .through Trinity 
churchyard, which was again referred to a Special 
Committee. A communication wus received from the 
Commissioner, of Repairs and Supplies, protesting 
agsinst the appointment of Alexander Ward as Super­
intendent of Road£. Mr. John. H . Chambers, late 
Deputy Clerk of Common Council, was unanimously 
confirmed as Clerk in the office of. the Corporation 
Attorney. Henry Arcularious, who figured so conspic­
uously as Commissioner of Streets and Lamps, a short 
time since, was confirmed as Clerk to the Superinlend-
eoi of Pavements. A communication was received 

frona Mr. Hart, Receiver »f Taxes, c*»anrin^ the Mayor 
with groe* falsehoods in relation to the Tax-Depart­
ment, in hi* late-Annual Message?, and asking an inTeH-
tigation. The President decided the commani'-ation 
out of order, it being couched in disrespectful languago, 
and he was sustained by the Board. The Committee 
on Mr. Seagrist's claims to Aid. Drake's seat, reported 
in favor of the latter. The report was ordered to l>c 
printed. 

In the Board of Councilraen last evening n*i effort 
wart made to appropriate $7,".000 to remove the snow 
and ice from the streets where necessary. Tho »ub-
]rct wna laid over in Committee of the Whob% T!i^ 
subjects of the Central Park, giving aid to the em­
ployees of the Male Departmeut of the Institution for 
the Blind, and the celebration of the 22'd, also came 
up. The reports of the majority and minority of the 
Special Committee, appointed t« take into considera­
tion the subject of the luuendment oi the City Charter 
were received and ordered to lie on the table and be 
printed.

An adjourned meeting will be held at the Astor House 
on Thursday evening. .

SCHOOL EXAMINATION.—The Examination of tho 
Public Schools,was continued yesterday with No, -to,. 
ii) Twentieth street, between First and Second avenues. 
About six hundred bins were examined. In the morn­
ing, Mr. Seton went through the Primary School, which 
he found to be in fin.i order under the care of Misfl 
Charlotte C. May, Principal, and Misses EH/.tbeth A. 
Wilkinson, Martha McEariand, Rebecca Slater, Debo­
rah'A. Biseo, Mary E. Carroll, Eliza C. Cronin, Anna 
Hollister, and Anna Spencer. 

The Examination of the Grammar School, which ix 
under the care of Mr. D. B. Scott, and is considered 
to be one of the bvst in the city, was not commenced 
until afternoon. Upon the walls of the assembly.room 
in which the Examination was conducted, were hung 
some very creditable specimens of Drawing and Pen­
manship. Thia method of Examination in muss is 
much better suited than a Closs-rodm Examination to 
make a pleasing impression upon an audience, although 
the latter may allow of a more critical questioning. 
The custom of assembling the pupils of a School is a 
very good one; it gives . the School.'a unity and an 
erprit du rorpu which ean hardly be over-estimated. 
Much interest was manifested in this School by the 
residents of the Ward, every available standing-place 
being occupied by the friends of the scholars. The 
boys .were examined in classes, Declamations and Reci­
tation of Compositions serving as interludes. The 
churactcr of the School was. well sustained, although 
some. Classes who answered the questions of their 
Teachers very glibly, failed when asked random ques­
tions. The examinations in History utid Algebra were 
very satisfactory, and some of the reading was excel­
lent. Several of the' Compositions evinced consider­
able humor. The Enidn had to be saved for the thou­
sandth time in one of the Declamation-. After the 
examination, speeches were made by the Superin­
tendent and some of the Ward OfficeM, and the School 
did not separate until four hours after it convened. 
Distyictiotir for merit were conferred on thirty-«even 
of the pupils. 

The teachers'of the Grammar-School are David B. 
Scott, Edward S. Worth, Lucien B. Carey, George H. 
Albro. H. Q. Fuller, Thomas B. Sanders, Henry 
Litchfield, and M'Lwie* Jane M. Greocen, Philindea 
Woodruff, Elizabeth Caplin, Sarah A. Bodine, and 
Anna E. Mosca. Thi3 school is composed entirely of 
.boys. The girls who formerly attended it vr«r>; all 
transferred on the 1st. of September to the elegant 
buildinjr. No. 50, on the same, street. 

The new edifice is entirely devoted to girls, and 
contains a primary and a'grammar-achooi department. 
I t 'has been spoken of as a sort of Free Academy for 
girh-; it is simply a giris' department of a Ward-
School, and it l< a model schOoL The primary depart­
ment, under the excellent management of Miss Purdy, 
and the grammar school, with the accomplished and 
graceful Mrs. Pollock at its head, may be compared 
we think with any school of the kind in the world. 
There is an interest, a vivacity, a spontaneity and a 
grace of carriage and deportment pervading every de­
partment whieh is almost as rare as it is desirable. 
The smallest scholars read with a naturalness which 
showed that they understood and entered into the 
spirrf of what they were . reading heartily and thor­
oughly: The singing was better than any we have
