Araon« a people so superstkiously regardful oi 
the motal reniaius of their ancestors, whoso 
tonibs have outlived all their mansions of royal­
ty, and even temples of religion, and whoso 
mummified corpses stfU attract tho curious In 
museums of antiquities; among such a people 
this post mortem ordeal exercised more influence 
over the minds of Judges, Priests and Kiugs, 
than any tribunal that dealt only with the in-
dividualt'n propria persona. This practice 
was the foundation of tho belief afterwards in­
corporated with tho Greek and Roman mythol­
ogies of the voyages which departo.nipirit.s are 
compelled to make across the river Styx, forriod 
over by Charon, who must be propitiated by a 
fee before howill consont to dip au oar. 

In our day tho custom of tho peoplo who in­
habit tho land of the'Pharaohs and Ptolemies, of 
pyramids, and reptile and vegetable deities, is 
reversed. Living, tho most unsparing criticism 
not always limited by truth or a design to sub-
aerve the ends of public justice, is lavished on 
pnbKc men: hut ohco removed front the stage 
where all men and women are ineroly players, 
virtues blossom over their remains, which wore 
never perceptible in their lives. Read the 'cur-
resV-eomments upon our public men and public 
bodies, and you will bo led to regard them as 
kriavos and demagogues, who are. hurrying tho 
country on to irretrievable ruin; but look into 
the cemeteries, or obituary columns of ihe press 
ahcijyou find nothing but records of lieroes and 
saints, until one is led to wonder where all the 
rascals are buried. As all yonng ladies are mod­
els of goodness, and beauty, and amiability, it 
hasoiten puzzled ill-matched Benedicts where 
all the shrewish and ill-tempered old women 
come from ; in like manner, it is a subject of cu­
rious inquiry where all tho paragons of virtue 
who daily loavo sorrowing communities "to 
mourn their loss," hide their lights under a bu­
shel,, while society is favored with their presence. 

.The Common Council of this city for tho year 
1855, held its last meeting last night to finish up 
the business of tho,session, and leave tho coast 
clear for their successors. Wo do uot propose to 
institute an inquest on the remains of the de­
ceased, body, nor to pen a eulogistic epitaph in 
modern fashion, The actions of the Board are 
now part of our City's history. Yet the expir­
ed Board deserves credit for many things which 
are "worthy of recommendation. Few Boards 

. have been less disgraced by scenes of personal 
» recrimination or individual abuse between tho 

members ; ' the courtesies of official intercourse 
and the amenities of debate have boon uniformly 
preserved ; and dignity and propriety . have 
characterised the manner in which its business 
was conducted, whatever may have been the 
tendency or character of the legislation so ef 
fected. 

Tho attendance in tho Board was always punc-
tnaFamrfullTaTrdTliobusiness of the Committees 
in most instances was diligently attended to.-
The close of the Board was marked by good 
feeling and the reciprocal parting complements 
between the President and tho Board evinced 
good taste and propriety. Indeed the best char­
acteristics of tho Board seemed called out by 
the closing ceremonies, and, like tho dying dol­
phin its dissolution was clothed in the brightest 
colors. Tho close of its-oiliciai day waft invested \ 
with the rosiest twilight tints, as if the Council 
like the luminary of day, gathered its brightest 
colors 'around it as it descended from public 
view. A vote id thanks to, tho President was 
presented by Alderman Pell, who will worthily 
succeed the gentleman ho complimented. Aid 
Fowler addressed the President in a very "neat 
speech, arid That gentleman responded in a feel-

, ing and appropriate manner. 

• Aid. Fowler addrwsed tho President as fo l lows: 
Tho motion for adjournment has been mado. and 1 
presume from our business being nearly exhausted 
that the act of adjournment will shortly follow, and 
I ask tho indulgence of tho Common Council tor ft 
fow moment*, to express s few words at partiug with 
the President.

Tho Oompli-
mentary resolution which you havo thought it pro­
per to ; pass this evening is an exhibition on your 
part'that such an impression of my conduct has not 
been verified by experience; As you have thought 
it proper to return mo your thanks, permit mo to 
return you my thank's for ^he gonorous confidence 
vou havo reposecnu mo through tho wholo. of our 
joint labor. It .has happened that I havo fre­
quently and with pain been compelled to differ in 
my decisions from my best and warm est friends, and 
they havo ttiftugftUtproper in tho eSroreise of aright 
which I never questioned, to appeal from, iny deci­
sions, but I am proud to. say\tliat on every ap­
peal that has boon taken J . hairo been sustained 
by a largo and overwhelming majority,-, arid that 
majority not composed of political "mends or 
lolitical foes, exclusively, but of both parties that 
might be supposed to exist in this Board. . 

