Q. About a year ago 
bought some Alabama Power 
9 per cent bonds, paying 
$1,060. This year my bonds 
were called in at $1,000 and I 
lost $60 each. 

A. Your bonds, evidently, 
were selected by lot for re­
demption under the issue's 
sinking fund provisions. In­
dentures under which bonds 
are issued by a corporation 
provide for the gradual re-
tirement of the bonds 
through an annual sinking 
fund, at the rate —for exam­
ple — of 1 per cent of the is­
sue a year. Your numbers 
came up and your bonds were 
paid off at par. You now have 
a $60 loss per bond which can 
Be used as an income tax de­
duction. 

I have tried time and again 
here to warn small, nonpro­
fessional investors that pay­
ing a premium for a bond 
just because it carries a juicy 
9 per cent of 8% per cent 
coupon involves a problem. 
Reasons: (as you ifow realize) 
if your bond is chosen for 
sinking fund redemption you 
will generally get around par. 
Second, when the noncallable 
period runs out — usually 5 
or 10 years after original sale 
of the bonds to the puTJlic -r-
an entire issue may be re­
deemed at a price below the 
premium price you paid. 

When you paid 106 for the 
bond you were doubtlessly at­
tracted by the generous 8% 
per cent current yield, ($90 
divided by $1,060) at a time 
most issues were coming out 
at a rate of, say 7% per cent. 
But, as is true of many "bar­
gains," there was a 4 slight 
"catch" in the deal — a 
"catch" which all profession­
al bond buyers understand 
full well; and that is that the 
bonds were subject to sinking 
fund redemption at 100. 

When a professional 
bought the bond he did so in 
full knowledge that he might 
get paid off at par, but was 
willing to take that risk be­
cause of the higher yield. 

While it is true that you, 
too, were partly compensated 
for your risk by the higher-
than-going-rate yield, you 
were totally juprepared for 
the shock* 

And so, to repeat: Whenev­
er you pay more than 100 for 
a bond because of the high 
coupon rate it offers (as this 
is written the going rate is 
about 7% per cent for top-
quality bonds; be sure you 
first learn what price you will 
get if the corporation re­
deems your bond for sinking 
fund purposes or the entire 
issue for total refunding. 

Q. Where can I find a 
quote on a generous-yielding, 
tax-exempt "industrial" 
bond? I paid 111, but have 
been told recently that it is 
around 96 because there is 
some talk of the lessee not 
meeting his obligations. How 
does that affect the bond? 

A. An "industrial" tax-ex­
empt is a bond issued by a 
city or town to raise monejMfint^rjriging signs that the

NEW YORK —Almost all 
of the nation's largest banks 
joined Tuesday in increasing 
their prime lending rates to 
5% per cent from 5V4 per 
cent. This completed, for all 
practical purposes the most

The only bank among the 

10 largest in the nation that 
did not announce an increase 
was the Morgan Guaranty 
Trust Company of New York, 
which in recent months has 
regularly lagged behind its 
competitors in increasing its 
lending charges. 

The Bank of America, San 
Francisco, which on Monday 
had said -that the previous 
5 ^ per cent rate was "still 
appropriate," moved to 5% 
early Tuesday. In a statement, 
the nation's largest bank said 
that a "further firming in 
credit demands and in the up­
ward trend of short-term 
money market rate levels" 
had made it "necessary" for 
the bank to raise its prime 
lending rate.

NEW YORK — The con­
struction industry hit a new 
high in August, according to 
the monthly report of the F. 
W. Dodge division of the 
McGraw-Hill information sys­
tems company.
