South began drawing trump 

By cashing the ace and king 
of spades. When West dis­
carded a club on the second 
round, declarer found himself 

confronted with a serious ob­
stacle. It had been his inten­
sion, if the spades had divided 
evenly, to cash the ace_of_ _ 
clubs, and then use North's 
ten of spade* as an entry to 
run the club suit and discard 
his losing diamonds. 

With the queen of spades 
still outstanding in East's 
hand, however, declarer was 
obliged to alter his plan. He 
cashed the ace of clubs and 
the ace of diamonds, and then 
led a small diamond in the 
hope that the queen would 
prove to be an entry. East 
turned up with the king, how­
ever, and he proceeded to 
cash the jack of diamonds 
and the queen of spades to' 
administer a one trick set­
back. 

A simple precaution would 
have protected "South against 
virtually any development ex­
cept a four-zero division in 
trumps. All he has to do is to 
discard a diamond from dum­
my on the second round of 
hearts. This w i l l protect" 
North's trump holding from 
any further assault for, if the 
opposition persists with an­
other heart, South can ruff 
in his own hand, cash the ace 
of clubs and the ace, king of 
spades and then give:East 
his trump trick. North's ten of 
spades provides a late entry 
to run the remaining clubs. 
South's tricks consist of four 
spades, one diamond,'and five 
clubs.
