Miss W. P.: Your first edition 
of Thomas A. Janvier's "In Old 
New York" (New York, 1894) is 
mildly scarce. A fine copy in 
the original dust jacket should 
be worth around $10. 

B. T.: Your first edition of F 
Scott Fitzgerald's "Taps at Re­
veille" (New York, 1935) is 
scarce in fine condition and re­
tails at around $35 if in the 
original dust jacket. 

Mrs. B. S. G.: Your first edi­
tion of Robinson Jeffers' "Cali-
fornians" (New York, 1916) is a 
scarce book and retails in the 
$25 to $45 range if in fine con­
dition.

FOUR SHADES OF ANEMIA

lieve I invented the name, 
the gray sickness, for what 
physicians call hypochromic 
anemia, nutritional deficien­
cy anemia or iron, deficiency 
anemia many years ago. • 

This common type of 
anemia occurs chiefly in 
Women in the fourth decade. 
At 35 or 40 a woman should 
be at her best, at the peak 
of perfection. 

In days gone by, a type of 
anemia called chlorosis" was 
fairly common in teen-age 
girls. Chlorosis, otherwise 
called "the green sickness," 
was characterized' by a pe­
culiar greenish pallor. In 
many cases the physician 
could recognize it at a glance, 
because of the greenish 
pallor. Examination ^of the 
blood showed only moderate 
dimunition in the number of 
red corpuscles but a great 
dimunition in the hemoglobin 
(iron coloring matter). 

Of the essential cause of 
the disease (chlorosis), we 
know nothing, said Dr. Osier. 
Notwithstanding this frank 
acknowledgment, " Osier as­
serted that "the treatment of 
chlorosis affords one of the 
most brilliant instances of the 
specific action of a rcmedy-

Iron cures chlorosis 

with this type of anemia, I 
call it the gray sickness. It 
occurs, not in teen-age girls, 
but generally in women in 
the fourth decade. 

The gray sickness is caused, 
not by iron deficiency alone, 
but by insufficient daily in­
take of iron and other essen 
tials of good nutrition, par­
ticularly vitamin B complex. 
Therefore the remedy must 
be not just iron but also an" 
adequate daily ration of the 
B vitamins.

A third type of anemia is 
called secondary anemia. It is 
the consequence of bleeding, 
frequent slight bleeding, as 
from internal hemorrhoids; 
or occasional or. periodic ex­
cessive bleeding, as in mon­
orrhagia; or occult bleeding, 
from peptic ulcer. The color 
of secondary anemia is white. 

Pernicious anemia, cause 
of which I do not know, is 
characterized by a greater 
proportionate dimunition in 
the number of red corpuscles 
than in the quantity of hemo­
globin. The skin or com­
plexion of pernicious anemia 
is waxy lemon yellow.

Is so rare today that 
some physicians have never 
seen a case. 

A similar type of anemia-
number of red corpuscles 
only moderately diminished 
but amount of hemoglobin 
(coloring matter) dispropor­
tionately diminished —seems 
to have taken the place of 
chlorosis.

Mungo Park 
Mungo Park, one of the first and one of the great­

est and most successful explorers of the interior of 
Africa, was born in Scotland in 1771. His family were 
farmers, but not ordinary ones. Through diligence 
mainly, and also because they had developed a broad­
ness of interest, the family branched out and pro­
duced several eminent men. 

Besides Mungo Park there was his brother-in-law, 
a gardener, who became a well-known teacher and 
botanist and who inspired Park to take an interest in 
scientific things. His sister's husband also introduced 
him to Sir Joseph Banks, a scientist who busily pro­
moted European concern withvAfrican exploration. 

Sir Joseph recommended to the Africa Associaton 
that Park be placed in charge of a proposed expedi­
tion to discover Timbuktu and to explore the Niger 
river, places where n6 white man had ever been 
known to go. 

In 1795 Park sailed* from England for the Gambia 
river on the great western bulge of Africa. He landed 
at the mouth of the river where he stayed for almost 
six months in order to learn some of the. native lan­
guage. Just before Christmas he sej out for the mys­
terious interior. 

One of the hazards to European exploration of 
Africa was the Arabs, who controlled all the trade 
with the natives and who resented intruders. They 
had killed earlier explorers, one of them as recently 
as three years before Park arrived. The Arabs cap­
tured Parfc, but he made friends with their sheik's 
favorite wife and she helped him to get away. 

In his flight he came upon the great Niger river, 
one of the world's great streams and the most import­
ant discovery so far made by Europeans in Africa. 

Park plodded on toward one of the most famous 
cities of the world, Timbuktu (mostly famous because 
nobody had ever been there), but when only 12 days 
from his goal he had to turn back because the inces­
sant rains made further travel impossible except by 
boat, and he had none. 

On his way back to the coast he fell in with na­
tives who never before had seen a white man. They 
treated him so reverently and gave him so many val­
uable gifts in exchange for good luck spells he ami­
ably cast for them that Park became quite well-off. 

He returned for another attempt to reach Tim­
buktu In 1804, but after a terrible trip in which most 
of his men died of disease or were killed in running 
battles with Arab slave traders and natives, he and 
his remaining seven men were believed to be drowned 
In the rapids of the Niger river in the fall of 1805. 

It is also thought that before he died Park had 
sailed down the river past Timbuktu.
