South American Arms Race 
Scramble Gobbles Up U.S. Aid

LIMA, Peru—No one wants 
to admit it, but much of 
South Amer­
ica is. caught 
up in an au­
thentic, old-
fashioned arms 
race. 

F rom Ven-
e z u e 1 a on 
south, govern­
m e n t s are 
scrambling to buy the newest 
symbol of military prestige in 
this part of the world: The 
jet fighter plane. j 

That any of the countries 
involved really needs this so­
phisticated weapon is at best 
questionable. But national 
pride is at stake and in at 
least two instances the jets 
are already in the air. More 
are sure to come. 

M i l i t a r y considerations 
aside, the wisdom of these 
purchases has been ques­
tioned in the major capitals 
of Latin America, and echoes 
have been heard from as far 
away as Washington. 
—In-Mexico-City, Rio De Ja­
neiro, Buenos Aires and else­
where editorials in the Daily 
Press have denounced the jet 
acquisitions and suggested 
the millions of dollars in­
volved could be put to better 
use. 

Nowhere in Latin America, 
the critics argue, are military 
aircraft as badly needed as 
are schools, roads, housing, 
dietary improvements. 

In Washington, Sen. Rob­
ert F. Kennedy, D., N.Y., pro­
posed congress deny further 
aid to any Latin American 
nation that Insists on putting 
^n—unjustified-slice—of—its 
budget into arms. 

Where and how the race 
will end, no one knows, but 
the beginning is traced to 
June, 1965. At that time the 
Argentine government con­
tracted to. buy 50 A-4B Sky-
hawk fighters from the Unit­
ed States at a cost of $250,-
000 each. 

Chile, according to sources 
in Santiago, was then offered 
the same plane at the same 
price. Chile was not interest­
ed. 

Before the 50 Skyhawks 
could be delivered, however, 
the war in Viet Nam was 
stepped up and additional 
Skyhawks were needed there. 
More than a* year passed be­
fore Washington agreed to 
release half the 50 planes Ar-
genti^ had ordered. 

Th *.irst Skyhawk was de­
livered late last October, and 
Chile, possibly thinking of its 
long-standing frontier dis­
pute with Argentina and 
probably wary of a new mil­
itary government in Buenos 
Aires, let Washington know 
that it was now interested in 
buying the Skyhawk. 

Sorry, Washington replied. 
No more Skyhawks were 
available. Instead, Chile was 
offered the F-86. an older 
plane that is described as 
somewhat slower but equal 
in many, performance aspects 
to the A-4B. 

Chile declined and turned 
to Britain, where 21 Hawker 
Hunters were purchased at a 
reported cost of $17,000,000. 
The Hawker Hunter is the 
fastest plane of the three but 
all have a maximum speed of 
less than the speed of sound. 

The reaction was almost 
spontaneous. Here in Lima, 
the morning El Comercio de­
manded editoriallv that Peru 
raise its air force'to equality 
with Chile's. There were re­
ports—denied both here and 
in London—that Peruvian of­
ficials had opened negotia­
tions with the British Air­
craft Corporation for the pur­
chase of 16 Supersonic Light­
nings at a cost of about $1,-
000.000 each. t 

Meanwhile. Venezuela was 
said to be looking at the Saab 
Draken.. a high-performance 
Swedish fighter which oper-! 
atcs at twice the speed ofi 
sound. And from Paris camel 
reports that more than one I 

Latin American defense min­
ister had shown interest in 
the French Mirage Three, 
with performance character­
istics similar to those of the 
Draken. 

As the furor mounted, Bra­
zil took delivery of 50 U.S.-
built M-41 tanks. They had 
been ordered long before but 
the news of their arrival add­
ed fuel to the controversy. 

The government of Ecua­
dor called on Washington to 
do all it could to avoid touch­
ing off a "catastrophic arms 
race" throughout L a t i n 
America. Rene Barrientos, 
the president of Bolivia, said 
his government could take no 
comfort from its neighbors' 
purchases of high-perform­
ance aircraft and other mod­
ern weapons. 

The fighting in Viet Nam 
cannot be expected to frus­
trate the demand for modern 

weapons. If the Latins are 
unable to get U.S. Jets, they 
will turn to Europe—as some 
already have. 

Still, Washington may yet 
succeed in slowing down the 
race. When Venezuela's de­
fense minister paid a call on 
the Pentagon earlier this 
month he was said to,have 
been told that if Venezuela 
would forget about the Swed­
ish Draken the United States 
might provide an adequate 
substitute by 1970. 

The substitute, according 
to reports from Caracas, 
would be the Northrop F-5, a 
high-speed fighter that might 
also be made available to 
other L a t i n governments, 
providing they be patient. 

Latin -Americans are not 
notably patient, though, and 
1970 is a long way off, par­
ticularly since Argentina and 
Chile already have their jets.
