beaten. 

Banks had the support of 
Paul Hall, president of the 
parent S.I.U. as well as help 
from U.S. longshoremen and 
teamsters. 

Justice T. G. Norris, after 
a one-man Inquiry for the 
Canadian governmen*. rec­
ommended trusteeship for the 
unions and said Banks should 
be fired. The trustees re­
moved -Banks-in March 1964.

But ,in Portland, Ore., a 
leader of a ho'usewives organ­
ization planning to picket 170 
stores says it would be fine 
to eliminate some of those 
services. 

Elsewhere, there was scat­
tered evidence that-the bur­
geoning housewife revolt 
against .high prices was inch­
ing ahead. 

Clarence G. Adamy, presi­
dent of the National Associa­
tion of Food Chains, said yes­
terday in Washington he sees 
nd chance that housewife 
boy-cotts will bring lower 
food prices. 

Prices could only be cut 
substantially, he said, "by 
shortening hours . . . taking 
out bag boys, eliminating 
check cashing — you could 
go down a considerable 
amount, maybe six, seven, 
eight or nine per cent." 

Mrs. Verl Jensen, secretary 
of Portland Women for Low­
er Prices, said stores could 
cut prices ten per cent by 
remaining open fewer hours, 
closing on Sundays and cut­
ting out games, stamps and 
special promotions. 

Safeway Stores in Arizona 
announced they would drop 
"Bonus Bingo" because of 
housewives' pressure. 

Henry'J. Frank, Safeway's 
state manager for 39 stores, 
said the decision could affect 
prices, but he didn't say how 
much.
