$5 Million Loss in 
TV Warehouse Fire 

SYRACUSE, N.Y. (AP) - A 
fast-moving fire swept through 
a section of a warehouse filled 
with television sets Wednesday 
night, and fire officials said the 
loss could reach $5 million. 

State Police said the fire was 
caused by a short circuit in an 
electrical conduit in one of three 
sections of the D.H. Overmyer 
Co. warehouse in the suburban 
town of DeWitt. 

There were no serious injur­
ies reported in the fire at the 
one - story, concrete block and 
steel building. 

Firemen said, however, they 
were hampered by a lack of wa­
ter in fighting the flames when 
the pressure suddenly dropped. 

A General E l e c t r i c Co. 
spokesman said his firm had 
leased two sections of the three-
section warehouse, and 5,500 
television sets—including color, 
portable, regular size and black-

and-white . models — were de 
stroyed. 

Edward Kaish, speaking for 
GE, said the TV sets had just 
been manufactured and were 
waiting to be shipped. He said 
total damage would reach "sev­
eral million dollars." 

Two railroad freight cars, 
filled with TV sets, also were 
destroyed as they rested on a 
siding near the building, but 
there was no immediate dam­
age estimate. 

TV sets in the warehouse's 
second section suffered water 
damage, but no damage was re­
ported in the third section, 
leased by Chrsyler Corp. 

The warehouseJoreman, Clar­
ence Ryan of Syracuse, said he 
had noticed a row of lights goi 
out in the building. When he 
went to investigate, he said he 
found sparks jumping from the 
conduit and TV cabinets begin­
ning to smoke.

George Cathercole told a 
news conference yesterday 
alterations to the-system art? 
expected to make the possi­
bility of such;a widespread 
blackout "about as impossi­
ble as anything can be im­
possible." 

The blackout Nov. 9 ex­
tended from northern Ontar­
io to Florida and the Atlantic 
coast to the United States 
midwest. About 35 million 
persons, including those in 
the New York metropolitan 
area, were without power for 
periods ranging Irom one to 
12 hours. 

Since then Ontario hydro 
and the 21 other utilities in­
volved in the Canada-U.S. 
eastern power grid have com­
pleted a detailed study of the 
blackout at a cost of several 
million dollars. _ 

Harold Smith, chief erfgi-^ 
neer of Ontario Hydro, said 
the blackout occurred after a 
minor adjustment to a trans­
former at the Sir Adam Beck 
plant at Niagara Falls, Ont., 
caused an alteration of the 
character of the current flow­
ing through the plant. 

The change tripped a relay 
which shut off one power 
line. Power was immediately 
rerouted to the four other 
lines serving Ontario, over­
loading them and tripping . 
their relays as well. 

This sequence, which took 
place in one-tenth of a sec­
ond, blacked out most of the 
province. 

At the same time, the pow­
er that had been flowing 
through lines serving On­
tario, was switched automat­
ically into lines leading into 
the United States. Until the 
blackout, Ontario had been 
buying power from the Unit­
ed States. Until the blackout, 
Ontario had been buying 
power f r o m the U n i t e d 
States. Now, it was suddenly 
sending a massive surge of 
power into the American sys­
tem, which caused a shut­
down on U.S. power lines be­
fore the relays at the border 
stopped it. The surge spread 
in a chain reaction through­
out the U.S. network. 

Smith said that as a result 
of studies by the northeast 
power coordinating* council 
established last January, "ad­
ditional relays have been 
built into the power grid and 
their settings have been ad­
justed. 

He said if the relays on the 
Ontario lines had been set to 
trip at a higher power set­
ting, the trouble would never 
have occurred and if the re­
lays on the connector lines 
to the United States had 
tripped sooner, the power 
surge would never have en­
tered the U.S. system.
