MISUSE OF THE CLINICAL THERMOMETER 

A woman with a clinical 
thermometer found her young 
child's temperature 104 or 
thereabouts, put the child in 
a tepid bath to reduce the 
fever. A temperature of 104

A 
gentle sponge bath with tepid 
water and alcohol or witch 
hazel or bay rum, applied 
with the hand, to one area at, 
a time — an arm, a leg, in 
the chest, the back — which 
dries while the next area is 

panjed by your nurse or 
friend or relative. And if 
you enjoy it, gradually in­
crease the length of your 
walks until you can walk a 
mile each day. This would be 
a better heart tonic than any 
drug in the pharmacopoeia. 

When a Child is Feverish 
You say a mother should 

not use a clinical thermome­
ter to determine whether a 
child is feverish. How would 
you make a feverish child 
comfortable? 

Ans.—I'll tell you in a bathed, is better to relieve 
stupor, trembling or twitch-[column next week. 
irfg if such symptoms occur. 
• It is well to remember that 
the fever is a manifestation 
or an effect of the illness, not 
the cause. 

Sometimes a record of the 
temperature each morning 
-and-eventng ovor a- period o: 
8 week or so helps' the physi­
cian in diagnosis. 

But from observation and 
experience I believe use of 
the clinical thermometer with­
out the advice of the attend­
ing physician is mischievous. 
I say the attending physician. 

The pediatrician who asks 
on the telephone what the 
child's temperature is and 
then instructs the mother to 
feed the child aspirin is act­
ing unwisely, in my opinion. 
He may be a humdinger to 

, his credulous customers but 
it's wrong to diagnose, and 
treat illness via the telephone.
