NEW YORK (NANA)—The 
heart of the gtme of football 
is the down. Your team has 
four plays or downs during 
which the ball must be 
moved 10 yards to achieve a 
first down and keep posses­
sion. Each time you accom­
plish this you start i new 
series of downs, moving 
downfield toward the final 
stripe and six points. 

To my mlncL\ offensive 
football is a game in which 
there are usually these situ 
ations: First and 10; second 
with long yardage or short; 
third wilh long or short. The 
option on fourth depends on 
your field position, the score, 
time remaining, and many 
other-factors-includmg^your 
coach. By and large, fourth 
down is a kick situation. You 
eleven players together then 
must move the ball 10 yards 
or more on each set of 
downs. 

The front line should con­
sist of strong players who 
know their positions and as­
signments and are excellent 
blockers. Blocking is the 
most important fundamental 
for offense. A weak line 
which allows easy defense 
penetration kills all pass op­
portunities — and, the run­
ning plays don't get very far 
either. Because blocking is to 
important, we'll discuss it 
further in a separate article. 
Now, let's consider the line 
positions on the offensive 
team. There are seven of 
them. 

—The Center 
First, there's the center. 

The center is the man who 
plays over the ball. He is the 
man who snaps the ball to 
the selected backfield play­
er. He is the spearhead of 
the offense. He handles the 
ball on every play. How he 
places it, passes it, or snaps 
it back— everything in a 
play — depends on his ball-
handling ability, it must be 
accurate. This type of ball 
control is gained only with 
practice. 

If you are a good team cen­
ter who knows the position, 
you are a most valuable as­
set to your team. Because 
you start each offensive 
play you must have perfect 
timing. On the given signal, 
the ball moves, otherwise— 
offsides "Tor your team — 
which is five yards every 
time. 

The Guards 
Next are the,guards—two 

of them,/ each ope flanking 
the center. If you're playing 
a guard position, you have 
many responsibilities.. Your 
standard duty is to make an 
opening in the defense line 
by either blocking or taking 
out your opponent, thereby 
allowing the ball carrier to 
run through the line for yard­
age. 

Being heavier or stronger 
doesn't-make a~guardr You

must be quick, agile, decep­
tive, and have a football 
savvy. As guard, you move 
forward on blocking assign­
ments, and pull out to run in­
terference. 

The Tackles 
The tackles are usually the 

strongest and heaviest play­
ers on the squad. Again, 
there are two of them; they 
line up on either side of the 
guards. Tackles must like a 
lot of close action. A block 
made by a tackle must often 
be held longer than that of 
the other interior linemen. 

The Ends 
The ends are on the ex­

tremes of the line and are 
usually considered speed 
merchants. However, in my 
book, it isn't necessary for 
you to be the fastest runner 
on the team—it is more im­
portant that you be an excel­
lent runner. Of course, if 
you have the combination of 
speed and skill, good for you. 

RunnlngJs_a_gQod_portion 
of your duty as end. You 
must have quick bursts of 
speed and a good change-up. 
Change-up, like most other 
football skills, can be accom­
plished with practice. Once 
your coach has given you the 
running patterns for your 
passing plays, you must de­
velop the ability to evade the 
defense, get into the receiv­
ing area, and move toward 
the ball. 

You must have a good pair 
of hands to be able to catch 
the ball, crossing from either 
your left or right. Taking 
the ball out of the air is one 
thing. Catching the ball in 
full stride without losing 
your balance of speed is an­
other. If a ball appears to 
be out of reach, it can often 
be caught by maintaining 
full stride until the very last 
possible instant rat 
running with out-stretched 
arms for a long period before 
the ball is to be caught. 

In other words, run as far 
as you are able at the great­
est speed required . . . then 
and only then . . . move arms 
to attempt the catch.
