In France Scores 
U.S. Viet Policy

PARIS — Raymond Aron, a distinguished French 

scholar and commentator, has just published two im­
portant articles here questioning the logic of the American 
position in Viet Nam. 

Aron's central point is that escalation is hardening, not 
weakening, the resolve of the Viet Cong and North Viet­
namese to continue the struggle. 

Aron's views were published on page one of the con­
servative Le Figaro Monday and Tuesday. They deserve 
attention on several counts. •

FigaYo to criticize Gaullist po­
sitions on European integra­
tion, the Common Market and 
monetary policy. 

In Tuesday morning's ar­
ticle, Aron says that one of 
Washington's major objec­
tives is a demonstration that 
subversion doesn't pay. The 
war, he says, has been a 
"striking" demonstration "of 
the resolution of the United 
States, of its faithfulness to 
its friends and its promises." 

However, "the North Viet­
namese are also showing, by 
their stubborness. the limits 
of the force of arms. The 
bombardments have not been 
enough to make Ho Chi Minh 
and his supporters capitulate. 
The Viet Cong have no 
c'lance of conquering the 
A m e r i c a n Expeditionary 
F«rce; they can't even count 
on a "success comparable to 
that won by the Viet Minh at 
Dien Bien Phu. But nobody 
can say how many soldiers 
and years would be necessary 
for the United States to ac- -tfvj 
complish pacification. c v J * 

"In brief, if it has been •f+bjTV 
shown that ' s u b v e r s i o n 
diesn't pay' it has also been 
shown that the Americans 
haven't found an efficient 
technique of counter-subver­
sion, despite unequalled fire­
power and t h o u s a n d s of 
planes and helicopters. 

Aron also points to the U. 
S. contention that aggression 
must be resisted, as a second 
American argument. This, he 
dismisses, as "too abstract to 
be convincing." Aggression 
he argues, means different 
things to North Vietnamese, 
South Vietnamese and Ameri­
cans. _>V 

Aron cites as a third de- ^ K 
fense for the American posi­
tion the need to resist Chi­
nese expansion. However, he 
asserts, there is no proof that 
the Viet Cong or Hanoi have 
obeyed Peking's orders. In­
stead, as the war goes on, 
Hanoi has needed and will in­
creasingly require Chinese 
aid. But, he says. Hanoi 
seems as resolved as Peking,^ 
to continue the battle. i 

Mrs. Motley's 
Nomination 
Is Confirmed 

WASHINGTON i# — The 
senate^ has confirmed Presi­
dent Johnson's nomination 
of Mrs. Constance Baker Mot-
Icy as a U.S. district court 
judge. She is believed to be 
tlie first Negro woman to 
hold a federal judgeship. 

The 44-year-old Mrs. Mot­
ley, a Democrat, will fill a 
federal c'ourt vacancy in 
New'York city. She now 
serves as president of the 
borough of Manhattan. 

After the confirmation, 
the senate voted unanimous­
ly, yesterday to notify the 
president of its action, thus 
enabling. Mrs. Motley to be 
gworn in as soon as possible. 

During debate on her nom­
ination yesterday. Sen. James 
O. Eastman, D.. Miss., quoted 
Anonymous testimony given 
to a senate internal, security 
subcommittee that indicated 
Mrs. Motley may have attend)! 
ed meetings of the Young \ 
Communist league in 1942 
and 1943. 

Eastland, chairman of the 
Fonate judiciary committee, 
also said Mrs. Motley is list­
ed in ft "military intelligence 
file" that he did not identify 
as "being trained for the Red 
underground."
