Most Americans support 

the notion of wiping out pov­
erty in this 
country but, by 
a margin of 5 
to 4, people 
feel the cur­
rent war on 
p o v e r t y is 
something less 
than a smash­
ing success. 

The thrust of 
Isms is that the office of eco-
nomci opportunity has accom­
plished little, has spent too 
much money and has become 
bogged down in politics. 

However, the people most 
affected by the war on pov­
erty—Negroes who live in big 
city ghettos—back the pres­
ent effort by a 5 to 1 jnargin. 
They tend to believe that the 
anti-poverty programs will 
help alleviate the causes of 
racial tension. 

In striking contrast, only 3 
In 10 low income whites with 
opinions think the war on 
poverty has been a success. 
Other whites are more evenly 
divided. And by better than 3 
to 2 whites disagree that the 
program will help ease racial 
tensions. 

Despite the prevailing view 
that the war t)n poverty has 
been fouled up, two-thirds of 
the American public thinks 
it Is both desirable and pos­
sible to develop a program of 
federal aid for those at the 
bottom of the economic scale. 

A carefully drawn cross sec­
tion of the American people 
was asked: 

"Do you feel the anti-pov­
erty program of the U.S. gov­
ernment here at home has 
been very successful, some­
what successful, not very suc­
cessful or a real failure?"

Nor is the public yet con­
vinced that the war on pov­
erty will have a profound ef­
fect in alleviating the causes 
of racial unrest in the big city 
ghettoes. People were asked: 

"Do you think the federal 
anti-poverty program will get 
at the causes of racial unrest 
or don't you think it will help 
in this way?"

The irony Is that people 

closest to the situation—Ne­
groes and white residents of 
big cities—are the ones who 
see real hope that the war on 
poverty can ease racial ten­
sions. Obviously, however, the 
political wrangles over the 
anti-poverty program are be­
ing seized upon to disparage 
its accomplishments. 

The feasibility of a success­
ful self-help program on pov­
erty is still believed in by a 
large majority of Americans. 
The public was asked: 

"Do you think it is possible 

to develop, a program of fed­
eral help ill which people who 
live in poverty can be made 
to help themselves or do you 
think such a program isn't 
possible?

But, until the positive re­
sults which Negroes and some 
others feel have taken place 
are granted by the majority, 
the anti-poverty program will 
likely labor under consider­
able public criticism. And, 
President Johnson will likely 
find the program a source of 
dissatisfaction rather than 
support for his Great Society 
platform in the fall congres­
sional elections.
