General Brown Incidents 
Dress Publicity 
As an employe of the Gen­

eral Brown Central School 
system since 1947, in the old 
Dexter High School and in 
the new high school since 
1957; I can no longer contain 
my thoughts in regard to the 
publicity our school has re­
ceived daring the past couple 
of.weeks, both in the Water-
town, Daily Times and other 
news media in this area. 

.'Most, if now all, of the pub­
licity has been grossly mis­
stated. In fact, some of it has 
been down-right fabrication. 
Lead lines such as "near re­
volt"—what kind of report­
ing is this? > 
' When the only news media 

in. this area puts such ideas 
into the heads of our stu­
dents, what recourse do we 
have? None. There is no way 
to retaliate ar to put the true 
picture of what h a p p e n e d 
into the minds of the public. 
'What went on did not even 

deserve news coverage but 
reporters were sent to our 
school and were given the 
facts and, I suppose, were 
able to see for themselves 
that nothing was happening. 
This was not news; so by 
some provocative statements 
and half-truths in the paper 
and on the radio and TV, 
they did their best to incite 
the students and parents. 

As for a reporter being 
asked to leave the building 
while questioning students — 
we are running an education­
al institution, not a place for 
a newspaper reporter to man­
ufacture news. The following 
notice is posted on the entr­
ances to our school building 
and should have been ob­
s e r v e d by your reporters: 
/'NOTICE TO VISITORS: 

"Chapter 519 ( e f f e c t i v e 
July 1, 1954) adds a new sec­
tion to the penal law under 
which any person, who is not 
a parent or legal guardian of 
a pupil in regular attendance 
aW G e n e r a l Brown High 
School, who loiters on or 
about this school building or 
grounds without permission 
or m v i o l a t i o n of posted 
rules, is .guilty of disorderly 
conduct. Visitors, other than 
parents or guardians should, 
therefore, have passes issued 
by the office. These should 
state the v i s i t o,r 's purpose 
and the-length-of time for 
which the permit is good. 

"Any school employee is 
authorized to report, immedi­
ately anyone in the school 
building who is not presently 
enrolled in school." 

Mr. Grant gave your repor­
ters the courtesy of a great 
deal of time in his busy 
schedule and the material 
that has been printed, in my 
mind, was totally unneces­
sary, 
_ I think enough is enough. 
We received adverse publici­
ty which was induced by a 
very small minority in our 
school district. Most of our 
students and their parents 
are very proud of our schools 
and back our faculty and ad­
ministration 100 per cent, but 
no one reports this. When a 
newspaper cannot be more 
o b j e c t j v e, I believe they 
should report nothing.

Even if the system is final­
ly abolished, there is always 
the chance of some old. doe 
wandering over from Canada 
across the ice; this would 
most likely constitute suffi­
cient grounds for the depart­
ment to reinstitute the party 
permit. 

The department would like 
us to believe, that the hun­
dreds of thousands of does 
and fawns which have deco­
rated countless cars heading 
back to the big cities have 

nothing to do with the demise 
of the deer in the .Adiron­
dacks. It seems to have more 
angles and excuses than a 
used car dealer on Monday 
morning. • 

In the faU of 1969, just be­
fore deer season, the depart­
ment advertised in Outdoor 
Life magazine that the Adi 
rondacks had a record deer 
herd, and they predicted a re­
cord kill for the 1969 season 
The deer kill in fact, was way 
down instead. The propagan­
da experts of the department 
calmly announced that the 
reason for the poor kill was 
that the deer starved the pre­
vious winter. 

The conservation d e p a r t 

ment uses the winter kill ex­
cuse because they are: in a 
corner because of their own 
incompetence and have noth­
ing to fall back on other than 
t h i s shop-worn propaganda 
line. The fact is that 20, 30 
and 40 years ago the winters 
were much more severe than 
we now experience, and still 
you could go h u n t i n g on 
opening day and bag any size, 
deer you wanted and be hack 
home in time for an early 
lunch. 

I spend more time in the 
woods in the spring than 95 
per cent of the personnel in 
the conservation department, 
and you could load all the 
starvation-killed deer I haye 

found in the past ten years In 
the back of a Volkswagen and 
have enough room left over 
for all the wheels in the con­
servation department w h o 
Really know what deer man­
agement is all about.
