Two New York State elec­
tric p o w e r producers have 
asked the State Public Serv­
ice Commission for rate in­
creases thai, if approved, 
would p r o v i d e additional 
yearly revenues t o t a l l i n g 
more than $60 million. 

The Orange and Rockland 
Utilities Inc. asked the State 
Public Service Commission to 
app rove a rate boost that 
wou ld average about $3.08 
per month per c u s t o m e r , 
while the N i a g a r a Mohawk 
Power Corp. announced that 
it would soon ask for a rate 
increase to provide $55 mil­
lion more per year in reve­
nues.

From Last Page 
management objectives of the 
conservation department are 
not intended to produce re­
cord deer harvests indefinite­
ly. Much of the reduction in 
take this year results from in­
tentionally r e d u c e d party 
permit quotas from those of 
the previous two years as 
deer populations were reach­
ing desired levels. 

"Under regular big game 
licenses, gunners took 34,638 
adult bucks statewide, party 
permit hunters, took 28,492 
deer of both sexes and arch­
ers harvested another 1,148 
deer." 

Hall commented that since 
1964 Adirondack h u n t e r s 
have become accustomed to 
high deer p o p u l a t i o n s 
brought about by a series of 
mild winters. 

Starvation 
He explained that the 1969 

take indicated a moderate 
starvation had occurred dur­
ing the 1968-69 winter. But 
the winter of 1969-70 was se­
vere and considerable starva­
tion , occurred among fawns 
and some adults, Hall added. 

Concerning the effect of 
starvation on deer herd popu­
lations, Hall explained that 
deer check stations indicated 
that bucks ZVi years and old­
er made up 55 per cent of the 
kill in 1S70, but only 43 per 
cent in 1969 and 40 per cent 
in 1968. 

He said, "bucks 3V£ years 
and older in 1970 were not 
effected by starvation when 
they were fawns and were 
taken during 1970 in num­
bers similar to 1969. Hunters 
harvested 2,800 bucks 3V4 
years old in 1970, and 2,950 
in 196b. • 

"The similarity of these 
numbers indicates that only 
the younger deer were in 
short supply during the fall 
and were lost during the pre­
vious winter when they were 
fawns," Hall concluded.
