
Park Commission's Proposals 
140. Campsite construction in the forest 
preserve should be in accord with the 
wild forest environment and with mod­
ern site planning principles. 
141. Remedial action should be taken to 
eliminate deficiencies in existing camp­
sites constructed before the development 
of modern site planning standards. 
142. Fees at public campsites should re­
flect operating costs, benefits to the 
user, and the potential for development 
of private campsites. 
143. In order to discourage, transient 
use, there should be a minimum charge 
equivalent to a stay of two or more 
nights at public campsites in the Park. 
144. Additional small walk-in camping 
areas should be developed in areas of 
the forest preserve classified as wild foi-
est. 
145. The Department of Environmental 
Conservation should regulate camping 
on forest preserve land adjacent to state 
c a m p s i t e s to prevent indiscriminate 
camping overspill. 

Boating and Canoeing-
146. Boat launching sites should be con­
structed on the larger Adirondack lakes 
appropriate for motorboat use where ex­
isting public access is not adequate. 
147. Where p o s s i b l e , present canoe 
routes should be protected from incom­
patible "uses. 
148. Every effort should be made to se­
cure easement for potential canoe routes 
in private ownership. 
149. The program for the acquisition of 
fishing right's easements and fishing ac­
cess sites should be accelerated in the 
Park. 

Tent Platforms 
150. All permits for tent platforms in 
wilderness and primitive areas should be 
rescinded within one year. 
151. Permits for tent platforms in areas 
of the forest preserve classified as wild 
forest should be rescinded within a five 
year period. 
152. The inspection procedure should be 
continued and permit holders should be 
• required to meet suitable standards of 
maintenance and sanitation. 
153. When appropriate, small r u s t i c 
camping sites should replace tent plat­
forms removed from wild forest areas in 
order to encourage plubic use. 

Visitor Information Prog-ram 
154. Visitor centers should be construct­

e d dt each major highway entrance to 
the Park. 
155. An extensive informational and in­
terpretive sign program should be ini­
tiated at scenic and other points of inter­
est along the highway system. 
156. The state should develop a number 
of self-guided nature trails in wild forest 
.areas. 
157. Evening educational programs con­
ducted at public campsites should be ex­
panded. 
158. Informative brochures and publica­
tions on the features of the Park and its 
environment should be prepared for visi­
tor use. 

^Chapter 6 

Local Government 
State Aid Program for Easements 

t 159. The Real Property Tax Law should _ 
be amended to provide for state aid to 
each tax district within the Adirondack 
Park in which the state holds or hereaf­
ter acquires easements, covenants, or eq­
uitable servitudes. 
160. State aid should be payable to each 
tax district based on the value of ease­
ment, covenant, or equitable servitude. 
161. The value_of the easement, cove­
nant, or equitable servitude for purposes 
of computing • state aid should be the 
diminution I n market value of the real 
property of the grantor following the 
grant of the easement, covenant or equi-
table servitude to the state. 
162. Such value should be determined 
by the State Board of Equalization and 
Assessment without regard for any 
changes made on the local assessment 
roll. 
163. The State Board of Equalization and 
Assessment should be empowered to ren­
der advisory appraisals concerning the 
market value of a scenic easement and 
the effect of the grant of such an ease­
ment on the value of the grantor's pro­
perty. 

-164.'The State Board should be author­
ized to render such an advisory appraisal 
prior to acquisition of the easement at 
the request of either the property owner 
or the state. 

• 165. Such appraisal, whenever issued, 
should be presumptive evidence in a tax 
proceeding as to the value of the ease­
ment and the effect of the easement on 
the grantor's property. 

Fisher Law 
166. The "freeze" provision of the P'isher 
Tax Law should be retained. 
167. The coverage of the Fisher Law 
should be extended to include village as­
sessments. 
168. The state should compensate local 
governments for lost revenues resulting 
from the "freeze" provision of the Fisher 
Tax Law. 
169. The state should have the authority, 
to determine the amount of lost revenue 
caused by the Fisher Law "freeze." 
170. The state should collect the yield 
tax revenues mandated by the Fisher 
Law. / 
171. The landowner should be required 
to guarantee that land placed under the 
Fisher Law will not be withdrawn for 

• twenty years. 
Transisiton Assessments 

172. In tax districts where aggregate 
transition assessments are frozen by 
Chapter 990 of the Laws of 1970, aggre­
gate transition assessments should be. re­
duced in each of two years by an amount 
equal to two per cent of the previous 
year's taxable assessed valuation. At the 
end of the two year'period the remain­
der of the aggregate transition assess­
ment plus the taxable assessed valuation 

^- - of state lands shall constitute a mini­
mum assessment of these lands. 
173. No aggregate transition assessment 
shall be granted for an amount .less than , 
$500. 

Tax Exempt Properly / 
174. The state should pay real property 
taxes on all land under the jurisdiction 

of the Department of Environmental 
Conservation within the A d i r o n d a c k 
Park, exclusive of the improvements 
thereon. 
175. Since the problem of tax exemption 
of private, real property in the Adiron-
dack£ inerely reflects a statewide prob­
lem, a statewide study of this subject by 
an appropriate agency should be under­
taken. 

Chapter 7 

Federal Participation 
176. There should be no participation by 
the federal government in the manage­
ment of state or private land in the Adi­
rondack Park. 

Chapter 8 

Financial Implementation 
177. To save and revitalize the Adiron­

dack Park, the Commission recommends 
a $120 million capital expenditure pro­
gram and a $1 million non-recurring op­
erating expenditure program. 
178. The capital expenditure'program 
should be financed by a $120 million 
state bond issue. 
179. The $1 million non-recurring oper­
ating expenditure program should be fi-
n a n c e d by legislative appropriations 
from the general fund over the next five 
years. 
180. Congress should be urged to esta­
blish a new federal grant in aid pro­
gram for wild state parks to be financed 
by enlarging the federal Land and Water 
Conservation Fund. 
181. An Adirondack Nature Conservancy 
to encourage gifts in the Adirondack 
Park should be established by private in­
terests.
