Hence the succession to Al­
bert's leadership of the Dem­
ocrats is the interesting prob­
lem.

Boggs' can­
didacy might have got into 
trouble, to be sure, if the 
(Southern Democratic mem­
bers of the House had anyone 
else to support. He has been 
toov much of a national Demo­
crat, with emphasis on the 
word "national", to please all 
tha Southerners. 

For that very reason, Rep­
resentatives William M. Col-
mer of Mississippi and Robert 
Sikes of Florida tried to start 
a movement for the rather 
c oi o r 1 e s s Californian, B.F. 
Sisk. But that one died a-
horning, to all intents, when 
the shrewdest and most res­
p e c t e d Southerner, Repre­
sentative Wilbur Mills of Ar­
kansas, indicated firmly that 
he was s u p p o r t i n g Hale 
Boggs. 

Again, Representative 
Jarries G. O'Hara of Michigan 
might have been a serious 

one another in the last round 
of balloting. 

In the last election, the 
really hard core liberals suf­
fered some losses, like repre­
sentative ARard K. Lowen-
stein of New York. But they 
achieved a net gain of per­
haps ten seats, to give them a 
total strength of something 
like 50 members. Somewhere 
between 20 and 35 additional 
northern Democrats may also 
vote for Udall for sectional 
reasons. 

But if this is the way of it, 
with 254 m e m b e r s voting, 
Boggs may have a majority of 
considerably more than two 
to one. It must be said at 
once that this is likely to pro­
duce fairly violent reactions 
from some of the hard core 
Liberals, like the leader of 
the Democratic study group, 
Representative Dona ld M. 
Fraser of Minnesota.
