Creditors

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The 
major creditors of the bank 
rupt Penn C e n t r l Railroad 
threatened Tuesday to begin 
liquidating their more than 
$500 million holdings if the 
government a g r e e s to "back 
more loans to the company 

Robert M. Hefldrickson. tes­
tifying on behalf of the Insti­
tutional Investors Penn Cen­
tral Group (IIPCG) before a 
S e n a t e subcommittee, said 
further government - backed 
loans to the Penn C e n t r a l 
"would make a shambles of 
railroad f i n a n c i n g " and 
m i g h t well be unconstitu­
tional as well. 

He said IIPCG feels fur­
ther . Penn C e n t r a l losses 
•'should be borne by the pub­
lic" and riot by private inves­
tors. 

IIPCG, of which Hendrick-
6on is chairman, consists of 
13 major life insurance com-
p a n i e s . Among them they 
hold about $400 million in 
defaulted Penn Central mort 
gage bonds and some $100 
million in railroad equipment 
obligations now in default, 

Penn Central Faces NeW Gash 
Crisis; May Turn to Congress 

WASHINGTON — T h e 
Penn Central Railroad is fac­
ing another imminent cash 
crisis and may exhaust its 
available funds by late Au­
gust or September, reliable 
g o v e r n m e n t sources said 
Tuesday. 

The railroad—which may 
soon announce its' latest anal­
ysis of its cash position — 
could use its poverty in an at­
tempt to persuade Congress 
to pass another guaranteed 
loan for the Penn Central or 
to l i b e r a l i z e union work 
rule, these sources said. 

Penn C e n t r a l executives 
have repeatedly blamed work 
rules for a large share of the 
carrier's problems.

NEW YORK — The State 
of New York, which will send 
the biggest delegation to next 
y e a r ' s Democratic National 
Convention, has ,shaped up 
for White House hopefuls as 
one of the most tempting, 
and possibly the most tricky, 
of the primary states. 

It is attempting both for its 
lush 278 delegate votes — 
seven-more than California, 
which, though now more pop­
ulous than New York, suffers 
for havirig gone Republican 
in the last presidential elec­
tion — and for its place on 
the calendar. 

£oming-on—June 20r-two 
weeks after the California 
primary, the New York con 
test„will be .'.the last._of_the 
presidential primaries-before

WASHINGTON — Sen. 
James L^ Buckley, declaring 
confrontation p o l i t i c s has 
been stripped of its glamor, 
says the federal government 
"will not roll over and play 
dead at the command of the 
motley Pied Pipers who have 
ordained this (week's) demon­
stration" in Washington. 

The New York Conserva­
tive-Republican, in a floor 
speech Tuesda^non the first 
anniversary of the shooting 
of four Kent State University 
students,?noted the anniversa 
ry had coincided with a "new 
resort to confrontation poli 
tics" in the nation's capital. 

"The cause of peace will 
not be advanced one iota by 
the threat to paralyze this 
city," he declared, "while the 
attempt to carry out that 
threat could unleash the viol­
ence which here, as at Kent 
State, could still claim its vic­
tims." 

Buckley, said the demo­
nstrators "by and large" had 
avoided "the most flagrant 
acts of violence."

Nixon Aims 
To Cut OEO 
Legal Arm 

WASHINGTON (UPI) — 
President Nixon asked Con­
gress today to create an inde­
pendent legal services corpo­
ration to replace the contro­
versial legal service depart­
ment of the Office of Eco­
nomic Opportunity^""* 

Nixon said such a move 
would make the organization 
" i m m u n e to political pres­
sures" in its efforts to aid 
the poor and would help to 
"secure j u s t i c e within the 
s y s t e m and not on the 
streets." 

In a message to the 
House and Senate, the Presi­
dent proposed to establish an 
11-member bipartisan board 
of directors, most of them 
lawyers, to run the corpora­
tion. 

The corporation w o u l d 
make g r a n t s or enter into 
contracts with law firms to 
p r o v i d e legal assistance to 
the poor. 

It also would represent the 
poor ajs a group before feder­
al agencies in attempts to re­
solve broad issues and possi­
bly to avoid a multiple of 
suits on the same subject. 

Nixon said attorneys work­
ing for the corporation on a 
f u 111 i m e grant or contract 
would not be a l l o w e d to 
p r a c t i c e private law and 
w o u l d be prohibited from 
participating in lobbying ac­
tivities and partisan political 
action. 

Nixon said if those restric­
tions were not included, the 
corporation would be placed 
squarely in the political are­

na where it does not belong 
thus inviting those political 
pressures from which its in 
dependence is designed to in 
sulate it."
