Under state law, the 
board was mandated^to call

The four propositions 
' could not be put on the bal­

lot with the three proposi­
tions Wednesday since at 
least 14 days notice must 
be given prior to the vote. 

Aug. 14 was the soonest 
the meeting could be called 
as well as the latest since 
the board must know by 
Aug. 15 the total 1975-76 
budget to compute tax 
rates and prepare tax bills 
for mailing SepU-1. 

Any proposition approved 
after Aug. 15 would result 
in borrowing against the 
1976-77 budget. 

The proposed sports reso­
lution, it was pointed out at 
the meeting, contains funds 
for the reinstatement of the 
position of director of 
health, safety, athletics re­
creation and physical edu­
cation which was elimi­
nated with four other staff 
positions when the board 
adopted the austerity 
budget July 22.

Three of the four pro­

posed resolutions — those 
for interscholastic athlet­
ics, co-curricular activities 
and cafeteria — would, if 
approved add funds to the 
contingency budget. 

The proposition on build­
ing use, Mr. Noyes ex­
plained, would not add ap-
p r o p r i a t i o n s to the 
austerity budget but seeks 
authorization to use $2,500 
already in that budget to 
allow free building use. 

Funds for such use of the 
buildings are not an identi­
fiable budget item but are 
contained in various ac­
count items such as heat, 
light and custodial as part 
of overhead, he said. 

If all seven of the propos­
itions on the ballots 
Wednesday and Aug. 14, 
are approved, then the total 
budget would be $6,800,267 
or $71,394 less than the 
budget defeated July 22.
