Negotiations traditionally 
take their first steps in Jan­
uary. 

Still unresolved from the 
sessions that eventually 
produced an agreement for 
the • current fiscal year, 
however, is an unfair labor 
practice charge filed by the 
CSEA against City Mana­
ger Ronald G. Forbes. 

The union claims that 
Mr. Forbes promised dur­
ing negotiations that ge­
neral city workers (repre­
sented by the CSEA) would 
be accorded the same bene­
fits won by city fire figh­
ters and policemen.. 

On that basis, according 
to union leaders, the con­
t ract package was ap­
proved by the membership 
after mediation, whereas 
the police and firemen went 
through fact-finding and 
nearly entered binding ar­
bitration before settling af­
ter the start of the fiscal 
year. 

Police and fire fighters 
eventually won longevity 
payments. 

The CSEA., which ex­
pected to receive them as 
well, did not, and the im­
proper practice charge was 
filed in early October with 
the state Public Employ­
ment Relat ions Board 
(PERB). 

According to the union, 
state-appointed mediator 
Herbert VanSchaack is pre­
pared to testify in behalf of 
their argument. 

Since its filing, however, 
the charge has gone vir­
tually nowhere. 

PERB, which routinely 
schedules a preliminary 
hearing to air both sides of 
the dispute and attempt 
early resolution, sent the 
improper practice charge 

for back to Watertown 
more information. 

On Tuesday a PERB 
spokesman in Albany knew 
nothing about the charge, 
said it was not on file in Al­
bany, and confirmed that 
no hearing had been sched-. 
uled. 

According to CSEA attor­
ney Lee Clary, "It took 
quite a while" to provide 
the added information 
sought by PERB. He said 
the charge had been sent to 
Syracuse for review by 
CSEA regional officials and 
transmitted to Albany. 

If the speed at which the 
charge has been processed 
so far is any indication, 
union officials and the city 
manager may have to take 
time out from negotiations 
for next year's contract to 
testify at the hearing re­
garding this year's. 

The local union chapter, 
incidentally, has said it in­
tends to call on professional 
CSEA negotiators for next 
year's contract talks be­
cause of its dissatisfaction 
with the way negotiations 
were conducted earlier this 
year.
