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Local VFW Post Will 
Note 50th Anniversary 

Barben-Jones VFW Post 
1400 will celebrate its 50th 
anniversary Saturday night 
with a dinner-dance at its 
club rooms, 231 BeUew 
Ave., it was announced by 
Post Commander Domenic 
A. Derrigo. 

State Commander James 
G. Kinsella, a Staten Island 
attorney, will be the main 
speaker and head up a 
number of VFW leaders, 
who will be joining with 
members of Post 1400 in 
commemorating the anniv­
ersary. 

Commander Kinsella is a 
navy veteran of World War 
n and the Korean War, 
having served on the air­
craft carrier USS Bunker 
Hill and the destroyer 
Krauss. 

On Oct 26, 1925, Eric H. 
Grant called a meeting of 
veterans at the YMCA to 
organize a Watertown VFW 
post. 

Fifty members of the 
Spanish-American War and 
World War I gathered that 
night and signed the char­
ger for the new veterans 
organization. 

Fred .H. Gould was 

elected commander of the 
new post and served in this 
capacity until 1928 when 
Wilfred Johnston was 
elected to the office. Mem­
bership was, and is, 
granted to men who have 
seen active duty in a for­
eign theater of war. 

Post 1400 was named af­
ter Walter Barben and Hir-
man Jones, who were killed 
in World War I. 

Subsequently, meetings

were held in the Jefferson 
County Historical Society 
Building, the Guilfoyle 
Building and later club 
rooms were formed in the 
Electric Building. In 1932, 
the organization moved to 
the site of the Elks Build­
ing. 

In January, 1945, the post 
bought the Marble block at 
125 Washington St which 
was dedicated May 6, 1945 
by Rev. Dr. George Harlan 
McClung and the late Msgr. 
John L. Plunkett Irving B. 
Topper, post commander, 
presided. In 1961, the post 
purchased the property 
which formerly housed 
Club Colonial at 231 Bellew 
Ave., its present site. 

Daniel S. Brady, then a 
national council member, 
presided at the dedication 
and was joined by Post 
Commander Ward Van-
Epps, the mayor, Sen. 
Henry A. Wise, Assembly­
man Orin S. Wilcox, The 
Times editor-publisher, 
John B. Johnson, State 
Commander J. Mallory 
Loos, Rochester, and Jo­
seph A. Scerra, Gardner,. 
Mass, national chief of 
staff.
