Family Center Supported 

Crash Program Kills Wrong 
Segment of Fly Population 

'THERESA — The Town 
of Theresa has received a 
grant of $11,715 from the E. 
J. Noble Foundation, New 
York City, for the support 
of the Theresa Family Cen­
ter, according to Robert H. 
Monica, town supervisor. 

The center was initiated 
in June of this year as part 
of a $30,492.57 one-year 
grant earmarked for seven 
community projects, in­

cluding Theresa Area De­
velopment Union, Theresa 
Town Hall rehabilitation, 
canoe shelter, arts and 
crafts program, organ les­
sons, .and village model 
construction. At that time, 
the Family Center received 
$13,463.57. 

The program benefits 
pre-schoolers and their 
mothers. 

LOS ANGELES (UPI) — 
A crash program to wipe 
out the most serious fruit 
fly infestation in the United 
States has killed four mil­
lion flies—the wrong ones. 

"It's a setback, no doubt 
about that," County Agri­
culture Commissioner Paul 
Engler said Monday, be­
moaning an error that 
caused the death of sterile 
flies meant to eradicate the 
pest. 

State, local and federal 
officials are trying to wipe 
out the Mediterranean fruit 
fly, a dangerous pest which 
has established a small 
beachhead in western Los 
Angeles. The fly, which 
destroys more than 200 
kinds of fruits and vegeta­
bles, has never been a 
problem in California be­
fore and threatens a $700 
million harvest.-— 

Engler called it "the 
most serious test that Cali­
fornia and the continental 
United States faces today." 

Officials are saturating 
an 80- square mile area 
with fruit flies flown in 
from Hawaii, where they 
are sexually sterilized by 
exposure to radiation while 
still in the larva stage. By 
mating with the sterile 
flies, the wild flies produce 
no offspring/and in time 
should die out. 

A shipment of 4 million 
fly pupae arrived Friday, 
were stored in a trailer and 
began to hatch Sunday. 

But the would-be res­
cuers had short lives. 

It turned out that the last 
occupants had left Shell No-
Pest strips—which give off 
powerful fly killing va­

pors—in a trailer drawer. 
Even though there was a 
closed door between the 
drawer and the fly storage 
area, the fumes wiped out 
the entire shipment. 

. State Urged To 
Comply on Welfare Rule 

WASHINGTON — Rep. 
Peter A. Peyser, R., Irving-
ton, has called on the New 
York State Department of 
Social Services to comply 
with new relaxed federal 
rules on home visits by 
medicaid nursing home 
patients. 

The new rules, which will 
be announced Friday, re­
move the three-day restric­
tion on home visits, which 
are allowed at the rate of 
two every three months, 
and allow up to 18 days a 
year with no limit on the 
number of days per visit. 

The rules, Mr. Peyser 
said in a statement here, 
"won't be worth the paper 
they are written on if the 
New York State Depart­
ment of Social Services 
doesn't go along with the 
federal guidelines." 

He said in the past the 
state had interpreted vague 
federal rules so strictly 
that it was virtually impos­
sible for a nursing home re­
sident to make a home visit 
without running a substan­
tial risk of losing his or her 
place in the home. 

Fire Prevented 
A truck driver's fast ac­

tion prevented what could 
have been an explosive fire 
in the compactor garbage 
truck he was operating 
Monday morning at the city 
landfill. 

A rupture in the hy­
draulic oil line allowed oil 
to leak onto the truck's ex­
haust system, and burst 
into flames. 

City firemen were called 

at 10:34 a.m., but by the 
time they arrived, the 
driver, Ray Roshia, 555 
Pearl St., had obtained 
water and doused the 
flames himself. Firemen 
noted that the fire was lo­
cated around the exhaust 
manifold and the gas tank, 
and that the tank could 
have exploded had the 
blaze not been quickly 
killed.
