Ordinances that would 
prohibit the keeping of cer­
tain domestic animals 
within the city were tabled 
by the city council, this 
morning as the lawmakers 
decided the restrictions 
warranted further study. 

According to the pro­
posed changes in the muni­
cipal code, which were 
drafted by Health Officer 
William Saunders, fowl, 
swine, cattle, sheep, goats, 
horses, donkeys and mules 
could not be kept in the 
city, unless their owners 
had permits, and then only 
for a week for fairs and 
exhibits. 

Mayor Karl R. Burns 
said the council wants to 
study the change'SSsand 
learn public sentimentb? 
fore it decides whether to 
vote tbem into local law. 

Mrs. Mary Smith, 1106 
State St., said she was 
"quite troubled" to learn of 
the proposed restrictions, 
arguing that children bene­
fit from the raising of ani­
mals. -

She said the villain for 
health consideration is the 
pigeon, not the domestic 
animals cited, and sug­
gested that the city help in­
struct persons on the care 
of the animals rather than 
ban them. 

And Mr. Burns ques­
tioned what effect the ordi­
nance might have on the 
children's zoo at Thompson 
Park, where domestic ani­
mals are on display. 

The council also voted to 
table an ordinance pro­
posed by Councilman 
James E. Brett to make 
Arch Street a one-way 
street as it runs north be­
tween Court and Newell 
Streets. 

His proposal was appar­
ently headed for defeat, 
with Councilman Steve D. 
Alteri saying it was not 
needed and Mr. Burns and. 
Councilman Daniel S. 
Brady arguing it would add 
needless delay to routes 
serviced by Guilfoyle Am­
bulance, whose headquart­
ers is at the foot of Arch 
Street. 

If the raeasire was 
adopted, ambulances would 
have to take more circui­
tous routes to reach the 
lower Court Street section 
or to cross the Court Street 
bridge. 

Mr. Brett said he pro­
posed the ordinance on the 
basis of a survey conducted 
by local Boy Scouts, who 
determined that Arch 
Street was too narrow to 
accommodate two-way 
traffic safely. 

City Manager Ronald G. 
Forbes last week agreed 
that the Arch-Newell inter­
section was dangerous and 
accidents are likely. 

Mr. Brady said he 
checked accident figures 
with the Police Depart­
ment, where reports on file 
show only two mishaps at 

the location in the past two 
years. 

As he moved to table the 
ordinance for a week Mr. 
Brett said he wanted to in­
vestigate further with the 
Police Department and ex­
amine the Boy Scout 
survey, which he has ap­
parently not read. 

The, council did amend 
the municipal code to im­
pose restrictions on the use 
of large refuse collectors 
and dumpsters. 

Adopted this morning 
were regulations requiring 
that the dumpsters be 
placed no closer than 15 
feet to a party line without 
the written consent of the 
owner of the adjoining 
property. 

In the .event adjoining 
property is rented or leased 
by its owner, written con­
sent must now be secured 
from the landlord and all 
tenants. 

Councilmen also voted to 
permit the Social Security 
office to install a trailer at 
its Stone Street headquart­
ers during construction of 
an addition to its building, 
and created a $7,000 revolv­
ing fund to pay wages and 
benefits of Manpower em­
ployes working for the city, 
to be repaid as the city is 
reimbursed with federal 
funds administered by the 
county Manpower office. 

Candidates 
Fear War 

Two U.S. Labor party 
candidates for Congress be­
lieve that only a declara­
tion of a moratorium on 
payment of debts incurred 
by Third World countries 
can prevent a nuclear war. 

The pair — Dan Korins of 
Syracuse and John Basar, 
Jr., of Adams — said last 
week that insistence by the 
United States government 
and American banks that 
developing underdeveloped 
nations repay loans will 
trigger a nuclear war be­
tween the United States 
and the Soviet Union. 

They said insistence on 
repayment runs contrary to 
Soviet economic policy. 
They said the Soviets have 
"a hair-trigger mechan­
ism" for determining when 
to go to war and the debt 
moratorium was essential 
to preventing that mechan­
ism from being touched off. 

Mr. Korins and Mr. 
Basar said the Russians 
would strike first "because 
there's no other way to 
win." 

