Buckley Not Interested 
In 'Do-Nothing' Veep Job 

BUFFALO (AP) - Sen. 
James L. Buckley.' C-R-
N.Y., says he is not flat­
tered by reports he is inter­
ested in the "do-nothing 
job" of Vice President of 
the United States. 

Buckley, seeking reelec­
tion to a second term in the 
U.S. Senate, said Monday 
at a news conference: 

"As far as I know, these 
rumors are manufactured 

by poUUcal reporters and 
there's nothing to them. 

"I find the formulation 
unflattering. 

"They say to themselves, 
let's find somebody who's 
from the Northeast, who's 
conservative, who's Cath­
olic, and who belongs to the 
ethnic group, and they cast 
around and eventually 
come up with my name," 
he said.

Rosenbaum told report­
ers of the decision, follow-
ing a meeting of Northeast 
party chairmen at Rocke-
feUer's oceanfront summer 
home here. Rosenbaum 
said the Ust was being sub­
mitted at Ford's request. 

"Obviously, Vice Presi­
dent RockefeUer is on the 
Ust. There Is a great deal of 
receptivity and feeling 
about Vice President Rock­
efeUer in the Northeast and 
other parts of the country," 
he said. 

The New York Republi-
can said the group was 
aware that RockefeUer has 
withdrawn from considera­
tion for the No. 2 spot on 
the ticket, but "there are 
many of us who would like 
him to change his mind." 

"I think he wants to be 
constructive in his support 
of the President. I think he 
is being constructive and 
we respect his position," 
Rosenbaum said. 

On RockefeUer's arrival 
at Bar Harbor Airport, the 
vice president said he 
stands by bis letter to Ford 
last November in which he 
withdrew from considera­
tion for another term. 

Asked if he would cam­
paign for Ronald Reagan if 
he won the nomination, 
Rockefeller replied, "4 
don't like to cross my 
bridges until I get to them, 
and I don't think he'll be 
nominated." 

The party chairmen dis­
counted claims that Re­
agan had won fresh dele­
gate support in their 
region. 

Richard Frame of Penn­
sylvania said he was not 
surprised by at least six of 
the 10 delegates from his 
state who the Reagan camp 
claimed to have swayed to 
its side after the selection 
of Sen. Richard Schweiker 
of Pennsylvania as Re-
agrtKs prospective running 
mate. 

"Most of them have long 
been identified as Reagan 
delegates," Frame said. 

Rosenbaum, who is a 
Ford supporter, said State 
Sen. Fred Eckert, who was 
claimed by the Reagan 
forces Monday, was "not 
one I was counting on." 

Rosenbaum said Ford 
has the support of 90 per 
cent of the RepubUcan Na­
tional Convention delegates 
in the Northeast.

NYC Hospital Workers Vote 
Strike; Protest More Layoffs 

NEW YORK (AP)-New 
York City's pubUc hospitals 
are tracing for a Wednes­
day strike as Mayor Abra­
ham D. Beame urged 
nonmedical workers to ac­
cept further layoffs and not 
take "precipitous action 
which can only hurt those 
least able to defend them­
selves." 

Directors of the 16 muni­
cipal hosptials were told 
Monday to begin putting 
into effect plans for coping 
with the expected walkout, 
including concentrating on 
emergency cases. 

The 18,000-member hospi­
tal workers union voted the 
tilegal strike after a task-
force recommended last 
Friday that 1,350 hospital 
employes be laid off. 

Beame urged acceptance 
of the task force report and 
the board of directors of 
the Health and Hospitals 
Corp., which runs the city 
hospitals, was to meet to-

Board Studying Plan To Cut 
$135 Million From NYC Budget 

NEW YORK (AP) - The 
seven-member Emergency 
Financial Control Board 
(EFCB) was consider today 
a $135 mUlion budget reduc­
tion plan that involves no 
layoffs of municipal person­
nel. 

The plans includes a first 
phase of $25.6 mUlion in 
cuts, ordered by the state-
controUed EFCB six weeks 
ago, plus $24.5 mlUion In 
new revenues announced 
last Tuesday by Mayor 
Abraham D. Beame. This 
establishes the $50 million 
buffer the board wants in 
case the city exceeds its 
$12.6 billion expense 

budget. The new round of 
cuts go into effect Aug. 15. 

