The shoestring 
play could have been a 
great one or a sorry one. 
And it turned out to be 
sorry." 

Arkansas thus had scored 
10 points in the final minute 
of the first half thanks \o 
two Georgia turnovers 
(backup quarterback Jftatt 
Robinson had previously 
fumbled to set up art Ar­
kansas field goal by Steve 
Little).

The drought is over and the 
Bear couldn't be more 
pleased.

B r y a n t has 
acknowledged he " re ­
commended" Penn State to 
the Sugar Bowl committee, 
which then followed 
through with an invitation 
to the Nittany Liqns. — 

Bryant was accused of 
picking a soft touch as his 
bowl opponent to minimize 
his chances-of suffering an­
other bowl defeat. 

According to Bryant, 
however, the Lions were 
tough and competitive op­
ponents. 

"I think we beat a great 
football team," he said. 
"We had prepared for 
them, but they just did 

. such an excellent job of ex­
ecution." 

Alabama, the nation's 
No. 3 team entering the 

bowls, won the first Sugar

Habs Outplayed Soviets, 
Have to Settle for Tie 

MONTREAL (UPI) — 
"We outclassed them the 
whole game from start to 
finish," said Montreal Can-
adiens' Coach Scotty Bow­
man after his team battled 
the touring Soviet Army 
team to a 3-3 tie in-a. New 
Year's Eve contest at. the 
Forum. 

The Canadierts, who lead 
all 18 clubs in the regular 
National Hockey League 
season play, laid on such a 
strong defensive game that 
tft&jc held the Soviet Army 
to only 13 shots on goal. 

"This was our most dis­
ciplined game of the year," 
Bowman said. "We had 
more scoring chances in 
this game than we get in 
our own league." 

The Canadiens tested 
Soviet goalie .Vladislav Tre-
tiak 38 times. 

"Players like Jim Rob­
erts and Doug Jarvis, can 
play on any All-Star team 
after the way they played 
defensively against the So­
viets, and I got an ex­
tremely strong personal 
game from defensemen like 
Guy Lapointe and Serge Sa-
vard," Boman said. 

Lapointe, a veteran of the 
1972 Team Canada series 
against the Russians, 
agreed with his coach's 
assessment of the Cana­

diens' performance. 
"I wasn't tired out' there 

during the game. It-seems 
that I can be more tired, 
against other teams in our 
own league. I figure the 
Russians can play better 
than they did tonight," he 
said. 

Forward Peter Mahov-
lich, who set up the first 
Montreal goal by Steve 
Shutt at 3:16 of the opening 
period, was proud of his 
teammates. "We can hold 
our heads up high," he 
said. "We played a great_ 
game. They' got the goal-
tending to keep them alive. 
The other NHL teams who 
are going to play against 
the Soviets will just have to 
sit down and think about 
how they can beat them." 

"I was disapointed in the 
outcome of the game," said 
Canadiens' goalie Ken 
Dryden. "After all, they 
only got three shots in the 
second period and I allowed 
two goals. They beat me 
with easy shots for their 
first and third goals of the 
game.". 

Boris Mikhilov tested 
Dryden with an easy drive 
in the second period but he 

failed to hold onto the puck. 
» Boris Aleksandrov tied the 

game at 4:04 of the final 
period with a similar goal. 

"I guests the only goal 
they scored on which I was
