stop in his four-nation trip 
which also included Austria 
and Iran—and went into little 
detail on some major aspects 
of his week-long talks with So­
viet Communist party chief 
Leonid Brezhnev. 

He acknowledged that "the 
problem of ending the Viet­
nam war ... was one of the 
most extensively discussed 
subjects of our agenda." 

But he said "it would only 
jeopardize the search for 
peace" if he were to report 
more than that "each side ob 
viously has its own point of 
view." 

"Both the United States 
and the Soviet Union share 
an overriding desire to 
achieve a more-stable peace 
in the world," he added. 

The presidential account 
stirred speculation that a new 
diplomatic effort for an Indo 
china settlement will be un 
dertaken in the wake of the 
Moscow meeting. 

In speaking of the joint dec 
laration of principles agreed 
on at Moscow, Nixon coupled 
intent to live up to these 
peaceful-coexistence goals 
with caution that "vigilance 
and firmness" must be pur­
sued -at the same time. 

He said successes in deal-
mg-with-therSoviets-had come 
about in the past because of 
U.S. and allied strength. 
Maintaining such strength, he 
said, "is the foundation on 
which all of our other initia­
tives for peace and security 
in the world must rest." 

Sen. Edmund S. Muskie of 
Maine was on hand for Nix­
on's speech and joined in the 
standing ovation as the Presi­
dent arrived. Mrs. Nixon, the 
two Nixon daughters and 
presidential adviser Henry A. 
Kissinger sat in the galleries, 
Which were packed with diplo­
mats, Cabinet members and 
other notables. 

But a number of other 
Democratic presidential as-
p'rants were away. Among 
them were Sens. George Mc-
Govern and Hubert H. Hum-
phreyrcontending-for Califor­
nia's primary next Tuesday. 

McGovern issued a state­
ment in California saying he 
supports the arms agreement.

RockySigns 
Industrial 
Agency Bill 

SACKETS HARBOR — 
Gov. Nelson A. Rockefeller 
has signed a bill authorizing 
the establishment here of an 
industrial development agen­
cy, which may in the future 
be used to assist in the_resto-_ 
ration of historical village 
properties.-

The bill, first passed by the 
Senate and then the Assem­
bly, was sponsored by State 
Sen. H. Douglas Barclay and 
Assemblyman Donald L. Tay­
lor. 

According to village Mayor 
Donald K. Hopkins, the raea-
sure was first suggested to 
the village board by Atty. 
Ned Cole in his capacity as 
counsel to the St. Lawrnecef 

Eastern Ontario Commission, 
which is assisting the village 
inits plans to restore and re­
develop some of its historical 
sites. 

Mr. Hopkins said the new 
agency can be important to 
the village in the future in 
two primary capacities: As a 
vehicle to assist in the utiliza­
tion of funds for the proposed 
redevelopment program, and 
as a vehicle through which 
the village could bond for the 
acquisition of Madison Bar­
racks. 

The agency could also be 
used for the promotion of in­
dustrial expansion in the vil­
lage, but the mayor said that 
is currently seen as less like­
ly to materialize than the oth­
er two possible uses. 

The funds referred to by 
Mr. Hopkins are those the vil­
lage, with the help of the 
Eastern Ontario Commission, 
is seeking from foundations 
and philanthropic organiza­
tions. Serious discussion is 
now under way with one such 
source, the mayor said. 

The commission, Mr. Hop­
kins added, also aided the vil­
lage in engaging the Ithaca 
planning firm of Egner and 
Niederkorn for a two-phase 
study of the advantages and 
disadvantages of historical 
restoration, and recommenda­
tions for village action. 

The first phase has been 
completed at a cost of $5,000, 
with 13 per cent of the funds 
provided by the village and 
the rest by the state and fed­
eral government. It involves a 
thorough study of possible re­
development in the business 
section. 

A review of the first phase 
study will be presented to the 
public at a meeting June 26 
in the village municipal 
building. A preview has al­
ready been presented to the 
planning and village boards, 
which Mr. Hopkins said were 
"extremely pleased" with the 
results. 

The mayor explained that 
the second phase, which "is 
in the* stage of being ap­
proved," will ~ be a $10,003 
program with the same fund­
ingsystenvas-phase one^= 

It will involve a study of 
the entire community, he 
said, including homes of pos­
sible historical Importance 
and the possibility of involv­
ing Madison Barracks in the 
proposed redevelopment. 

Mr. Hopkins stressed that 
the success of the village ef­
forts to implement the resto­
ration program will depend 
on what outside funds It can 
secure and on the willingness 
of village property owners to 
participate. 

He noted that while some 
owners have already taken 
steps to renovate their prop­
erty, others "don't seem to 
care at all." N 

Any village program; he 
added, will be done in con-
Junction with efforts already 
undertaken by the State His­
toric Trust and Thousand Is­
lands State Park Commission, 
which are involved most nota­
bly In the redevelopment of 
Battlefield State Park.
