Of three planets in the June 
evening sky only Jupiter will 
be seen easily all month. Di­
rectly opposite the sun on 
June 24 it will rise in the 
Southeast at sunset and re­
main visible all night. 

On June 1 Venus, even

brighter than Jupiter, will be 
prominent in the west at 
dusk, setting nearly two hours 
after sunset. It's drawing ra­
pidly toward the sun, how­
ever. A week later it will set 
only an hour after the sun. It 
passes between sun and earth 
on June 17, becoming a 
"morning star," rising In the 
east just before sunrise. 

Mars, the third evening 
Jplanet, will not be easily visi­
ble this month. Approaching 
maximum d i s t a n c e from 
earth, it has faded to second 
magnitude so it's about as 
bright as the pole star. It 
sets, on June 1, about two and 
a half hours after sunset. 

The accompanying maps 
show the sky as it looks about 
11 p.m., local daylight, saving 
time, on June 1. It looks the 
same about 10 p.m.' on the 
15th. 
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Brightest star in Vega, in 
Lyra, which is high in the 
east. Below it is the Northern 
Cross, part of Cygnus, where 
the star Deneb stands. Also 
in the east (shown on the 
southern sky map) is Aquila, 
with Altair the brightest star. 
Vega, Altair and Deneb form 
what is sometimes called the 
summer triangle.

Above 
them is the large constellation 
of Ursa Major, of which the 
Big Dipper is part. The Little 
Dipper in Ursa Minor, with 
the pole star, Polaris, at the 
end of the handle is directly 
north. 

By the end of June Saturn, 
as well as Venus, wilJ appear 
in the east before sunrise. 
Saturn is about a thirtieth as 

bright as Venus and ri 
about half an hour earlier.

21, the sun is farthest no 
for the year. It will then be
