ALBANY, N.Y. (AP)— 
Are the eggs you're eating 
"everything they're cracked 
up to be"? 

Do you know the differ­
ence between "'The Pedi­
greed Egg" and a plain 
old, ordinary Grade A egg? 

Jf you don't, you proba­
bly will soon. 

The state Department of 
Agriculture and Markets i$,„ 
gearing up • Ior...a $20,000 
program designed to .poor, 
vince consumers that some 
of the six billion eggs con­
sumed annually in New 
York State are better than 
others. 
The department will be­

gin shortly to distribute 
"public service" advertise­
ments to radio and televi­
sion stations boosting what 
it calls "The Empire State 
Egg" as 'natures' Original 
health food.' ' 

The Empire State Egg, 
also referred ta as The Pe­
digreed Egg. is not just 
any old egg produced in 
New York State. Only 18 
million dozen of the 187 
million dozen eggs pro­
duced in the state last year 
qualified for the designa­
tion. 0 
What distinguishes the 

Empire State Egg from 
you ordinary New York 
egg? 

Well, for one thing, 

some of the people who 
produce Empire State Eggs 
read state-produced litera­
ture about how to produce 
high-quality eggs.. For an­
other, one-third of each 
dozen-egg packages must 
be Grade -AA eggs, the rest 
Grade A; the difference is 
that Grade AA has a firm­
er white. 

But perhaps more impor­
tantly, the producers of 
Empire State Eggs—which 
are'-SQld under dozens of 
different brand names 
from a wide number of in-' 
dependent ^omprarfies— 
have paid the state one 

"eighth of a cent per dozen 
for the privilege of putting 
a little red "Empire Stale" 
label on their cartons. 

Major Expansion 
This year, the state is 

mapping a major expan-

ing firm; Madison North 
Marketing Co., was hired 
and created "The Pedi­
greed Egg" themej three 
radio commercials, three 
television commercials and 
some signs for shelf dis­
plays of .the Empire State 
e g ^ at grocery stores. 

The radio spots, which 
were played for a gather­
ing of news media repre­
sentatives and egg industry 
people at a promotional 
brunch here Tuesday, em­
phasize that the program 
is endorsed by the state 
Department of Agriculture. 
They do not mention that 

the department inspects 
the processing of all eggs 
in the state, Pedigreed or 
not. 

"There are two ways to 
be sure that you are get­
ting the very, freshest, 
highest qualitv eggs," says 
one of the radio commer­
cials. 

"One is to get up very 
early"—and here is heard 
a ringing alarm clock— 
"and go out to the farm." 
the ad says. The other is to 
buy eggs with the little 
red Empire State label. 

Another radio ad says 
Empire State Eggs are "ev­
erything they are cracked 

up to "vbe...pure, fresh, 
Grade A or better." 

The television spots em­
phasize the low cost of 
eggs, their versatility, and 
pictures of their graceful 
form. 

There is never, ever any 
ipention whatsoever, of 
ch'loresterol. 

A spokesman for the de­
partment said there are no 
indications yet how many 
radio and television sta­
tions will agree to run the 
advertisements for free, as 
"public service" ads. 

No taxpayers' money, he 
said, will be used to put 
them on the air.

ALBANY, N.Y. (AP) — 
Sen. Thomas McGowan of 
Buffalo finds himself in 
the ironic position of ques­
tioning legislation that 
bears his name as sponsor.
