WASHINGTON — Virtual-I 
ly all of the federal impafct 
aid payments to school dis­
tricts in Jefferson and Lewis 
Counties for the . current 
school year will run 54 per 
cent of the money to which 
the districts would be enti­
tled under the aid program 
formula.

Pencils 

Children may be in danger 
of contracting lead poisoning 
through.. pencils manufac­
tured by five companies and 
sold in New York State, ac­
cording to the office of Attor­
ney Geeral Louis Lefkpwitz. 

None of the pencils are 
being used in five school dis­
tricts in Watertown and vicin­
ity, but the pencils were sold 
through toy departments of 
stores, either separately or as 
part of school boxes and art­
ists' materials, ,... 

The Attorney General's off­
ice obtained a court order 
against the companies. Legal 
case state, in part: "The pen 
cil" constitute a source of 
lead sufficient to cause or ag­
gravate a case of lead poison­
ing. Such a result has 
ocurred and may occur be­
cause the highly leaded paint 
from said pencils is ingested 
by children or adults who 
chew on pencils." 

The Attorney General's off­
ice has ordered the compa­
nies to stop selling the pen­
cils and recall the inventories 
of retail and wholesale estab­
lishments. 

The pencils are coated with 
a substance containing harm­
ful levels of lead in excess of 
the amount permitted by law. 
The companies did not admit 
a violation of law, but con­
sented to the stipulations of 
the order. 

The five manufacturers 
are: General Pencil Co., Inc.; 
Rure Pencil Co.; Richard Best 
Pencil Co.; Musgrave Pencil 
Co., Inc; and J. R. Moon Pen­
cil Co., Inc.
