Sham.will go it alone because 
Knightly Dawn is not quite up 
to par. 

There will be a second cou­
pling in the race with My Gal­
lant, the Blue Grass Stakes 
winner,, paired* with Shecky 
Greene. 

The others, expected to be 
named were Our Native, Royal 
and Regal, Forego, Impecu­
nious-, Restless Jet, Warbucks, 
Navajo, Twice a Prince and 
Gold Bag. 

Although the track was mud­
dy in midweek it was expected 
to be fast on Saturday with fair 
weather predicted. An "off 
track" could force the with­
drawal of Angle Light, Shecky 
Greene, Forego and Restless 
Jet and compromise the 
chance of Royal and Regal. 

"My horse can run in the 
mud," Martin said of Sham.
