Manager Reassures Tenants 

Maple Court Bill'Will Be Paid'

Residents of Maple Court 
Shrug Of f Power Threat, 
By RICHARD V. BOWLING

Residents of the Maple-
Court Apartment Complex 
were puzzled Thursday af­
ternoon by the threatened 
cutoff of electrical service, 
but, with few exceptions, 
were not overly worried 
about the action. 

One man told a reporter 
he -̂ was more concerned 
that "there's no place for 
the kids to play," than he 
was about Niagara Mo­
hawk's attempts to collect 
a reported $14,000 in over­
due electric and natural 
gas bills. 
A young woman rocking 
a baby carriage asked, 
"what would I do if, they 
cut off the power? All my 
food would spoil.'' 

She and two other wom­
en talking in the warm af­
ternoon sun wondered why 
the project management, 
Longley-Jones Management 
Corp., Syracuse, could not 

- afford to pay its utility bill. 
"There's no reason for 
them to be behind," one 
said, "they get enough 
rent." ' 

At another of the- five 
buildings making up the 
complex, a man, and his 
wife sat on an open-air bal­
cony and discussed their 
reaction to the notices of 
"Intention to Discontinue 
Service", effective May 20, 
taped to each door.^ 

"It's .power politics," the 
man said; "they (Niagara 
Mohawk) are using us' as a 
go-between to accomplish 
what they couldn't." He 
said he had called Mrs. He­
len Lillis in Syracuse, at 
the Longley-Jones office, 
and she had assurred him. 
"the power won't be turned 
off." 

"Do you believe her?" he 
was asked. "Not until May 
20." he chuckled. 

Still, he and the others 
interviewed were reluctant 
to criticize the company for 
failing to pay its utility bill 
on time. And, almost with­
out1 exception, tenants 
asked that their names not 
be used, because, as one 
woman said, "we like it. 
here." 

That sentiment was re­
peated by others around 
the ,complex. "We've been 
here since it opened." one 
man said, "and we've got 
no complaints." The notice 
from the power company, 
he acknowledged, "was 
more or less a shock," but' 
he said, he believed the 
matter would be straigh­
tened out before the May 
20 deadline. 

Ernest Pagragan. resi­
dent manager of the 
92-apartment complex, was 
even more definite: 
"Longley — Jones isn't 

about to let Niagara Mo­
hawk shut the power off." 
Mr. Pagragan, who is em­
ployed by the" Syracuse 
firm, pledged, "the bills 
will get paid...they've never 
failed yet." 

He admitted tenants had 
come to him after the not­
ices went up Thursday, but 
he said, "I just tell them T 
don't pay the bills, I don't 
know what's going-on'."^ 
. John F. Wil'lianis, a form­

er member of the Jefferson 
County Sheriff's Depart­
ment and a resident of the 
complex since December, 
said he couldn't under­
stand the nonpayment of 
the utility bill, but ex­
pressed more concern at 
lack of a play area for the' 

children of the section. He 
pointed to an open section 
of land to the east of the 
complex which could be 
used as a recreation area, 
but instead is vacant. 
"They're trying to. sell it 
instead," he said. 

One of Mr. Williams' 
neighbors suggested if Lon­
gley — Jones was interest­
ed in cutting its bills, it 
could begin by installing 
thermostats in each apart­
ment.

Hopes Dim for Effective Open Record Bill 
ALBANY — The pros 

pects dimmed today that 
the legislature would ap­
prove an effective Freedom 
-of Information bill before 

. adjournment. 
Assemblyman Donald L. 

Taylor of Watertown, who 
has led the fight for the 
measure the past four 
years, said there would be 
no action in the assembly 
unless the Senate was will­
ing to yield on a couple of 
key points. They are: 

1.. Re-insertion of a 
clause establishing an in 

dexing system for material 
the public might wish to" 
examine. 

2. Elimination of chapter 
amendments which, in ess­
ence, emasculate the pur­
pose of the bill. 
. Mr. Taylor, clearly an­
gered by what has been 

done to his measure, said, 
"the bill that was sent over 
here is not going anywhere 
in the assembly." 

The assemblyman's firm­
ness,, apparently began to 
register on the senate side. 
One of the sponsors, Mr. 
Ralph J. Marion, ap­
proached Mr. Taylor this 
morning asking if there 
were anything that could 
be done. 

"Give me a bill that's 
meaningful," Mr. Taylor 

, replied. 
A short time later, the 

chief counsel for Senate 
Majority Leader Warren M. 
Anderson, informed Mr. 
Taylor that they "wanted • 
to pass something over 

here." 
"I'm willing to make 

changes; I'm willing to go 

half way, but when they 
put in the bill that the 
public will have no right to 
any documents, or memo­
randa or any other materi­
al that goes into the formu­
lation of policy, that's too 
much. After all, that's the 
heart of this whole bill," 
the assemblyman' declared. 

If tonight's 6 p.m. ad-
journament deadline pre­
vails, every measure this 
legislature can act on must 
be out of committee by 
that time, Mr. Taylor said. 

There was still a pros­
pect that something could 
be done but only, Mr. Tay­
lor declared, if the final 
bill-was effective. 

The indexing require­
ment is most essential, he 
said, because without it, 
agencies could stall and of­

fer excuses why the data 
requested could not be 
provided. 
- "What I offered was sim­

ple, just a listing by sub­
ject matter. It's something 
that could be kept up with 
little trouble or expense. 

Without i£ he added, "any­
body who didn't want to 
produce the information 
wouldn't :have to. They 
could say they couldn't find 
it." 

Mr. Taylor said the sen­
ate probably would have 
done nothing at all on.a 
Freedom of Information 
measure this year had not 
the news media given sup­
port to his efforts. 

"I know one thing," he 
said. "If we don't get a bill 
this year, a lot of people 
down here aer going to 
hear about it." 
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
