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CONCORD, N.H. (AP): — 
Ruth Farkas, the U.S. ambas 
sador. to Luxembourg who 
contributed $300,000 to form 
er President Nixon's re-elec 
tipn campaign, held a pre 
viously undisclosed meeting 
in September ' 1972 with 
Maurice Stans, Nixon's fi­
nance chairman.. 

Mrs. Earkas has refused to 
discuss the matter with re­
porters. 
. Robert H. Barker, Stans' 
personal lawyer, said . the 
meeting, which appears to 
contradict her statements to 
the Senate Foreign Relations 
Committee, . was held when 
Mrs. Farkas paid the first in­
stallment of her campaign 
pledge. 

Records from Mrs. Farkas' 
confirmation hearing by the 
committee show that her first 
donation was received in Oc­
tober. 
. In addition, the disclosure 
of the second meeting follows 
a disclosure by U.S. Rep. 
Louis C. Wyman, R-N.H., last 
month that a meeting which 
he attended with Mrs. Farkas 
and Stans was in May 
1972—not September 1972 as 
he stated earlier. '•-.'• 

Wyman, acknowledged 
middleman in Mrs. Farkas' 
appointment, had told, the 
.Senate committee the May 
rrieeting was in September. 

Mrs. Farkas' domination to 
the Luxembourg post and 
contributions are under in­
vestigation by the Special 
Watergate Prosecutor's office 
because of allegations that 
ambassadorships* were, .for 
sale by the Nixon administra­
tion. • 

Wyman: said a letter by 
Special Prosecutor Leon Ja-
worski had exonerated him 

from wrongdoing. . 
The letter said, "Specifi­

cally with regard to. Congress­
man Wyman the investiga­
tion has not uncovered evid­
ence which would support 
the 'bringing of any criminal 
charges against Congressman 
Wyman." : ' 

In a related development, 
former White House Aide 
Peter M. Flanigan denied un­
der oath Wednesday that he 
offered ambassadorships in 
exchange for contributions to 
Nixon's re-election campaign. 

Flanigan's testimony to the 
foreign relations committee, 
which is. considering his nom­
ination to be ambassador to 
Spain, conflicted with that- of 
Herbert Kalmbach, former 
lawyer for Nixon. 

In testimony before the 
House Judiciary Committee 
earlier this year, Kalmbach 
said that in July or' August 
1971 Flanigan called and 
*vsaid: "Herb, we would like 
to have you contact a Dr. 
Ruth Farkas in New. York. 
She is interested m giving 
$250,000 for Costa Rica....
