The latest attempt to erode 
colleges' tax-exempt status is 
being made in Evanston, 111., 
home of 80,000 weary taxpay­
ers, four financially hard-
pressed universities, and 10-
000 non-taxpaying students. 

A proposed $30 "tuition 
tax" on students is presently 
nearing a city council vote 
there. Evanston's educational 
community-has consequently 
charged that the tax would be 
discriminatory, unconstitu­
tional, and a threat to higher 
education's historical tax-ex­
empt status.

Supplement and benefit 
claims include reimburse­

The Labor Department's di­
vision of labor standards en­
forces the state laws on mini­
mum wages, payment of 
agreed wages and other wage 
benefits or supplements. The 
department's bureau of 
public work enforces the law 
requiring that workers on 
public work projects be paid 
the prevailing rate of wages 
and the fringe benefits for 
their craft. 

In the Syracuse District 
which includes - Jefferson 
County, a total of $322,057 
was collected from 361 firms 
for 1,693 employes. Minimum 
wage underpayments at 132 
firms for 542 workers to­
talled $24,928. Unpaid wages 
at 132 firms for 168 workers 
accounted for $14,689. Indi­
vidual supplements of 
$89,338 were collected for 33 
workers at 21. firms.

In Jefferson County, a total 
of 4,223 persons paid $67,831 
for $101,544 worth of food 
stamps in July, compared to 
4,593 participants in June 
who paid $74,871 for $112,783 
in stamps. 

St. Lawrence County fig­
ures showed 7,230 persons 
paid $110,490 for $169,782 
worth of food stamps in July. 
The June totals were 7,712 
persons, a $115,938 purchase 
price and a total price of 
$177,976. 

In Lewis County, $24,678 
worth of stamps -were pur­
chased in July by 1,078 per­

sons for $15,336, compared to 
$27,784 worth purchased in 
June by 978 for $17,210. 

Oswego County partici­
pants in July numbered 5.761 
with total and purchase 
stamp values totaling 
$140,380 and $86,948. In June 
5,850 participants purchased 
$139,848 worth of stamps for 
$87,885. 

Figures for Essex County 
showed 1,972 July partici­
pants purchasing $56,231 
worth of stamps for $36,002 
compared to 2,111 persons 
purchasing $57,573 worth of 
stamps for $36,930 in June.
