
Sets Off 22 E 
WASHINGTON <UPI)~The 

most powerful underground 
nuclear test ever conducted 
by the United States fell 
within the bounds of safety 
although it set off 22 small 
earthquakes, according to a 
scientific analysis. 

The test explosion, code-n­
amed. Cannikin, was set off 
Nov. 6,1971 in a 54-foot wide 
chamber at the bottom of a 
6.00Q foot hole on Amchitka, a 
remote Alaskan Island. 

Cannikin was touched off 
five hours after the Supreme 
Court denied appeals of envi­

ronmentalists to halt it. The' 
nuclear test had been fought 
for four months in the courts 
and generated protests from 
Canada and Japan. 

In an analysis of seismic 
data from Cannikin, the Na 
tlorial Oceanic and Atmos 
pheric Administration 
(NOAA) concluded that the 
test did not trigger the "natu> 
ral earthquake-causing proc­
esses" that environmentalists 
feared would happen in the 
geologically fragile Aleutian 
Islands. < 

The analysis was written 
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for NOAA by Dri JB./R, Eng­
dahl, a research«geophyslclst 
with NOAA at Boulder, Colo. 

Engdahl said the 22'quakes 
were "minor structural ad­
justments in the earth's 
crust." He said hundreds of 
blast aftershocks represented 
"such a localized and short 
term phenomonon that they 
cannot be considered a seri­
ous hazard of nuclear test­
ing." 

The five megaton (equiva­
lent to the force of five mil­
lion tons of TNT) nuclear test 
registered 7.0 on the«Rlchter 
quake magnitude scale. 

The Jfirst of 22 small earth 
quakes that followed Cannikin 
came Nov. 13 and registered 
3.5 on the scale. The next 21 
quakes were spread over a pe­
riod of three months. 

Six of the 22 quakes oc­
curred near the explosion 
cavity, but below it at depths 
of 2.2 to. 4.5 miles, Engdahl 
said! Some occurred as far as 
eight miles from the cavity. 

James R. Schlesinger, 
chairman of the Atomic Ener­
gy Commission, said when 
the test was made that its ef­
fects had been "well within 
the range of projections." 

Cannikin, estimated to have 
cost about $200 million, was 
the last of more than 20 tests 
related to the development of 
a warhead for the Spartan 
missile.
