The train out from Omaha oo which we 
are, is some three hours behind time, not 
from any fault of this oompaoy, but from 
the non-amval oo time oi trains due bora 
from the east Jt is to ths credit of tbe 
Union Pacinc company to say that tbay 
preler:, st*u Ukic l time than to di» 
appoint nitj or a bum tied pasacngers ecu 
tonng here lxoao Uie east to make connec­
tion with the 11 o'clock train from Otnabs 
wmt But tor Una accommodating die 
position, we should not have boon able to 
leave Omaha to-day, for though We were 
on time ID pt;t»«.u, our baggage was not 
brought over till an hour after the ap 
pointed time. But the train was held back 
till the last of the expected eastern train* 
arrived, and Uii the last paaaengcr and the 
laat trunk I U UQ board. Wo pronounce 
this better thaa to havs been off at the 
appoxated time, to the ax pease and tor­
ment of a hundred passengers or so, by 
leaving either them or their baggage. But 
at last, all over and in their teats, and a 
train composed of twelve or fourteen pas­
senger, sleeping, and dining room cars 
move up the inclino, through the blufls, and 
out upon the broad plains of Nebraska. 

The weather has oooled up materially 
since our arrival here, from the prevalence 
of thunder showers, Sunday afternoon one 
visited Glen wood and vicinity, pouring 
down rain and hail in floods and violence. 
Some corn fields are quite badly riddled 
by ths driving hsiL • 

The settlement of the State of Iowa is 
retarded beyond what it would be, I have 
no doubt, from the lack of a provision in 
the land railroad grant bills requiring the 
companies to bring it into market within a 
given time. Borne of the companies, if not 
all to whom these lands were donated, have 
wormed along, raising money by private, 
town, city and oMnry subscriptions to their 
stock, and have got their roads built, with­
out offering any of their lands for sale— 
the consequence la, settlers push on to 
Nebraska, Eansak, or elsewhere, where 
land can he had at something like govern­
ment prices. There is no better grain 
growing land in tbe world than that of 
Iowa. Settlers would not pass by it it the 
price bed not been improperly put op by 
the railroad companies to whom to many 
thousand acres have been donated. The

Beotion 1. If any officer, clerk, agent, or 

member of any public library' duly incorpo­
rated under the laws of the State of. New 
1 ork, or any other person whatever,' shall 
thereafter willfully out, mark, mutilate or 
otherwise injure any book, volume, map, 
chart painting or engraving belonging to 
any public library ao incorporated as slore-
eai'd, or shall procure such injury to be done 
as lierein stated- every such person shell be 
deemed to be guilty erf a misdemeanor, and 
npoTj conviction thereof by any eonrtof 
peaaiit jurisdiction, shall be liable for each 
offense to a fine of not more than one hun­
dred dollars, at the discretion of the ooeurt 

bowerer, that no prosecution shau 
maintained under thia act, unless tbe li-

brarr proaecutuu^ ahae) hare a printed oopy
