The Mew York Kvening Post, which made

It now turns up at the lovely old town of 
Innapruok, in the Austrian Tyrol, whore, at 
the twenty-ninth meeting of tbe German 
Philoiogioal Ouwgrees, according to a corre­
spondent of tbe London Academy, it was in­
troduced by Profess >r Schiottmaoc as a 
Phoenician statue o ' Adonis. Professor 
bohiottmann i s somewhat lets in aaoribing a 
type peculiar to the Pboiaksans to this on-
couth piece of atone. Professor MoWhorter, 
of New d a v e a , having ooBoatvod tbe notion 
some years ago that it waa o n e of tba gods 
of that enterpriaing people. It makes little 
difference, howerer, what it is oslied.

in the art of idol-making daring the last few 
Ihnaaaiids of years. But it is stugaJar what 
immortality there ia in a delusion of this 
kind. I s it true that talaehood ever trmrels 
by poet, while truth ksapa after on foot: and 
that the only way to arotd the repetition of 
error is to drive it clean out of the world F 
There is this to be aaid, howerer, that oreda-
Uty ia not oonHned by amx^sphioml nasiia. 
The philoiggiai at Innapruok, we are told did 
not give foil assent to Prof, bohiottmann • 
opinions, ramembertng perhaps, the reoent 
experiences of tbe German archaeologist 
with tbe Mhapira inaortptions ; while ti eeemt 
to ue that the managers of the Aoadomy, la 
publiHhing the letters of their correspondent 
without ao explanatory word, pot themselves 
in the mtne category with the persons wooes 
proceeding* tbey printed There are indi-
rKtaals m this eoantry to-day who believe ia 
the authenticity of t i e poliUoal party psvav 
ing it«elf off s s democratic, wbich is a man)-
feaiation of oredahty fuliy »qaal to that of 
the philoaopbere of Iunspruck when they 
hatsoed gravely to the •assrtiou that tbe 
Oardiff (riant, that aham "forterchild of 8i-
leooe and slow Time," u a Phcsaician s tatus 
of Adonis.
