Have we a right to infer that sugar and 
starch diet have anything to do with this 
large pereentag* of deficient eyes f The 
experiment* quoted show that tugar does 
act promptly, quickly aad terribly upon 
the aubauace e / the crystalline lea* of 
lower animals. Caa we deny the proba­
bility of ita actionJupoa the eye* of human 
beings f Mark, we do not say it dees 
thus ac'. We simply raise the question. 
We wish the State Board of Health would 
have it investigated, a* it ia a matter 
germane to their Invaluable department of 
labor. 

Now, for candy and diseased teeth. 
Lima aad phosphorus from the chief min­
eral iagredient* of teeth. The orgaaic 
matter (u e.-that like sugar) amounts 

irongatw **> *bew« twenty par cent, of the 
whole tooth. The mineral matter and 
water make the remainder, eighty per 
cent In other words, sugar gives tbe 
teeth, under the moat favorable construc­
tion, twenty per cent of its food only, 
when it is used a* an aliment But sugar 
cannot be used as aa exclusive ailment as 
death would ensue. Used occasionally, 
when tbe other food has it* normal 
amount of mineral ingredients, candy, 
when pure, probably doea not harm the 
teeth. But used frequently, in connection 
with flour diet, there is no doubt that it 
will promote the decay of teeth. When 
organised aobatance* are fed, tbey most 
receive all tbe element* teat enter tnte 
their competition. Failing to receive 
these, their vitality is impaired and decay 
result*. Teeth fed with candy do not re 
ceive any mineral element*. No phospho­
rus and no lime are found in candy, bat 
they constitute the main parts of teeth. 
Hence we see that candy and teeth are 
not interchangeable things, and that 
candy eaten must not be surprised if their 
teeth fail.

Seven Weeks Adrift on the Oceaa. 
Tbe three men rescued by the steamer 

Fnaia from tbe wreck of a Spanish 
schooner., and landed at New York on 
Tuesday* tell a pathetic story of tbev 
suffering* for six weeks on the sea before 
being picked up. The J ©equina left Santo 
Domingo for Havre, June 21, with a cargo 
of dye woods. Ths crew comprised, a first 
mate and five men, and there was one 
passenger, ao old French gardener 
named Augustine Gere tier. On the Wth 
of June, when aboat eight days out, the 
mate was suddenly taken tick with malig­
nant yellow fever and died in a few 
hours. Within twenty-four boon four of 
the crew were attacked in the same man­
ner and died in a short time. The cap­
tain, B, Pelee. tbe passenger and oae 
sailor, Vinoeoto Cortes, escaped tbe con­
tagion. Tbey cast the bodies overboard, 
aad did tbe best tbey could toward navi 
gating the vessel, but without tuccets, a* 
she gradually drifted up the Gulf Stream. 
After being at sea for three or four week*, 
they sighted a vessel, and raited signals 
of distress. The captain of tbs Joaquina 
la ot the opinion that they were seen, 
tor tbe vessel wss sailing toward them at 
tbe time, and abruptly changed ber course. 
Tbe next sail that they aigbted was the 
Fnsia, on^ August 17th. Tbey were then 
in latitude 4b degrees, and longitude 31 
degrees 46 minute*. They had then been 
drifting about helplessly tor seven weeks. 

Their supply of water had nearly ran 
out, and their provisions were red need to 
a tew mo!dv beans and some sea-biscuit 
Upon boarding tbe schooner, Mr. Franten, 
the first officer of tbe Frisia, found tbe 
three mac in an exhausted condition, but 
Captain Palan said that if tbe Fnsia 
would spare bim a small crew and a few 
provisioas he would bring the vessel into 
the nearest port. Officer F raa ten replied 
that he would be glad to do ao, but could 
not paaaibly span the requisite number of 
men. Moreover, the sea was running very 
high and tbe schooner heavily water-log­
ged: night waa coming on, and the only 
thing he could offer was to take them 
on board, to which they per force consent* 
ed.
