In the first plaoe it wai not In good taste 
for him to turn half around and address some 
of his remarks to tbe representative of the 
Tuuu. There is no barm in the oourt room 
of slinging a few deserved thunderbolts direct­
ly at tbe bead of a wicked oUent or witness, 
or banging and flashing sway for some time 
at a particularly thiok-ekulled juror, but in a 
public audience the most approved way is to 
talk t j the audience in general instead of any 
one individual therein. To be sure Itev 
Jedediah Horchard and Eider Knapp u«ed to 
designate individuals whea they were holding 
revival meetings, sad say, "John Smith, yoo 
are going to hell," and, "Sally Jones, come 
forward and be saved from the wrath to 
come," or words to that effect; bat the pro­
priety of snch means of grace has always 
been condemned by the great majority of re­
ligionists, and is especially reprehensible in a 
political contest, when each party thinks the 
other is the wicked party, and going, if not 
to hell, on a long voyage np Salt river. This 
is our lesson in manners to Mr. Starback. He 
should commit it to memory and at once 
commence the practice of looking around 
ortr Lis whole andienoe. 

Mr. Htarbuck asserted that the sins of car. 
tain republicans were chargeable to the re­
publican party, and also the evil i of all laws 
that had been enacted since the republican 
party came into power. Neither the one 
nor the other assertion is jaat. The party is 
responsible for snch things only just so far as 
it through its represenativea endorses the 
sins, shields the sinners, and of itself makes 
the laws. If a Isw is a bad law, and it was 
only enacted by the aid of democrats, al­
though a majority of the legislators are re­
publicans the republican party is not respon­
sible for the law. These sweeping charges 
will not do; important distractions are neces­
sary. Leave wholesale and unqualified de­
nunciations to the fanatics. Bnt Mr. Star-
buck cited tbe oase of Belknap, and reasoned 
thus, as we abbreviate his logic: Belknap 
sinned and was in danger. Orant says lo 
him, resign and save yourself from impeach-
ment and I will accept the resignation and 
give you s certificate of character. Belknap 
hurried to resign, and Grant accepted "with 
regret" The rexmblioams of the senate bask­
ed up the crime and the attempt to otrrer it 
by reTeeeiBg Belknap on a techniohality. 
The republican party endorsed the whole 
business by praising Orant in tbe Cincinnati 
resolutions, and Hayes did the same by ap­
proving of the resolations. Do yon notios 
how many assumptiona there are la this Star, 
buckian logic? I t ia an assumption, un­
doubtedly a false one, to say that Orant told 
Belknap to resign for the purpose of shield­
ing him. It is an sasumption, undoubtedly 
s false one, that Orant knew Belknap was 
guilty when he accepted his resignation "with 
regret." It is a false assumption that the re­
publicans of the senate countenanced Bel­
knap's course by releasing him, and a false 
assumption that they released htm r m T t o s r s 
techniohality. A fundamental governmental 
principle was involved, and it was better that 
Belknap escape than that that should be vio­
lated. It ia a falsa sasumption that the Cin­
cinnati convention endorsed all of Orant'a 
eote by commending him la general terms as 
they did, and false that Hayes did the same 
by approving of the resolutions. Ton see, 
the way of putting things makes a great dif­
ference in their appearance; and Mr. Star-
buck has an unfortunate habit when he orates 
of putting many of them wrong side out, or 
wrong side to, or bottom aids up, 

There was also a BtarttMkian illustration i a 
bis speech which was not felicitous. Ai ts 
characterizing the republican party as full of 
all rottenness and corruption, ha said that its 
claim that it could reform itself was like a 
drunkard lifting a glass of liquor to his lips 
and proposing at the same time to embark a* 
a temperance reformer. Mr. Starbuck failed 
to see that his illustration did not apply at all, 
in that the drunkard proposed to reform, not 
himself, but somebody else. But supposing 
the republican party were aa tad as he paints 
it; there is yet no other way to its reform ex­
cept by reforming itself. It ia the only way 
that any party or man can reform. They 
may get outside help, but it Is only help. 
They may get outside motives, but they are 
only motives. The reformative principle and 
purpose are within themselves if anywhere-

