T h e H o m e i r o n W o r k s . 
The Rome Sentinel says: Tbe rail mill 

of the Rome Iron work* 1* shut down, ail 
the steel bloom* on hand ha ring been 
converted into rails. There are now on 
band about 600 ton* of steel rails. 300 tons 
of which are already eelii arid awiting 
transportation. Although itSmay not 
be probable that the business of Tail roll­
ing wiy be continued, the mill is not to 
be allowed to remain idle. The director* 
hare been lAinaasing A proposition »o 
tmnjforai tbe rail mill Into one for the 
manufacture of merchant iron of various 
kind* and fixes. J. C. Longland, the fore­
man of the mill, has prepared two plans 
for the manufacture of merchant iron. 
One of the«e plans is to erect a puddling 
mill near tbe Black River canal, north of 
tbe present mill, for the puddling 
of iron to be rolled and finished 
in what is now the rail mill. The- plan 

1 for a new mill provides for a bulling 300x 
TO feet wiili nine furnace*. Br this plan 
the rail mill can be so arranged that both 
merchant iron and rails can ber made. 
Th? other plan is to ovtrhaul aad *&-
< « « • - t a a TWS» mffl and Irans-
form it into A puddling and finish­
ing mill. To do this i t is provided 
that the mill be eclArged 50 feet by An Ad­
dition to the east end, extendiag as f AT as 
the sidewalk on Bouck-street, which will 
enable the company to do its puddling 
and rolling under one roof. In this case 
the roiling of rails would be entirely done 
away with. The capacity of tbe null for 
the production of merchant iron would be 
at»ut TO tons per day. AO4 AS many 
men would be employed a* in tbe palmy 
days of the rail milL It is proposed that 
the new mill turn out aU kinds of 
mercliant iron, such as rounds, flats, an­
gles, girders and qbannel iron for bridge 
wotk, and skelp iron for 

tubing. Tbe Syracuse Tube works 
haa agreed to take the entire 
skc-lp iron product of the mill. To do 
this four trains of rolls would be used, or 
two more than arc now in ths mill. If 
the old mill is rearranged according to 
the plans prepared there will be five pud­
dling furnaces and three heating furna­
ce*. The latter will bo Used in heating 
the iron for finishing it.

She doe* not thereby coven­
ant that the apprentice shall perform bis 
agreement. She only eonseuted to the 
arrangements made by (he father and 
son. If tbe signing of a consent by tbe 
mother will satisfy the statute, the same 
rule will apply to the father, and tha act 
will be shorn of i u plain meaning, not by 
a rational interpretation of its language, 
but by the addition of provision* not con­
tained in the original act.
