In­
stead of spitting out the gargle, he recoiu-
mended the swallowing of 1L Inextrem* 
cases, io wbkh be had been called just la 
The nick"67 lime, 'when the fungus was 
too hearty closing to allow the gargling. 
he blew the sulphur through a quill into 
the throat, and after the fungus had 
shrunk enough to aliow of it, then the 
gargling. He never tost a patient from 
diphtheria. In cases where good medi­
cal aid Is not at band, thlfelmple remedy 
should certainly be tried.
