»V* arule Iheaso d» clJiajjs were luxilriact-
ty furnUhed, btcA«ge they could be oc­
cupied only by, people who were well to-
do. As battle haj QOW , touihrd pretty 
Raruleb. there can be little doubt that ev­
ery house UA« been aack-U by tho Egyp­
tian (oldi^ry. Th» 1O=J> of the ACIUAI 
dwejlingt may not be &• s^rero c iUstro-
pherboCAuso as a rulo they were of eli^ht 
and temporary character. T h e t w o m c * t 
subttantiAl buUding-s in the place were 
the khedire't summer palace and tiie ho­
tel Beau Sejour. Both of these were 
eoAiipped interiorly in fu>t-rate ttyle. 

The liMkhediTe, Lsmail Pacha, loveVi 
his RAmleh p«l»ce, which commanded on 
the ri^ht a view of the famous bay of 
Aboukir, where Lord Nelson destroyed 
the » e n c h fleet under Admiral Bnieyi, 
»nd on th« left a panorama of Pharos and 
the minaret ornamented city of Alexan­
dria. Kor his take t i e carriage road 
was kept in exocilent repair, and nearly 
all the way it wai exposed to the refresh­
ing influence of the Mediterranean tea 
breezoa, ao that it foimed a fashionable 
drive and promenade for Lbe heat-worn 
Alexandrians.

The unanimity of the wholesome decis­
ion rendered in the circuit court of the 
United States here, sustaining the consti­
tutionality cf the federal statute prohibit­
ing and punishing political assessments, 
leaves Utile room for the political assess­
ors to hop© that the supreme court, to 
which they now propose to carry up the 
point of law, will decide otherwise. None 
of the three judges who concurred yes­
terday is a "sentimentalist." - On the con­
trary, one of them, t t least, and the very 
one in wbcee language the opinion was 
delivered, used to be a very "practical" 
politician before he mounted the bench. 

We will not dwell 00 the dramatic 
scene in the court-room. General Newton 
M. Curtis, who was fined to the full ex­
tent of the law, forfeited public sympathy 
long ago by the tricks to which he resort­
ed to postpone his trial, and District 
Attorney Stewart L» Woodford was justly 
i>»n,'«h«i for >h« gTil fv-innatvl i»« c " w 
Curtis last year to go ahead and levy the 
assessment* by now being compelled, in 
the execution of his office, to more for 
sentence upon the very client whom he 
to ill advised.' 

The statute which has been judicially 
confirmed as constitutional is section 6 of 
chapter 2*7 of the United States statute* 
of |*T«>, and reads aa follows :

exceeding f500." 

Examining the decision critically il will
