-Never has Kratice been 
menaced with greater |xrile than at the 
present moment. Never tiefure h»j dhe 
found herself niorc isolated and enfeebled 
than now. Never bt-fore haa ehe IKCO 
aurroundfd by mora powerful and more 
inveterate fo<«. Coniyrnuig thefM' foe* 
there hare ln<en many fanciful auppcmi-
tions more or less well founded, but the 
faeli* have now beeh brought to the 
knowledge of our Kovernruent by person 
ages of the hjgbest authority. Bifniarci'« 
plans and the secret of the triple alliance 
have at last been set in the uakxdnesa of 
truth before the eyes of M. (Irevy and his 
miumters, and we have reason l̂ i believe 
that such an imprt^Hion has been created 
as will cause a change of ministerial 
policy. 

We c*n no longer conceal ihe fact that 
the triple alliance is not only an accom­
plished fact, but a weapon directed 
against us. We m u s t ' n o t forget the 
words uttered on April 12 by Sigfcor 
Uancini in the Italian chambers: " Op­
portunities, not distant, perhaps, will 
enable Italy to use her strength in the 
service of a great cause." Moreover, we 
must not disregard the strictly pro­
fessional voyage that Count Ton Moltke, 
in npiu.- of his eighty-three years, 
baa just accomplished along the Cor-
niche road and among the weak­
est points of our Ita'ian frontier, and, 
braving heat and fatigue, came to study 
from Genoa to Bordloghera, all the 
mountain paasc*. all the topographical 
undulations, like a general making him­
self familiar with a futurv 'lattle-field. 
In 19*59 a similar silent voyage was made 
along our then eaHern fnir-,tier, aod last 
year Count von Moltke's pi. ASure trip red 
him through the 84. Goth-in} and Bren­
ner panes toward the opening in the 
rear of Bel fort, and to tho two great mil­
itary routes connecting Germany with 
Italy. 

At the same moment the Italian gov 
emment by a sadden <vm;> <W t)vntre per­
form* a political revolution in which it is 
difflcwit not to reootrsuaa tba hand'uf the 
Gtormafi ebanoeior, The Depretii cabinet 
that enioyed a sure majority of 800 votes 
suddenly collapsed, as if under the in­
fluence of some powerful ,aod unknowa 
will. The principal elements of the left, 
supreme a lew days ago, were suddenly 
eliminated to give place tn elements of 
the right. These sudden tactics can only 
be explained on the ground that Italy 
must henceforth make her policy conform 
to the spirit, character and tendency of 
the pelicy of her two allies' 

Italy must renounce her radical and Lr 
redentist policy and must obey the orders 
from Berlin which require her to reconcile 
herself with the pope. Bismarck's plan 
in fact p ivots on this reconciliation of 
Italy wTth the holy see and upon the mor­
al support which tho papacy re-establish­
ed under favorable auspices would lend 
to the triple alliance. What return does 
Italy get for all this? Here we tonch up-
ufi question that for France is a burn­
ing one. Utticial documents exist show­
ing that Italy is l ibw perfectly free to 
seek compensation in another difrrtintt.' 
In which direction and to whose detri 
ment: No extraordinary perspicacity is 
required to answer these questions. 

Germany's politique pour boirr com­
mences with herself, she will first an­
nex what is left of Lorraine with Nancy, 
then she will take the Franc-he Comte. 
This vivisection of oar country, still 
bleeding from her wounds, will be con­
tinued. Belgium will get French 
Flanders. England, for her neutrality, 
will obtain a port at our side of the chan­
nel, already suggested by Lord Seymour 
in 1^70, as official documents prove. 
Switzerland will take Cbabtais and 
Faucogney, two inviting morsels that 
-Bismarck tempted her with twelve years 
ago.

lf.Kirls become generally aware that 
they can intlict death with their upper 
incisors as surely as the rattlesnake can 
slay i u victim with its fangs, what safety 
will there be for any human Uung who 
does not completely isolate himself from 
girls; The rattlesnake gives fair waraing 
wheu he intends to strike by springing 
bis rattle, but the girl is not provided by 
nature with any automatic danger signal, 
and she can strike her victim at a moment 
when he has not the slightest thought of 
danger. When girls know their power, 
no man will venture to enter a street oar 
or the crowded aisle of a church or theater 
lest he may accidentally traqs) npon a 
girl's dress and thus provoke %*t to sudden 
biting. Girls wdl be able to go where 
they please and to act as they please, for 
the polioeman who lays his hand upon a 
woman to induce her to move on wili in­
cur a risk second only to that which^he 
man would incur who should venture to 
push a rattlesnake out of the way. 

It is evident that the Missouri state au­
thorities should at onc*Uke measures to 
protect the public against tbe deadly girls 
of that slate. The moat obvious measure 
of protection would be a law forbidding 
girls to appear in public unmjjxxled. Of 
course it would be impossible to compel 
girls to wear muzzles in their own homes, 
and the young Missourian who trusts 
himself alone in tbe back parlor with tbe 
girl of his choice must rely for his safety 
upon heavy leather gauntlets reaching to 
tbe shoulder and upon his ability to pro­
tect his face by agility and muscular 
strength. 

After all, may not the knowledge that 
every time a lover kisses the obiec* at bJa 
affection toe takes UaJife in hts hands—or 
arms, as the case may be--add to the 
rest ot the courtship? u it not possible 
that the deadly power lurking in the 
beautiful mouth or woman naay make tne 
sex"more irreeistrbfT attractive than ever? 
There is a fascination in danger, and th«-
more dangerous girls prove to be, the 
more fascinating adventurous men may 
find them.—N. Y'. Times.
