The rend zvou* at Klmira we all remem­
ber, the barrackH, the company drills, the 
company elections, the (irst Rreat battle 
of "soup and beans" when our charge on 
Uie eating rooms gave promise of what 
was to follow when we charged the rebel*

The weeks we spent in Elmira (*-i^d 
rapidly away, and when we embarked a 
well organixsd regiment for Waahington. 
we were as happy and a< splendid a body 
of men as e«er kepi step to tbe drum beat 
of duty and liberty. One incident of that 
journey will bring up grateful recollec­
tion*—the cordial greeting anil abundant 
hospitality of the good people of Williama-
port. What an enthusiastic outpouring of 
the patriotic citizens of that goodly town 
it was .that so bounufulli supplied our 
hungry boys with refrrahmeDts. cheered 
ua to the echo when we came and when 
we left, and kissed some of us to boot '. 

If I have been rightly informed that re­
ception cost several of our brave boys 
their hearts, for under the spell of the 
sweet charms of the Williaoisport girl*. 
even when seen by moonlight, waiting 
upon volunteer soldiers, love lighted tbe 
way that led to tbe marriage altar later 
on.* What a ride, too, that was through 
tlie Buckeye state •' The burned bridges 
and wrecked cars we passed on neanng 
Baltimore were reminders of what we 
were soon to become very familiar with, 
tlie waste and ruin or war. 

I never pan through Baltimore without 
vividly recollecting our march across the 
city from one railroad to the other.

At sunset on the 3lh day of June, 1*13, 
11 veil only in history.

The whistling of bullet* about our ears. 
us the day light .gave the rebel sharp ahool 

a iiiasni an UtajKiar l l iumim II tsssgiay muiiiiua, fight, rt 
our ten tires camp, reminded us that war's 
red tide was surging round us. and the 
work of warriors ready at lutnd. The 
wild havoc- of that da) s losing tiattle wa.-
played on a gran 1 scale. AU day long 
the roar of artillery, and the bursting 6T 
shells, and the sputter of rifles filled the 
air with the h'orrid music of destruction 
and death. 

No regiment on that bloody and ensan-
gnined Held was -steadier or djd.nableL 
service. It marched in perfect order from 
that hot hed of hell, in the woods where 
the shells from friend and foe hurst about 
us, with the crash an din which Uie ••crack 
0/doom" cannot surpass in the dreadful 
echoes that reveriajrated through that 
thick forest. While other rejjment* wa­
vered and lost their formations, oars was 
its perfect in all its movements as when 
on a peaceful drill: and it was one of very 
few- regiment* that Came in solid ranks 
from the front, while flying and wildly 
rushing teamsters were making pellmell 
to the' rear. 

The long night marches as We slowly 
fell back towards .Washington, in mud 
and rain, and with a broken army surging 
around ua> are an ever living memory 
with us all. And the heavy rain and 
heavier tiring at bloody Chantilly, where 
we just escaped the swath of death reaped 
from the edge of the thick woods to our 
left aad rear, will also recall a stirring 
afternoon's duty. 

Then came the long march back over 
tbe Chain Bridge past tbe White House 
and up Pennsylvania Avenue, past the 
Capitol in its stately grandeur—that no-
Meat edifice in ail the world—round 
through Maryland amid beat and dust, on 
through the peerless valley where Fred­

rick nestles like a jewel set in beauty, 
until the ragged steeps of darkly wooded 
South Mountain, bristling with rebel 
bajoneu challenged our advance. 

Comrades, that sweep we made up 
Sooth Mountain as skirmishers to develops 
the positioo of our foe, waa a grand sight. 
The sputter of rifles, tbe gloom of the 
forest about as as we drew the enemies 
Are. made up a picture no one present will 
ever forget.

Comrades: you and I had a part in 
securing the grand consummation so 
masterly set forth by oar Martyred Presi­
dent at tbe opening of bis immortal career 
as our "First American," The principle 
our war settled will live and bless our 
noble land long after ww are gotta; W a n e s 
we helped to face the issue with well 
poised hayoirSta, in youth and health, and 
amid trials none but a soldier knows of. 
and in the wine press of travel of souk 
tramped oat tbe berety of rebellion for­
ever. 

Again I welcome you every one: the old 
"brave boy* in blue." and may the bless­
ing of Ood attend you as you march 
towards tbe sunset of a well *P«it evening 
of life; leaving no shadows behind.

Comrades—it was your privilege and 
mine, in that dark period, to be present, 
ready and eager to march to the front to 
defend our imperilled C«pit/>1. and to 
stand in serried ranks across the pathway 
of treason.
