Ths Lowvllle correspondent of tbs 

Utics Hsrsld ssyi: B.J. Richardson St 
Co.,of Lowvllle, have bought 480 boxes 
ot cheese of tbs Gsrdners Corners fac­
tory at 10 cents per pound. 

Outing tbe past week A. G. Boehart 
bsa tblpped 8,000 bushels of potstoes for 
which hs paid from 45 to 60 cents per 
bushel, the letter price being paid for 
sand rose stock. Few people lesllxe tbs 
soiount of money paid Lewis county 
fsrmers annually for potatoes. Conserve-
tlve estimates place tbe number of 
bushels shipped from Lewis county this 
stsson at 200,000, and thsrs li ptobebly 
another 100,000 tm>bels resLsloing un­
sold. Tbe lowest prise paid during tbe 
sessoo was 40 cents per bushel and tbe 
highest 55 cents. Tbls would give a sals 
average for tbe 900,000 bushels sold of 45 
senta per baabel, or snsggieasts of t90.-
000. It is conceded tbst It costs only 
from 18 to ao cents per bnsbel to grow 
potatoes, so tbst tbe farmers bats real­
ised a set profit of 850.000 on tbe 200,000 
bushel*. A few yesrs ago tbs farm lands 
on tbs esst aids ot Black river were not 
considered ever and above profitable, 
owing to the sandy soil,but of Ists ysars 
tbe farmers through that section bsvs 
quits generslly turnsd their sttsntion to j 
potsto growing, snd generslly speaking 
tbelr product*lo this direction brings 
5 cents more yet bushel tbsn potstoes 
grown on the lime rock npl*nds,tt being 
clsimed tbst they sic smoother snd pos­
sess better keeping quelitles. As be­
tween potatoes snd bops, which aia two 
of tbe leading crops (aside from hay for 
dairying pornoass), grown la Lewis 
oounty, tbe potsto crop hss netted far 
ths best returns of Iste yesra, and the 
potsto acreage Is steadily ea the in­
crease. _