And now as regards my own determination when 
J took this.aoat, it was to endeavor to find out whRt 
was right and act accordingly without regard to 
personal feelings, or fear, favor or affection towards 
any member here. A disposition that I knew must 
prevail in all my acta, a disposition that I was tho 
more disposed to carry out, bocauso It was acting on 
that golden rulo to do uuto othors as I would wish 
them to do to me under the same circumstauces. J 
may t<-,ko occasion to say moroover that tho resolu­
tion in reference to your Clerk and. his Assistants, 

has noon well merited. M'o-have transacted a large 
amount of business without expending as much 
time in its transaction as has usually boon tho case, 
and I may say that this largo amount of buHinoss has 
been transacted through tlio promptness aud effi­
ciency with which tho Clork has discharged his du­
ties, louring the sitting of tho Board we havo not 
been delayed ; our .mintJtos havo been kept corre'et-
ly, and very littlo timo was over spent in correction 
of them, and wo wero enabled to go on i u tho j i i s : 
charge of business with regularity and promptness. 

Tho thanks of tho Board were also dne to tho 
Chief of Police for detailing part of iho force at his 
command to preserve order among tho auditory, and 
to prevout members from being encouraged or do-
tered in tho transaction of business which should bo 
conducted cooly and deliberately. 

Now, gentlemen,.as wo are about to part, proba­
bly never to meet again iu an offieial capaoity all to­
gether permit.me to express my best wishes that 
that friendship which has b.eguui and continued be­
tween us in this Board, may continue through life. 
1 have seen not only manifested towards rne in a 
public manner your confidonco, b*ut J havo experi­
enced most touehingly your friondly feeling on an 
occasion when it was entirely unexpected, aud when 
I was called by a domostic beroavemont to remain 
absont from your moo ing one evening, and on that 
occasion, rather unexpected and unusual in a doliV> 
crative Body, you thought proper to manifest your 
feelings of respect by declining to transact auy bus­
iness until I should bo again with you. That act

A resolut ion was passed by the Common 
Couucil last n ight to divide the S7C-1 appropri­
ated by .tho State between tho two Dispensaries 
of the. Western Distr ict in proportion to the 
amount of their expenses. It led to a long dis­
cussion; Aid. Capwell contended that the money 
should be div ided equal ly between tho two in­
sti tut ions—the i lomoepathio and Allopathic—or 
at least in proportion to thoir oxpensos over and 
al>ove their income from other than private 
sources. Aid! Bennet t declared that tho total 
expenses of tho Honic&pathic Dispensary did not 
exceed $200, and the half of the appropriation 
would be more than all thoy expended. Aid. 
Fowler took a similar v iew of the case, and 
stated that this appropriation would exceed 
their expenses, which did not exceed $376 at 
most, and thus it would be convovted into a 
speculation under tho guise of charity and bo. 
nevolence. 

Tho expenses of the Allopathic establish­

ment, it was said, exceed »1600 per annum ; but 

on the other hand it was argued that it received 

money from the Sinte, which the other did not. 

It was also sngcostcd tha t tho number of pa­

tients treated in each establ ishment relatively, 

would be a proper basis for the distribution.— 

The Board, however, adopted tho resolution to 

divide, the money according to tho relative ex­

penses of the dispensaries.

We are permitted to publish the following in­

teresting oxtraot from a private letter received 

by a gentleman. In this ci ty, describing some of 

the romantic and historical scenery through 

which th<j traveller has passed. . We are promis­

ed a continuation of the traveller's impressions 

of other portions of Europe which the'reader 

will be anx ious, to read after perusing follow­

i n g : 
At Brussols I paid a visit to a Laco houso, whero in 

the workroom on the- ground floor I saw the . te­
dious process of its manufactory.

In tho evening-1 lpnTfbr Cologne whore I arrived 
at daybreak. My first walk was of courso to"* .the 
Cathedral, towards tho.completion of which so much 
has*.-boon accomplished of late years.

I saw tho crowned skulls of the three 
msgi through tho glazed end of their gold and jewel­
led joint slfriuoa in the chapel behiudtho great altar,' 
and" tho famous 'Dombild' in an adjoining chapel, 
the adoration of the magi aud other paintings on the 
two lids, ascriboH to Albert Durer.