They said Vice President, 
Nelson A. Rockefeller and 
Democrat ic presidential 
candidate Jimmy Carter 
were of a like mind against 
the moratorium, placing 
them in what the Labor 
party candidates called the 
"anti-human univene."

adjutant, said he began 
receiving reports of deaths 
daring the weekend from 
various Legion district off­
ices. 

"The one thing they all 
had in common was that 
they went to the convention 
in Philadelphia," Hoak 
said. 

The 10,000 persons who 
attended the convention 
Included 2,000 delegates, 
plus alternates and wives 
and children. Hoak said 
they stayed in six different 
Philadelphia hotels. 

Hoak said the illness 
started with symptoms 
similar to a common cold, 
then progressed to severe 
headaches and high tem­
peratures. He said a num­
ber of victims were packed 
in ice and given oxygen in 
a futile attempt to revive 
them. 

Meanwh i le , federa l 
health officials, their swine-
flu vaccination program 
stymied by insurance prob­
lems, were keeping their 
fingers crossed today in the 
wake of the reports. 

According to Dr. David J. 
Sencer, head of the govern­
ment's Center for Disease 
Control in Atlanta, it is still 
too early to say whether 
the Pennsylvania outbreak 
was caused by the dread . 
swine-flu virus, which 
killed one young man at 
Fort Dix, N.J., last Janu­
ary. 

If the cause of the mys­
terious outbreak is a germ 
instead of a virus, identifi­
cation will be somewhat 
quicker than the three or 
four days needed to identify 
a virus. Also, because med­
ical science has a wide var­
iety of drugs useful against 
bacteria but not against 
viruses, a germ-caused di­
sease would be easier to 
control and cure. 

While Sencer and other 
experts conceded the possi­
bility that the sudden fatal 
attacks could be caused by 
a flu virus, the season of 
tb« year is wrong for ordi­
nary flu. That disease 
usually hits about Novem­
ber, peaks about January, 
and abates about March.

weighted votes in opposi­
tion. One supervisor with 33 
weighted votes was absent. 

S u p e r v i s o r Redder 
opened debate by assuring 
his colleagues that he had 
nothing to gain by adoption . 
or to lose by rejection of 
the charter. 

"I am completely unemo­
tional about the whole 
thing," he said. He said he 
had urged enactment of the 
charter form of govern­
ment only because he be­
lieved it would create a 
more effective and efficient 
county government. 

"The char ter is a 
straightforward docu­
ment," Mr. Redder said, 
that sets down the author­
ity, responsibility and limi­
tation of each branch of 
government. 

He said he understood 
why some supervisors were 
reluctant to change the 
form of government. But he 
said other reasons given for 
voting against the charter 
were "transparently recog­
nizable as self-serving." He 
did not cite these. 

^Mr. Redder said a vote 
against the charter today 
would be a vote against the 
"democratic principle"- of 
letting the people decide 
what kind of government 
they want. 

Four persons addressed 
the board on the charter, 
three of them urging the 
supervisors to let the issue 
go to the voters in referen­
dum. 

One of these, school 
board member Roberta 
Haggerty, said, "The only 
way you're going to hear 
from the people is through 
referendum. . . When you'­
re afraid to have a referen­
dum, then you're really af­
raid to know What the 
people think." 

Ralph Timerman, La-
Fargeville, son of the board 
chairman, was the only 
person to speak in opposi­
tion to the charter. 

Mr. Timerman said the 
charter would take govern­
ment one step further away 
from the people because 
"the county administrator 
is not likely to act on an in­
dividual's problem unless 
he has the time and inclina­
tion to do so." 

He said county govern­
ment under its present 
structure worked because 
of the availability of super­
visors to the people and of 
department heads to the su­
pervisors. 

Other supervisors who 
spoke before the vote: 

Third Ward Democrat Ri­
chard L. Terrell asked that 
the charter be taken to re­
ferendum. 

Watertown Republican 
Ralph R. Dickinson urged 
supervisors not to equate 
the charter with reappor­
tionment. 

Champion Democrat Wil­
liam J. Dalton, chairman of 
the charter commission, 
said the plan would not 
save the county any money 
but. might provide intangi­
ble benefits. But he said he 
voted against it because 
Board Clerk Donald C. 
Andrus is already overbur­
dened and the county would 
have to hire assistants for 
him or whoever the admin­
istrator would be. 

Rutland Republican Law-
son E. Bast said his town 
board and planning com­
mission were against the 
charter. 