Deputy Mayor for Fi­
nance Kenneth Axelson and 
Budget Director David 
Kummerfeld at a City HaU 
news briefing Monday also 
detailed a second phase 
consisting of $85 miUlon In 
"standby" cuts. These cuts 
wUl be made If the city 
falls short of other econ­
omy goals. 

The standby cuts involve 
the firing of an additional 

M.233 employes, Including 
900 poUce officers, 300 sani-
tatioTImep, 100 transit cops 
and 40 bousing police. 

Beame and both of his 

top fiscal experts, however, 
expressed confidence that 
the standby cuts would not 
be necessary. 

Should any of the $35 mil-
Uon he required to insure 
the integrity of the city's 
three-year budget-balanc­
ing plan, Kummerfeld said, 
they would "take a look at" 
additional revenue sources, 
Including the recently en­
acted federal public works 
act and the debt restructur­
ing plan of the Municipal 
Assistance Corporation. 
Both measures would give 
the city some $250 mUlion 
in additional revenues. 

State Announces Increase 
In Unemployment Claims 

The total claiming unem­
ployment benefits under 
four separate programs in 
the state was 653,417, com­
pared to 643,608 the pre­
vious week. The figure was 
73,529 below that of the 
comparable week a year 
earlier. 

The number of persons 
exhausting benefits under 
the Emergency Benefits 
Program, and hence aU ell-
gibllity for jobless pay, was 
3,459 during the week, 
bringing the total for a one-
year period to 224,572. 

ALBANY (UPI) - The 
State Labor Department 
has announced that a total 
of 39,119 new claims for 
unemployment Insurance 
benefits were filed during 
the week ending July 23, an 
Increase of 1,662 from the 
previous week. 

The increase in new 
claims was due in large 
part to layoffs due to a mo­
del changeover in the auto 
industry, Labor Commis­
sioner Philip Ross said 
Monday in a statement. 

3 on Racing Study Panel

administration officials 
have been named by Gov.

2 More Cadets 
Resign at Point 

WEST POINT (UPI) -
U.S. MUltary Academy offi­
cials say two more West 
Point cadets, accused of 
cheating on an electrical 
engineering examination, 
have resigned rather than 
face Army officer board 
hearings. 

In addition, officials said 
Monday, the cases against 
two cadets accused in the 
four-month honor scandal 
have been dropped. 

A West Point spokesman 
said 11 cadets have so far 
resigned, 46 have been 
found guilty of cheating, 
and 26 cleared of charges. 
The cases against 13 of the 
165 cadets originally 
charged with cheating have 
been dropped, officials 
said. 

The spokesman said four 
more officer boards were 
deliberating the cases of 15 
cadets Monday, with an­
other board scheduled to 
begin hearings Tuesday. 
The remainder of the ac­
cused cadets have not yet 
had their cases go before 
hearing panels.

strike occurred. Emer­
gency status would aUow 
deUvery trucks and gar­
bage collection trucks to 
move through picket lines. 

BeUin also advised the 
voluntary and proprietary 
hospitals cut back admis­
sions to help handle the 
flood of patients who would 
be seeking admission else-
whwere if the 9,000-bed 
municipal system were 
struck. 

"It think the voluntaries 
could pick up a good deal of 
the slack as far as bed pa­
tients are concerned,"said 
Dr. Martin Cherkasky, 
president of Montefiore 
Hospital in the Bronx, one 
of the largest private non­
profit hospitals in the city. 

mental center cutbacks are 
contained in the summary 
of the state's plans for com­
plying with federal govern­
ment regulations and stan­
dards for care of the 
mentally retarded.

WiUowbrook itself, on 
Staten Island, wUl be an ex­
ception, as it "runs down" 
from a 2,690-patient center 
to a 250-patient unit. 

The centers to be phased 
out are aU mental retarda­
tion units that were opened 
to provide temporary reUef 
for overcrowded major cen­
ters, say department 
spokesmen.