He was careful what he said and did, ami was 
uiade more welcome in the M. E. oiiuicbos of 
the state than other northern mimaLera Lad 
beeu. His connection with the railroad com-
pauy gave htm access to ail parts of the s'ale 
and he became actiuainted with the leading 
men of the state. All went smoothly for 
about a year, when bis connection with the 
rulroad company was diMoJved, and be was 
appointed by his church presiding elder over 
the colored churches, boon sfler he 00m-
meooed work with the colored people his for­
mer friends, clergymen and others, forsook 
him, and he began to receive threatening let-
tent. The proscription and threats continued 
until six or seven weeks ago, when, in Sum­
mit city, ho was waited on by a meb and 
marched about the streets, abd they were 
about to take him to a deep railroad cut, when 
he protested and said he woe Id go to the 
mayor. The mob threatened his life and 
poiuted revolvers at him, but he pereisted and 
finally got to the mayor s ofhoe. The major 
told him he had better leave the stats, got 
him aboard the car*, and he left and came to 
Jefferson county. He believed that tbe elec­
tion of Samuel J. Tilden would be one of the 
saddest things that ever occurred to this coun­
try, and as likely to produce another revolu­
tion as was the election of Lincoln in 1*60. 
It would be stepping backward 25 years. All 
other things dwindle into insignificance in 
this election in comparison with the oondit ion 
of the South. The socoes of the democratic 
party would reinstate the old regime and re­
new the contest of races and classes which 
distuihed the country for 25 years. It would 
also unsettle the finances, bring financial 
ruin, and revive all the issues of tbe war. 
The South is not reconstructed. Instead of 
accepting the results of the war they repudiate 
them. About nine-tenths of the whites of 
the South are democrats and one-tenth repub­
licans. The democrats are a unit in the pur­
pose to retrieve their fortunes, and to do it 
by blood if they cannot do it by the ballot 
It is their settled purpose to succeed, and not 
to relinquish their, effort* until they do so. 
They believe that the negroes were made for 
s subservient race, and that the whites should 
rule over them; that this government was 
made for white men and not for black men. 
All the papers in Mississippi advocate these 
doctrines. They believe, also, that the demo­
cratic party has the right to rule, and they 
mean that it shall rule. It's the old question 
that has been fought over and over again, the 
question of b&lding up an aristocracy in the 
South to dominate this oountry as it did for 
25 years. What of the modes and means to 
secure this end ? If they intended to do it 
by fair means I would not say no to them. 
Bat they have not chosen this course. They 
have undertaken to beat down the negroes by 
force—not always by weapons, bat by in­
timidation and taking away from them all 
thaj would elevate them, and this although 
ninety-nine out of a hundred of the negroes 
in the Sooth hsvw the lineaments of white 
blood in them. It is a sad"thing to have an 
antagonism cultivated between the whites and 
oolored people of the South. About one year 
and two months ago, the old organisation 
having diaappeered, White leagues* were or-
geaised throughout the stats of Mississippi, 
arraying the whites against the blacks. Men 
averse to it were dragged into i t This white 
line policy threw the people into a ferment 
and the latent fires that had been slumbering

Now, Mr. Starback is ne>er HO happy ai when 
be is lifting up his voice before an audience, 
and, aa we have before remarked, at times be 
is a very effective orator. This time he made 
a more discreet speech than the one he re­
cently made before the democratic club, and 
the democrats thought it was a clincher. The 
Tiuas representative couldn't see it exaot j 
in that light, although the senator directed a 
considerable portion of his remsrks towards 
him with blazing eye and pointing finger. 
Tbe senator may have fancied iu the ticite-
ment of the moment that be was in the court 
room riddling an opposing client or witness. 
At any rate the sins of the prominent sinners 
of tbe republican party were apparently then 
and there all piled by the senator upon the 
innocent scribbler who sat on bis right, the 
reason being, pousibly, that he wis the only 
representative of the party whom he at the 
moment perceived. Tbe scribbler in ques­
tion, however, takes this opportunity to dis­
claim any responsibility for those sins. They 
were committed contrary to his frequently ex­
pressed wishes, and they were also committed 
within and in spite of s much better party 
than any which Senator Starbuck ever belong­
ed to. Tbe senator was tremendously cheer­
ed when be concluded, tlthoogh he made a 
moch longer speech than the most of his 
bearers desired to hear. 

Tbe dtlegations were next requested to pre­
sent tbe names of members of t^p oounty 
eotnniittee, and there followed a regular hub­
bub which caused some, to think that the con­
vention had broken np. It took sometime to 
bring sufficient order out of this chaos to bear 
a report from tbe committee on resolutions, 
and when this was read about two thirds of 
the delegates had left As soon as it was read 
every delegate present was ready to adopt it 
with a shout, but shrewd Levi Brown had de­
tected something wrong in the last resolution, 
and he said, "Wait s minute." They waited, 
and Brown looked over the wording carefully, 
and pointed out wherein part of it was repub­
lican and not democratic in sentiment. Grat­
ified beyond measure that this danger had been 
discovered, one delegate moved that that por­
tion of the resolution be stricken out and 
another moved that they all give three cheers 
for Tilden and Hendricks and go horns.