Clayton Republican Gor­
don D. Cerow, Jr., a long­
time supporter of charter 
government, said the docu­
ment was too confusing and 
had been too tied in with 
politics. He said the timing 
and circumstances were 
wrong. 

Ninth Ward Republican 
W. Douglas Howland said 
the charter would take gov­
ernment away from the 
people and was too similar 
to the one presented in 1971 
to be taken to the voters 
again. Yet, he voted in fa­
vor. 

Water 
Meter 
Price Cut 

The NepUne Water 
Meter Co. o»* Gle* Rock. 
N.J., sliced $8, or 19 per 
cent, off the price of H-inch 
water meters it proyoaes to 
sell to the city in bids 
opened Monday morning. 

Neptune manufactures 
the Trident meter, which 
the city council voted in 
1959 to use as standard 
equipment in Watertown. 
Its 1975 price was *41.44 for 
the basic meter, but it bid 
$33.44 Monday for the 100 
meters the city will pur­
chase as needed. 

Specifications called for 
prices on 20 }«-inch meters 
and various replacement 
parts as well. 

The apparent low bid for 
the 100 meters, however, 
was offered by the North­
land Co. Inc. of Watertown, 
whose head, George M. 
Katzman, complained to 
The Times last week that 
the city was wasting money 
by insisting on using Tri­
dent meters exclusively. 

Northland offered prices 
of $25.20 and $35.86 for two 
models of %-inch meters. It 
also quoted a price of $29.59 
for the ^4-inch meter. 

John A. Weekes and Son 
Co., another local firm, bid 
$25.40 for both sizes of met­
ers. It also offered a price 
of $10.45 for a complete 
replacement mechanism. 
The figure is less than simi­
lar replacement parts for 
the Trident meters but the 
equipment is not inter­
changeable. 

Mayor Karl R. Burns 
pledged last week that the 
city council, before, author­
izing the purchase of more 
Trident meters, wiU reex­
amine the 1959 standardiza­
tion policy to see if money 
can be saved by inviting in­
ter-brand competition.

City To Tile 
Wiley Case 
Arguments 

Corporation counsel Ken­
neth W. Brett said this 
morning he expects the city 
will meet Thursday's dead­
line for filing arguments in 
its appeal of Frederick D. 
Wiley's reinstatement to 
captain in the Fire Depart­
ment. 

The Appellate Division's 
fourth department in early 
July ordered the city to 
submit whatever argu­
ments it might have by 
Aug. 5, and gave Mr. Wil­
ey's attorneys another 20 
days to answer. 

At the same time the 
court vacated the auto­
matic stay against rein­
s ta tement which had 
been awarded to the city 
when it filed its intent to 
appeal the decision of Su­
preme Court Judge George 
G. Inglehart. 

Mr. Wiley was returned 
to duty as acting captain in 
mid-July after his attorney, 
Richard V. Hunt, threa­
tened to lodge contempt of 
court charges against City 
Manager Ronald G. Forbes 
for the latter's failure to 
comply with the appellate 
division order. 

The firefighter was tem­
porarily suspended from 
the force, then reinstated at 
a lesser rank, foUowing his 
arrest in December on 
charges of which he was 
subsequently cleared. 

The Municipal Civil Ser­
vice Commission upheld his 
appeal of the demotion in 
March. The city then took 
the case to Supreme Court, 
where Judge Inglehart 
ruled In favor of the com­
mission.

The sinking of a boat dis­
covered Monday morning 
at Renshaw Bay appears to 
have been purely an acci­
dent, according to state pol­
ice. 

Sunday night, the boat, 
owned by Joseph O'Neil, 
was used to run over, a 
swimmer in North Sandy 
Pond, near Pulaski, during 
an argument. 

The swimmer, Thomas 
Burke, 19, Binghamton, 
was treated for a cut to his 
leg, and the boat operator, 
Brian P. O'Neil, 18, Syra­
cuse, was fined $25 for har­
assment. 

Monday morning, Mr. 
O'Neil found the boat sub­
merged, and told police he 
suspected vandalism as re­
taliation to the Sunday 
night incident. 

Water town Trooper 
David C. Fisk, however, 
said he found no evidence 
of criminal mischief, and 
that the sinking resulted 
from a drain plug being 
broken, apparently from 
routine use of the boat. 

Watertown sect ion, a 
survey of several gas sta­
tions in town showed this 
morning.
